Various requests have been received for authorisation to reallocate funds within the 1995/96 Budget.  A number of necessary adjustments to the budget estimates have also been identified.  These are detailed on Attachment A to this report.



In some instances the necessity to seek a reallocation of funds is to accommodate oversights during budget preparation or to include items which have eventuated since budget adoption.  Other requests represent a re�assessment of priorities.  In each instance, brief explanations have been provided by the respective Department Heads and these are duplicated within the schedule.



Items approved by Council but not previously listed in the schedule are also included for consistency and to facilitate presentation of an accumulated balance.



While the Local Government Accounting Directions 1994 specifically prohibit the alteration of the original budget estimates (Clause 6.2 (1) ) through budget reallocations, it has been adopted practice, for budgetary control purposes, to have "revised budget figures" which reflect the reallocations adopted each month.



The net result of these reallocations and adjustments is a budget deficit of $1,286,824.





RECOMMENDATION

Council's split valuation system for rating purposes and the continued subdivision of broadhectare properties requires that the gross rental/unimproved valuation boundaries be delineated on an annual basis.  This boundary delineation is subject to Governor's approval pursuant to Section 533 of the Local Government Act.



For the benefit of Council, Section 533 (8) (a) and (9) (a) of the Local Government Act states:�



	"(8)	A Council of a municipality that is �



		(a)	a city or town shall for all rateable property in its district use valuations on gross rental value, unless the Governor makes an Order under subsection (17) of this section authorising that Council to use valuations on unimproved value.



		of rateable property of the whole or any portion of its district, in which case that Council shall use the valuations so authorised within the area to which the Order applies.



	 (9)	If the Minister is satisfied that the Council of a municipality that is �



		(a)	a city or town should be authorised to use valuations on unimproved value of rateable property in any portion of the district of that municipality, which portion is, in the opinion of the Minister, used predominantly for rural purposes.



		he may recommend to the Governor that an Order be made under subsection (17) of this section so authorising the Council".



Pursuant to the provisions of the new Local Government Act, the determination of the method of valuation of land to be used by a local authority rests with the Minister.



For the benefit of Council, Section 6.28 of the new Local Government Act states:�



	6.28	(1)	The Minister is to �



			(a)	determine the method of valuation of land to be used by a local government as the basis for a rate; and



			(b)	publish a notice of the determination in the Government Gazette.



		(2)	In determining the method of valuation of land to be used by a local government the Minister is to have regard to the general principle that the basis for a rate on any land is to be �



			(a)	where the land is used predominantly for rural purposes, the unimproved value of the land; and



			(b)	where the land is used predominantly for non�rural purposes, the gross rental value of the land.



In past years Council has moved the GRV boundary to accommodate anticipated subdivision thus obviating the need to seek approval to change the rating base midway through the year.  This year the gross rental/unimproved valuation boundaries affect urban zoned broadhectare properties.



This year the boundary for gross rental valuations within the urban zoned areas was adjusted taking into consideration:�



	(a)	the non�rated Landcorp and Crown land around Lake Joondalup;

	

	(b)	the already subdivided lots; and



	(c)	the anticipated subdivisions in 1996/97.



The new boundaries for the urban zoned areas have now been identified for 1996/97 � refer plan laid on the table.  In the main it classifies in the GRV sector, those properties considered most likely to be subdivided during 1996/97.



As the appropriate provisions of the new Act are not operative until 1 July 1996, advice from the Department of Local Government is that Council is to seek the Governor's Order pursuant to the provisions of the Local Government Act 1960.

�

RECOMMENDATION



That Council in accordance with the provisions of Section 533 (17) of the Local Government Act, seeks Governor's approval to realign the valuation boundaries for the urban broadhectare properties for 1996/97 rating purposes, as outlined on the plan laid on the table.

The issue of the funding of the provision of non�standard services in various precincts within the municipal boundaries was discussed at  the  March  meeting  of Technical Services Committee (Report TS 

59�03/96 refers).



The provision of "enhanced" services in new subdivisions has been an issue with which Local Governments in rapidly developing areas have wrestled over the years.  The problem arises when the development of the area is completed, the lots are sold, the developer withdraws and the facilities become the responsibility of the Local Government.  Invariably the standard to which the facilities were maintained by the developer were higher than that which the Local Government would normally provide.  Consequently, on handover to the Local Government there is pressure to standardise across the municipality for reasons of equity and affordability.



Local Government has for many years had the ability to strike a specified area rate to accommodate the funding of expenditure, including loan interest and repayments incurred in providing the specific works, undertakings or services for the benefit of the ratepayers or inhabitants of a specified area.  The proposal is set out in the Annual Budget with sufficient clarity to indicate where the expenditure is to be so incurred and the resolution of the Council imposing the rate payable in the specified area is to be passed by an absolute majority.  It follows that the rate payable in the "specified area" will be greater than that struck elsewhere in the district to accommodate the specific budget expenditures.



Under current legislation "specified area" means:�



(a)	a ward; or



(b)	a portion of the district, the boundaries of which are not co�terminous with the boundaries of a ward or two or more wards of the municipality.



To effect a "specified area" where the boundaries are not co�terminous with ward boundaries requires the Governor's declaration.





The new Local Government Act also provides for "specified area" rating:�



"6.37 (1)	A local government may impose a specified area rate on rateable land within a portion of its district for the purpose of meeting the cost of the provision by it of a specific work, service or facility if the local government considers that the ratepayers or residents within that area �



	(a)	have benefited or will benefit from;



	(b)	have access to or will have access to; or



	(c)	have contributed or will contribute to the need for,



	that work, service or facility.



     (2)	A local government is required to �



	(a)	use the money from a specified area rate for the purpose for which the rate is imposed in the financial year in which the rate is imposed; or



	(b)	to place it in a reserve account established for that purpose.



     (3)	Where money has been placed in a reserve account, the local government is not to �



	(a)	change the purpose of the reserve account; or



	(b)	use the money in the reserve account for a purpose other than the service for which the specified area rate was imposed.



     (4)	A local government may only use the money raised from a specified area rate �



	(a)	to meet the cost of providing the specific work, service or facility for which the rate was imposed; or



	(b)	to repay money borrowed for anything referred to in paragraph (a) and interest on that money.



     (5)	If a local government receives more money than it requires from a specified area rate on any land or if the money received from the rate is no longer required for the work, service or facility the local government �



	(a)	may, and if so requested by the owner of the land is required to, make a refund to that owner which is proportionate to the contributions received by the local government; or



	(b)	is required to allow a credit of an amount proportionate to the contribution received by the local government in relation to the land on which the rate was imposed against future liabilities for rates or service charges in respect of that land".



In summary, therefore, the legislative power is available to implement a "specified area" rate should Council consider it appropriate.  



However, before Council agrees to implement a system which will impact radically on its rating system, all the issues must be considered and addressed.  These will include:�



	.	Understanding that a specified area rate is introduced only to fund the "enhanced" standard in excess of that considered to be the "general" standard throughout the municipality.



	.	Identifying and analysing the "enhanced" standard cost element into its components, ie:�



			building maintenance

			street lighting

			verge treatments

			additional bores and pumps, etc



	.	Showing separately in the Budget and Financial Statements, the additional "enhanced" standard cost components in the specified area or cell and matching these with the revenue generated via the specified area rate.  This is required as the excess (if any) is to be placed in a reserve account established for that purpose.  In the event of a shortfall, that is to be recouped either by a supplementary rate (highly undesirable) or by a premium on next year's rate.



	.	Setting a philosophy or guidelines on when a "specified area rate" is to be applied, ie will it apply to every new subdivision?  If so, what cost elements or components are to be factored into the equation?



While having stated some of the issues to be addressed, Council will need to wrestle with the major philosophical question of whether it is equitable to charge an additional rate on ratepayers in a specified area to cover costs associated with "enhanced" standard facilities, when some would argue that they are already paying more rates through increased valuations  as a consequence of the "enhanced" standard of facility.



There is also a school of thought that precinct committees or body corporate should be established external to the Council to administer the "enhanced" standard required within the area, similar to those operating at Northshore, Woodvale Waters and Crestwood in Gosnells.



The introduction of prescribed area rating will impact on the total organisation, and in particular the Parks, Engineering and Treasury Departments both politically and administratively.  It will involve a fair degree of "up front" planning and precise recording by Council's staff.  It can't be done in a slipshod, careless or unsystematic fashion as the rate calculation principles will be open to intense scrutiny by the public and will have to withstand ratepayer examination should the principles be challenged pursuant to the provisions of Section 681 of the Local Government Act.



�

While having stated that Council needs to ensure that all the "checks and balances" are established, undoubtedly the "enhanced" standard of facility is an emerging trend within the newer local communities and will have to be accommodated by some mechanism.

Since 1983 Council has conducted a rate incentive scheme to encourage ratepayers to make full rate payment within 21 days of the due date.



Prizes donated to Council for the 1995/96 year rate incentive scheme included four cash prizes ranging from $1,000 to $5,000 each, termite treatment, and four weekend or weekday accommodation packages.



In view of past success (last year some 15,880 ratepayers were involved, contributing $10.9 m), and with ratepayers having the right to elect to pay rates by four equal instalments in 1996/97, it is suggested that Council again conducts a rate incentive scheme for the 1996/97 year and that the conditions of entry and drawing of winners follow the same format as last year.



The suggested conditions of entry and drawing of winners are:�



(a)	all ratepayers (including staff) be eligible to participate;



(b)	all rates and charges must be fully paid by 4.30 pm, 21 days from the date of issue of the annual rate notices (eligible pensioners must pay their portion of current rates and full arrears and current charges);



(c)	prizes will be drawn at the Administration Centre within five working days following the close of the competition.  The judge's decision will be final and no correspondence will be entered into;



(d)	prize winners will be notified by mail with a public announcement in newspapers circulating within the municipality; and



(e)	drawing of winners be by random selection via Council's computer system.



Should Council resolve to offer a discount scheme for early payment of rates, it is proposed that the Scheme run for the full 35 days from date of issue.  To be eligible to enter the rates incentive scheme draw, rates/refuse, pool inspection fees and all arrears (if any) must be paid within 21 days of issue of the notice.  This will assist with collection procedures and reduce the congestion at the end of the discount period.

The fees and charges are required to be adopted prior to 30 June 1996, enabling implementation to be effective, in the main, on 1 July 1996.  It is suggested that Council implements the new fees structure, effective 1 July 1996, with the following variances:�

Attached for Council's adoption is the Schedule of Fees and Charges for 1996/97 � refer Attachment A.



Lease Agreements



Where lease facilities are aligned to the consumer price index, an increase of 3.75% has been applied, which is generally in accordance with the consumer price index (WA) for the past year.



Welfare



Meals on Wheels charges have been increased by 40 cents (11.0%) per meal to $4.00.



Bus charter fees for aged and disabled services and Yanchep Community have been increased by 10 cents per kilometre to 80 cents.  



Refuse Charges



The residential refuse removal charge will be set and the commercial refuse charge will be set once the Mindarie Regional Council has set its tipping fees for the 1996/97 year.  This will be completed at the 1996/97 budget adoption meeting.

Private Swimming Pool Fence Inspections



The $9.50 inspection fee charged for the 1994/95 and 1995/96 years was the four yearly inspection fee of $19.00 charged over two years for all swimming pools constructed prior to 30 June 1992.  These inspections were carried out over the two year period.



The 1996/97 charge of $20.00 is the full four yearly inspection fee for all swimming pools constructed between 1 July 1992 and 30 June 1993.  All these swimming pools will be inspected in the 1996/97 year.



Recreation and Culture



Charges in the following areas have been increased by 3.75%, which is generally in accordance with the consumer price index (WA) for the past year.

Craigie Leisure Centre and Aquamotion



Entry fees were increased last year and no charge is recommended for the 1996/97 year.



The creche fees at Craigie Leisure Centre have been increased by 10¢ to $1.60 per hour.



The gym membership fee packages have been increased by an average of 5% on the recommendation of the Centre managers.



Golf Courses



Marangaroo Golf Course fees have been increased.  Carramar Golf Course fees were not increased, as the increase last year placed fees charged at this course near the top of the price range for similar type courses.



Concrete Vehicle Crossovers



Concrete vehicle crossover charges cannot be set until the new contractor's price for the construction of concrete vehicle crossovers is known.  Tenders for the construction of concrete vehicle crossovers are currently being called.

SUMMARY



The Principal Food Scientist of the Health Department of Western Australia has requested comments in relation to a "draft" Code of Practice for Catering by Charitable and Community Groups for Sale to the Public.



BACKGROUND



Councillors may be aware that Regulation 57 of the Health (Food Hygiene) Regulations 1993 allows the preparation of food from residential premises for sale by charitable and community groups.



Originally, this regulation required charitable and community groups preparing food for sale from residential premises to notify the local authority of their intentions.  This provision generated significant public comment (especially from charitable and community groups) and, as a consequence, the Hon Minister for Health decided to remove this clause from the regulations.  This allowed Charitable groups to cater from residential premises without advising local authorities of their operations.



The Joint Standing Committee on Delegated Legislation (a parliamentary committee constituted by members from all parties recognised that:



1	Charitable groups relied on catering from residential premises to fund their operations.



2	An anomaly existed between Charitable and commercial caterers, ie commercial caterers must prepare food in premises that fully comply with the Health (Food Hygiene) Regulations 1993 and charitable organisations had no restrictions whatsoever.



3	Political issues were overriding public health issues.



4	There was a need to develop a Code of Practice to effectively control food hygiene for Charitable groups who were involved in catering from residential premises.



ASSESSMENT



The Code of Practice includes a Summary Checklist, Definitions, Safe Food Handling Practices and other explanatory notes.  Comments pertaining to the Code are summarised below.



The Summary Checklist provides sound basic food preparation advice, however, a number of the clauses need to be more specific.  The use of the word "adequate" should rather state exactly what is required.  For example, water temperatures and sanitizing requirements rather than "An adequate supply of hot and cold water must be provided".



Item 1 of the Summary states that the ".... Person in Charge ... must complete the attached form and submit it to the respective local authority..."  This would appear to be in direct conflict with the 1994 amendment of Section 57.   Whilst the City can agree with the original intent of Section 57, it is apparent that the compulsion to apply to the City to approve the Catering of Community and Charitable Events is not enforceable.  This clause should be reworded to the effect that local authorities "request" that application is made.



Safe Food Handling Practices



The Draft Code states that core temperatures should reach at least 70°C.  This is not supported by regulation.  It would seem more appropriate to provide a table of time/temperature relationships for potentially hazardous foods rather than introducing a de�facto safety margin as appears to be the case.



A cooling time of 1½ hours is not in accordance with the regulations and would be unrealistic even in some commercial operations for reducing potentially hazardous foods from 60°C to 5°C.  This cooling requirement should be reinforced here in more detail and within the "Checklist" refrigeration requirements.





RECOMMENDATION



That Council endorse a submission to the Principal Food Scientist of the Health Department of Western Australia in relation to the Draft Code of Practice for Catering by Charitable and Community Groups for Sale to the Public outlining the above issues and concerns.

The applicant advertised the intent to seek the above licence by placing a Public Notice in The West Australian Newspaper on 28 February 1996.  This advertisement is a requirement of the Model Health By�laws Series 'A' allowing a thirty (30) day period for valid health related objections to be lodged with this local authority.



No objections to Mr Aravidis' proposal have been received.

SUMMARY



Correspondence has been received from the President of the Kingsley�Woodvale Community and Recreation Association in connection with the 1997 Australia Day Breakfast (attachment 1 refers).



The Association is seeking Council approval to conduct the function at Craigie Leisure Centre (as has been done in the past) with entry fees being waived for public attending the breakfast between 8.00�10.00am on that day.



BACKGROUND



For several years the Kingsley�Woodvale Community and Recreation Association has conducted its Australia Day Breakfast at Craigie Leisure Centre with the support of the Recreation Facilities Manager.  There are obvious advantages for the Association in locating the function at this venue and these are outlined in the attached letter.



From the Association's point of view there was only one complication; patrons had to pay the entry fee to Craigie Leisure Centre before they could enjoy the breakfast.  To eliminate this problem, the Association offered to reimburse the family entry fee of $8.50 after the event provided that:



(i)	family groups responded to an invitation which the Association placed in the Wanneroo Times newspaper prior to the event; and



(ii)	acceptances were limited to fifty families residing in the suburbs of Kingsley and Woodvale.

Unfortunately, for one reason or another, very few people responded to the invitation this year and it became necessary on the day to extend the offer to families involved in the Education Department vacation swimming programme.  As a result, the breakfast turned out to be a successful event.



ASSESSMENT



Because Australia Day falls on a Sunday next year, Education Department swimming lessons will not be operating, however, it is reasonable to assume that many people will be at Craigie Leisure Centre during the early hours of that morning.



If residents are to be invited to join in this celebration breakfast, it is unreasonable to limit attendance to fifty families living in Kingsley and Woodvale.  Clearly anyone residing in the City of Wanneroo who responds to the Association's advertisement should be encouraged to attend.



The correspondent acknowledges that the Association did not utilise all the funds provided this year and that unspent monies will be held over for next year's breakfast.  These funds together with the $1,000.00 to be allocated in the forthcoming budget will ensure the success of the event in 1997.



It has, however, been suggested that Council should encourage the Kingsley�Woodvale Recreation Association to invite the Whitford Recreation Association to join it next year.  Although Council provided an allocation of $1,000.00 in the 1995/96 budget for an Australia Day celebration in the Whitford area, the offer was not taken up by the Whitford Recreation Association.  If this group could be encouraged to participate in a joint venture at Craigie Leisure Centre, it would help to produce acceptable numbers for the breakfast.  It would also produce a budget for the event in excess of $2,000.00 because Whitford Recreation Association would also be able to contribute its allocation of $1,000.00 to the function.



In view of this, it is not easy to recommend that Council agrees to the proposition that entry fees be waived to Craigie Leisure Centre between 8.00�10.00am on 26 January 1997.  Council is expecting the Manager of this facility to achieve a break even situation.  Given that families attending this venue for Council's Australia Day breakfast will be able to access the amenities after the function, it seems appropriate that Craigie Leisure Centre should not be financially disadvantaged through hosting the event.



After due consideration, it is felt that the present arrangement is the most acceptable option.  Those persons responding to newspaper advertisements lodged by Kingsley�Woodvale or Whitford Recreation Associations should continue to receive free entry and the Recreation Associations (assuming Whitford agrees to participate) should jointly meet the cost of the family entry fee.

RECOMMENDATION



That Council advises the Kingsley�Woodvale Community and Recreation Association it:



1	grants approval for an Australia Day Breakfast at Craigie Leisure Centre on 26 January 1997 on the basis that families who respond to the Association's advertisement and secure appropriate entry tickets from the Centre prior to the event, shall be given free entry between 8.00�10.00am on that day; 



2	requires the Association to reimburse Craigie Leisure Centre the full cost of all entry fees associated with these arrangements up to a total of $500.00;



3	requests the Kingsley�Woodvale Community and Recreation Association to invite the Whitford Recreation Association to join it in promoting the 1997 Australia Day Breakfast at Craigie Leisure Centre on similar terms and conditions; and



4	in the event that the value of free entries exceeds $1,000.00 ($500.00 from each Association), Council resolves to reimburse Craigie Leisure Centre the appropriate amount from Budget Allocation 29470 � Sundry Donations Recreation Control.

The formation of a sports club at Iluka was considered by Council in October 1995 as part of the ranking of submissions for the Community Sporting and Recreation Facilities Fund (Item CS203-10/95 refers).  At that time the other participants in the project were unknown because of the preliminary nature of the discussions.



BACKGROUND



Council, at its meeting in August 1995, endorsed the relocation of the North Perth Cricket Club to Miami Boulevard Reserve, Iluka (Item TP301�08/95 refers).



The other clubs involved are:



.	Beaumaris (formerly Craigie) Bowling Club.  This club originally planned to be located at Craigie Open Space.  The opportunity to develop a Bowling Club at Iluka however as part of a strong consortium of Sports Clubs was seen as more viable.



.	Joondalup Lakers Hockey Club whilst still intending to play matches at "the Arena" are seeking a "home".  As a winter sport they complement North Perth Cricket Club's use of the park in summer.



The three clubs have met consistently for the last three months to discuss the formation of a Sports Club.  The project did not receive a grant under the Community Sporting and Recreation Facilities Fund (CSRFF) (Item B23�03/96 refers).



The clubs met on Tuesday, 26 March 1996 to reconsider the future of the project.  They have resolved to continue and develop a strong submission for the next funding round, closing October 1996.  Much of the work required for the submission is vital to the establishment of effective management and financial arrangements for the sports club.



Whilst Council is aware of the involvement of the other two clubs in the project, locating them at Miami Boulevard Reserve has not been formally endorsed.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



notes the intention of the Beaumaris Sports  Club to submit a CSRFF grant application in October 1996;

SUMMARY



Correspondence has been received from Mrs Yvonne Coutts, operator of Top Hat and Tails Dance Group seeking a reduction in rental for the hire of Wanneroo Civic Centre for ten rehearsals during March and April 1996 (attachment 1 refers).



Mrs Coutts is the Principal of the group which contains approximately 130 students most of whom reside in the City of Wanneroo.  As Council is aware, a number of intellectually disabled people have been integrated into the company and this group is known independently as the Sunshine Dancers.  A further twenty four participants are senior citizens.  Mrs Coutts does not charge tuition fees to members of these particular groups.



BACKGROUND



Throughout the year, Top Hat and Tails operates from the venue known as the Wanneroo Arts Centre (part of the previous Council administration centre in the townsite of Wanneroo).  The City Building Surveyor has presented a report to the April 1996 meeting of the Technical Services Committee regarding air conditioning problems at this venue following receipt of correspondence from Mrs Coutts.



Council charges Top Hat and Tails commercial rates for the use of Wanneroo Arts Centre during general class times.  No charges apply to specialised sessions devoted to the Sunshine Dancers or the senior citizens group which meets on Wednesdays between 12.00�1.00pm.



This decision has been based on Council policy which states:



"creative arts and therapy activities groups and Senior Citizens groups resident within the City shall have free use of Council facilities except when used for fund raising purposes or when the activity is promoted by a commercial operator."



Although it is recognised that Mrs Coutts is a commercial operator, her policy of not charging the Sunshine Dancers or the senior citizens has been taken into account.

ASSESSMENT



As the Wanneroo Arts Centre has no stage it has become necessary for Mrs Coutts to seek use of the Wanneroo Civic Hall for the rehearsals.  She has booked this venue two evenings per week over a five week period.  The variety show itself is being staged in the Wool Pavilion at Claremont Showgrounds on 2, 3 and 4 May 1996.



Obviously, no income is being generated during the rehearsals so it cannot be said that the use of the Wanneroo Civic Hall during these ten dates is for fund raising purposes.



The commercial hire fee for the Wanneroo Civic Hall is $40.00 per hour and Wanneroo Top Hat and Tails would, therefore, be charged $120.00 per evening.  Given the extenuating circumstances associated with this request it would seem appropriate that special consideration be given.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council agrees to a 50% reduction in hire fees for Top Hat and Tails during rehearsals booked at Wanneroo Civic Hall between 25 March and 25 April 1996.

SUMMARY



A request has been received from the Committee for the Prevention of Child Abuse in the City of Wanneroo for the WAIVER of hire fees for its use of MacDonald Pavilion.  (Attachment one refers)



The Committee comprises representatives from the Department of Family and Children Services, Education personnel from primary and high schools and other professional persons working in the area of child abuse.



The Committee is voluntary and is not financially supported by the Department of Family and Children Services or the Education system.



BACKGROUND



The Committee for the Prevention of Child Abuse is organising an 8 hour parent education forum to take place 23 May 1996.  MacDonald Pavilion has been identified as the most appropriate venue to attract the Committee's target group.



The hourly fee for the use of MacDonald Pavilion is $18.80.  The total fee is, therefore, $150.40.  Council's policy states that: 



"for community groups conducting full day events in indoor recreation facilities the charge shall be 50% of the applicable hourly function rate."



The reduced fee for this booking is, therefore, $75.20.



It is considered that whilst the Committee's objectives are worthy, an undesirable precedent would be set if the fee was reduced further.

RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	advises the Committee for the Prevention of Child Abuse in the City of Wanneroo of its policy of granting a 50% reduction on the hourly rate for all full day community events in indoor recreation facilities within the municipality;



2	informs the group that the reduced fee for this particular booking is $75.20; and



3	in view of this support, it believes an undesirable precedent would be set if the remainder of the fee was to be waived.

SUMMARY



Council has been involved in a successful co�operative venture with Surf Life Saving WA for the past six years in co�ordinating a Beach Inspector Lifeguard Service along the City's most frequented beaches.



The City of Wanneroo's beaches are continually gaining patronage in phase with residential development and the Beach Inspector Lifeguard Service is invaluable in providing an excellent standard of safety for beach users.



BACKGROUND



Throughout the 1995/96 Summer Season, Beach Inspector Lifeguards were present Monday to Friday at:



.	Sorrento and Mullaloo beaches from 4 December 1995 � 1 March 1996, 9.00am�5.00pm; and



.	Hillarys from 18 December 1995 � 29 January 1996, 9.00am�4.00pm



An additional lifeguard was also present at Mullaloo from 27 December 1995 � 29 January 1996, 8.00am�4.00pm.



The 1995/96 Summer Season reported:



.	14 rescues

.	383 preventative actions

.	332 occasions of by�law enforcement

.	1207 occasions of general public contact

.	443 first aid treatment (marine stings)

.	99 first aid treatments (other)



The introduction of the additional Beach Inspector Lifeguard at Mullaloo for the month of January enabled a lifeguard to be stationed at the main swimming area at all times whilst the other was able to patrol the extremes of the beach.

Council had listed $26,780.00 to provide the 1995/96 Beach Inspector Lifeguard service, however, modifications negotiated by the Recreation and Cultural Services Department reduced the cost to $22,750.00.



Daily statistics provided by the Lifeguards detailing beach usage indicated a high level of patronage.  On some days there was up to 1500 people at Mullaloo Beach.  The average daily attendances were as follows: Hillarys � 250 people, Sorrento � 410 people; Mullaloo � 820 people.



The Sorrento and Mullaloo Surf Life Saving Clubs were supportive of the Beach Inspector Lifeguard service and provided access to the respective clubrooms at all times.



Surf Life Saving WA has submitted its proposal for the 1996/97 Lifeguard Service.  It details three options which can be summarised as follows:



Option One



To provide the same level of service as for the 1995/96 season



		Cost $27,900.00



Option Two



To extend the 1995/96 service to include a mobile Beach Inspector Lifeguard to monitor the Beaumaris (Iluka), Mindarie, Quinns and Yanchep beaches.  This would require the purchasing of a 4WD vehicle.  The Beach Inspector Lifeguard would visit each site daily setting up a patrolled beach at the most popular venue on the day.  The lifeguard would also be able to compile detailed statistics relating to beach usage in the area which would assist in accurate forward planning and efficient service provision.



		Cost $32,825.00



		Additional Vehicle $20,000.00



Option Three



To adopt the level of service as recommended in the Surf Life Saving WA Beach Management Plan specifically the Beach Inspector Lifeguard Services Development Plan for the period 1995�2000.  This would include the following:



	Sorrento	Two guards	November�February

	Mullaloo	Three guards	December�February

	Hillarys	One guard	December�January

	Beaumaris	One guard	January

	Mindarie	One guard	December�January

	Quinns	One guard	January

	Yanchep	One guard	January

		Cost $57,860.00

CONCLUSION



The benefits to Council of contracting the Beach Inspector Lifeguard service to Surf Life Saving WA include that:



.	all salaries and wages and related costs are handled by SLSWA;



.	well maintained and relevant safety and rescue equipment is provided;



.	lifeguards are fully trained and professional;



.	public relations with residents and beachgoers is improved;



.	there is a heightened presence on the beach for law enforcement; and



.	there is a reduction in risk in potential public liability cases.



Whilst Council has made provision in the draft 1996/97 budget to adopt option three, it is recommended that option one be adopted for the 1996/97 Summer Season.  In addition to this it is recommended that the collection of beach usage statistics be undertaken at Iluka beach by the roving lifeguard stationed at Mullaloo, and at Mindarie and Quinns beaches by members of the Quinns�Mindarie Surf Life Saving Club.  A special donation of $1,000.00 would be made to the club in return for undertaking this task.  The collection of this information should give clear indications of priority areas requiring future Beach Inspector Lifeguard services.  This would also eliminate the necessity to purchase an additional 4WD vehicle until such time as it is justifiable.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	receives the overview report from Surf Life Saving WA on the Contract beach Inspector Lifeguard service for the 1995/96 Summer Season; and



2	lists $27,900.00 in the 1996/97 Draft Budget, to contract Surf Life Saving WA to provide Beach Inspector Lifeguard services as outlined below:

Council at its meeting on 20 December 1995 resolved that a report be submitted in relation to the allocation of funds for a special programme to train rangers to deal with aggressive dogs and address animal management difficulties within the City of Wanneroo (CS266�12/95).



A four segment course was conducted in February 1996 and was attended by Council rangers and senior staff of the Department.  Mr Garth Jennens, Researcher:  Dog Attacks on Livestock, Murdoch University conducted the seminar.



The basis of the course covered the undermentioned areas.



a)	The principals of aggression in dogs and why they bite.  To recognise the types and causes of aggression.



b)	Educating the community on aggression.



c)	Identifying areas to reduce dog attacks.  Recognise warning signs � Children and dogs.



d)	Practical and theoretical  handling � Recognition of aggression and body language in dogs.



e)	Field Officer Safety:� Entering properties and avoidance of attacks on dog's territory.



f)	Assessment of impounded and surrendered dogs for re�cycling to the public.



The Senior Ranger reports that the course, which is not complete, has been well received by Rangers and has been of benefit both practically and theoretically in the field of ranger work.



It is anticipated that the course, when completed, will see rangers eventually receiving a course certificate in recognising the behaviour of aggressive dogs.  The certificate, it is hoped, may hold some weight when ranger officers give evidence in Court.



The Training Co�ordinator Mr Garth Jennens will conduct one further segment before the end of the 1996 financial year and this date is not known at present.  At the end of this training course certificates will be issued.

GENERAL



In broad terms, revenues and expenditures are generally within budget estimates for this time of the year.  Revenues are in excess of budget.  As has been noted previously, interest earnings will exceed budget by an estimated $1.4M.  Penalty imposition on outstanding rates at 31 January 1996 also exceeded budget by $62,000.  It will be recalled, however, that Council has already allocated, or committed $800,000 of these funds for the office accommodation at the Wanneroo Depot, with a further $482,000 being expended for the redemption in full of Loan 278.

Councillors will be aware that the Local Government Accounting Directions 1994 require the capitalisation of non current "infrastructure assets", purchased or otherwise acquired on or after 1 July 1995.



Transitional provisions apply to infrastructure assets acquired prior to 1 July 1995.  These provisions require all infrastructure assets to be capitalised into Council's balance sheet on 30 June 1997.



In short, there is a requirement to ensure Council's balance sheet reflects all infrastructure assets owned or in the control of the City.  This requires the identification of all roads, drains, footpaths, cycle ways, bus shelters, parks, playing fields, reticulation, pumps and bores, etc under the care, control and management of Council.



Council has made progress (albeit steady progress) in the identification and recording of these assets.  A fundamental philosophy adopted in relation to these systems is that, first and foremost, the data captured is for the benefit and management by the relevant department.  It is for the appropriate department to manage the data and information, with the resultant financial details (value, depreciation, etc) flowing through to Treasury Department for inclusion in Council's Financial Statements.  Each department will be responsible for ensuring that its data base of information, pursuant to its area of expertise, is maintained and updated as appropriate.  This is in accordance with the overall philosophy that these are management systems and the financial details are purely by�products of the system.  The Principal Accounting Officer (the City Treasurer) is required, under the Local Government Accounting Directions, to ensure adequacy of control and integrity of information as it is this information which will appear in the Balance Sheet of the City.

�

As will be appreciated, the recording of these assets is a major task currently being undertaken in both Engineering and Parks Departments.  The information systems in use in the departments to capture the data and manage these assets are:�



ENGINEERING



ROMAN (Road Management System)



PARKS



PAMS (Parks Assets Management System)



Council purchased the ROMAN system for Engineering purposes in 1995/96.  It is fundamentally a road management and modelling system, using standard unit costs.  The system has been enhanced to address the financial issues relating to the capitalisation of the values.  The Engineers have identified a few system problems in relation to the financial aspects.  The Consultants appointed by WAMA to market the system, BSD Consultants, are currently addressing these issues.  In addition, funding for consultants to undertake an update of the condition rating data for all roads in the City has been listed in the draft 1996/97 Budget.  This update needs to be undertaken every 3 � 5 years.



In addition to the road management system, there is a need to develop systems for the effective management of drainage facilities, footpaths, dual use paths, tennis courts, netball courts, street lighting (City Centre), pedestrian underpasses, etc.  The development of these systems will provide the data for the capitalisation requirements of AAS27.  This will be a slow process as the systems are resource hungry during all phases of development, data pick up/entry and ongoing maintenance.



The PAMS is a very recent addition to Council's management system.  While purchased explicitly to accommodate the requirements of the Accounting Standards, it will be used extensively by Parks Department for management of its assets.  Parks Department will be responsible for ensuring it is fully amended and updated appropriately.



Council's 1995/96 Financial Reports will reflect the capitalisation of assets purchased, constructed or acquired during 1995/96.  Assets acquired prior to 1 July 1995 will be captured during 1996/97 and reflected in the Balance Sheet at 30 June 1997.  Undoubtedly, Council's Balance Sheet at that date  will be increased quite dramatically as a result of the recording of these infrastructure assets.

At its February 1996 meeting, Council requested a report on insurance cover for volunteers and in particular, those working on the Green Plan and Perry's Paddock Picnic Day.



In addressing this matter, it is proposed to broaden the scope of this report to encompass both general volunteers and those volunteers engaged in fire fighting duties. 



1.	GENERAL VOLUNTEERS (Non Fire Fighting Nature)



	Currently, the City's general volunteers are insured through SGIO Insurance Ltd.  Volunteers are protected via Council's Personal Risks policy, which also covers Councillors.  The policy, which incorporates a number of sections, includes certain protection for volunteers, namely:�



	.	death or personal injury plus certain weekly payments for temporary total disablement and partial disablement.



	The Personal Risks policy states:�



	"A 'Voluntary Worker' shall mean a person who volunteers his/her services to the Insured and acts under the direction and supervision of the Insured in the course of duties allocated to him/her by the Insured or if not so acting is duly certified by the Insured as being a bona fide volunteer, including while engaged in necessary travel during such voluntary work but excluding while travelling to or from the place of voluntary work.



	A Voluntary Worker shall include a person voluntarily serving on Property Management and/or Advisory Committees appointed by the Local Government but only in respect of claims arising directly out of the Management of Council property for and on behalf of the Local Government and in respect to Advisory Committees the duties directly connect with the purpose for which such Committees are appointed for under the Local Government Act".

�		

As with all insurance policies, certain exclusions exist and conditions apply.  For example, a claim for medical expenses will, if approved, be paid nett of the claimant's existing medical cover (ie. HBF etc).  In other words, this insurance policy will in some cases bridge or compliment existing insurances held by the claimant where allowed by law.  Generally speaking however, this policy operates in accordance with the Workers' Compensation and Rehabilitation Act 1981 in respect of capital sums.  For example:�



	(a)	loss of both hands would result in compensation being 100% of the prescribed amount per the Workers' Compensation and Rehabilitation Act 1981 as amended.  Other losses and disablements have varying degrees of percentages applied to them by the Act.



	(b)	Should a person who is ordinarily engaged in home duties is now unable to perform those duties as a result of an approved disability, then compensation will be payable (allowing for policy conditions).



	In short therefore, the policy protects volunteers against any loss incurred as a direct consequence of their activities on behalf of Council, bearing in mind that always the burden of proof of loss lies with the claimant.



2.	FIRE FIGHTING VOLUNTEERS



	The City's fire fighting volunteers are also currently insured with SGIO Insurance Ltd.  This cover is enacted under the Bush Fire Policy as required at law.  The definition of a volunteer firefighter per the policy is as follows:�



		"Volunteer Fire Fighter means a Bush Fire Control Officer, a person who is a registered member of a Bush Fire Brigade established under the Bush Fires Act 1954 or a person who has attained the age of 15 years working under the direction of that officer or member".



	Separate cover is required for fire fighting volunteers as it needs to:�



	?	offer more protection;



	?	be more distinct;



	?	satisfy requirements of the Bush Fire Act 1954.



	The compensation that is payable for a disability or injury to a volunteer fire fighter is the same as if that person were a worker and suffered that disability or injury under the Workers' Compensation and Rehabilitation Act 1981.



	This policy also offers protection for loss or damage to privately owned appliances, equipment or apparatus damaged as a result of the incident.

�

	The policy has limits of indemnity, definitions and conditions.  Generally speaking though, it mirrors the Workers' Compensation and Rehabilitation Act 1981 in terms of compensation to individuals.



Recent media attention has focused on the insurance protection for fire fighters and its perceived inadequacies.



As both the Personal Accident Policy and the Fire Fighters Policy are anchored in principle to the Workers' Compensation and Rehabilitation Act 1981, it is important to understand the intent of the Act relating to death caused by a work accident.



A worker who dies and leaves no dependants (as defined) shall be afforded reasonable funeral expenses.



The State Government has recently announced that in respect of fire fighters, dependants will not be an issue.  The Government has elected to ensure that all fire fighters, regardless of marital status, will receive full compensation in the event of a fatality.  This is currently set at approximately $100,000 per the Workers' Compensation Act multiplied by 2.3 per the Bush Fire Act (equalling approximately $230,000).



SUMMARY & CONCLUSION



The situation now is that fire fighting volunteers have cover in excess of other volunteers and ordinary workplace employees where death leaving no dependants is involved.



Other volunteers in risky occupations such as Emergency Services may have to be considered by the State Government as being entitled to similar cover.



The City of Wanneroo's volunteers are all covered via the two policies previously mentioned.  They are protected to the full extent that the Workers' Compensation and Rehabilitation Act 1981 (as amended) will allow.



An issue which has emerged as a consequence of the compilation of this report is whether all volunteers should be required to undergo a medical examination prior to commencement with Council.

Compilation of the Draft 1996/97 Budget and Forward Financial Plan is progressing satisfactorily, with the majority of departmental operating revenue and expense estimates having been submitted to Treasury Department.  The remainder of budget estimates, primarily in the maintenance area, will be submitted to Treasury this week.  Once input to the Budget/Forward Plan has been completed, a first draft will be submitted for departmental verification and review.



Salaries and Wages budget estimates for existing staff establishment levels have been completed and a draft copy returned to departments for final review.  In accordance with the budget parameters adopted by Council (Report FA6�02/96), a 2% inflationary component has been incorporated for salaried staff and wages personnel.  This will be reviewed at the end of the June quarter following consideration of the prevailing economic indicators.



The compilation of capital asset purchase schedules and preparation of capital works schedules are close to completion.  As in previous years, the volume of building construction requests has placed considerable pressure of Building Department resources.  However, it is envisaged that this phase will be completed without adverse impact on the budget preparation timetable.



As indicated in Report FA6�02/96, the new Local Government Act requires Council's Budget and Forward Plan to include details of the principal activities proposed in the Forward Plan, the objectives of each principal activity and the performance measurements relating to each principal activity.  The new Act also provides for the Budget and Forward Plan to be made available for a period of 42 days for public submission.

�

Whilst the Act does not require these provisions to be in place until the 1997/98 budget, it was proposed to implement them for the 1996/97 Budget and Forward Plan.  However, it has become apparent that time constraints will not permit a quality result.  Therefore, it is now proposed to continue with the preparation of the additional data, but not to offer the Budget and Forward Plan for public submission.  This will enable adequate time for objective review before going public and also ensure that Council is well placed to satisfy its statutory requirements for the 1997/98 Budget and Forward Plan process.



Once the initial consolidation/verification phase of the 1996/97 Budget and Forward Plan has been completed, meaningful projections will be possible.  At this stage, review sessions will be arranged and Council involvement sought to establish final parameters and priorities.

SUBJECT:	INTRODUCTION OF NEW MOBILE LIBRARY



		



The new Mobile Library commenced service on Thursday 7 March 1996.  Usage patterns demonstrated in the first four weeks operation have exceeded expectations.



The introduction of the new facility meant a complete change to delivery of this service.  By dramatically reducing the number of stops Council sought to:



	i)	make the service accessible to the maximum number of people in the developing suburbs



	ii)	improve the level of service in line with other static libraries.



A summary of transactions in the first weeks shows:



1.	New members



	Registrations � 626 new memberships represents 41% of total new members for the 1994/95 financial year.



	Suburb profile � existing total Mobile Library membership increases by suburb:

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2.	Issues



	Loans were up 81% compared to March 1995.



3.	Reservations



	Requests increased 139% on March 1995.



4.	Community response



	Every time the Mobile Library schedule is altered, there are complaints from people who find the new locations less convenient.  The recent changes have been no exception, however, it is pleasing to note many of the complainants are using the new library, some now commenting longer hours are more convenient.  A few members have changed to Wanneroo Library but only five people have joined the Books on Wheels Service as a result of the new schedule.



	Comments from both new and existing members has been overwhelmingly positive.



5.	Promotion



	The new schedule has been advertised in the local newspapers, including a small feature article.



	During the first week, library staff conducted 11 school class visits.  It is very satisfying to see a class visit of 25 children being conducted without interference to other users.



6.	Design features



	New features such as the photocopier, CD�ROM and telephone communication are all proving valuable improvements to service.



	The new library features a wheelchair lift.  This facility was utilised during the first week of operation when a disabled child accompanied his school class visit and was able to participate in activities.  Staff were pleased with the ease of operating the lift in service for the first time.  Although the lift is designed for concealed storage, at present staff prefer to leave it assembled for promotional purposes.



Conclusion



It was anticipated the first four weeks of the revised service would be steady but fairly quiet until existing members established new routines and non�members became aware of the service.
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The Mobile Library holds a reserve stock at the Wanneroo Library.  It was anticipated that with the larger stock carrying capacity and gradual increase in loans, this stock would eventually be in use on the Mobile.  Within four weeks demand has emptied the fiction reserve.  New stock supply strategies are already required to support Mobile Library user needs.



The immediate increase in new members, loans and requests indicate the new Mobile Library is meeting its service objectives.

MULTICULTURAL FESTIVAL OF FIRE

CRAIGIE LEISURE CENTRE



Aquatic Centre



The swim coaching programme has gone into recess and will resume for a new season in May 1996.  Attendances in the Learn to Swim programme are anticipated to remain high, with a large percentage of re�enrolments for Term II.
