Following reports to Council on the incidence of Ross River Virus within the City of Wanneroo, it was resolved that the City's Health Department provide regular updates to the Community Services Committee.



Since the report last month lakes' perimeter treatment was commenced and the Pest Control Officer accompanied by an Environmental Health Officer have completed the perimeter of Lake Goollelal with all treatment having to be made from the land because of inaccessibility by boat into the intensive reed growth.   Approximately 1.2km of the west side of Lake Joondalup and .5kms on the east have been treated by operating from the banks of the lake and by boat to ensure the best possible coverage of established breeding sites.  Progress is being hampered by the heavy shore growth of bullrushes.  Follow�up checks of Lake Goollelal after treatment have been made and no active larvae were present.  Swamp areas at the southern tip of Lake Joondalup and Beenyup have shown no evidence of breeding at present.



In addition to the foregoing, the annual street gully treatment commenced on 3 November 1992 with the use of slow release blocks and is well advanced with a high level of larval control being achieved.  The areas of Kingsley, Warwick, Greenwood, Marangaroo, Girrawheen, Koondoola and  Alexander Heights are now completed, comprising 4008 gullies.



Treatment of the established breeding sites along the edges of Lake Joondalup is continuing.   However,  as the perimeter of this lake is approximately 17kms and much of it difficult to access completion will be slow, but with the early treatment of the two major lakes in respect of resident density the adult mosquito levels are expected to be noticeable.  



There has been one notification of Ross River Virus within the City of Wanneroo during the month of November.

The 5th National Conference and Trade Exhibition of Aged Care Australia (Inc) was held in Canberra from 15 � 18 November 1992.  The Coordinator of Welfare Services, Pauline Stuart, attended the Conference and submits this report for Council's information.



Aged Care Australia is an incorporated body made up predominantly of agencies in the nursing home and hostels for the aged industry.  The structure of the national conference was indicative of the industry's acceptance that home and community care is now a realistic option for people requiring support for frail age or disability.



The concurrent sessions of the conference were structured into three streams �



.	hostels

.	community care

.	nursing homes.



KEYNOTE SPEAKERS



RESPONDING TO HUMAN NEEDS:  A Flexible Service Programme



Rev. Glen Gronlund, Ohio Presbyterian Retirement Services.  The Rev. Gronlund spoke of responding to the changing human needs by developing services which were flexible and capable of change.  His talk covered the following issues:



.	transferring an institutional model of service to one of diversity along a continuum of care;



.	managing the trauma of change in relation to clients, employees and management boards;



.	understanding the needs of clients in a community rather than agency context;



.	examining aged care policy in the USA and United Kingdom.



�THE EVOLUTION OF AGED CARE OVER THE NEXT DECADE



Professor Bob Gregory, Economic Research School of Social Sciences.  Australian National University, Canberra.



Professor Gregory's paper focused on the macro aspects of aged care policy and included issues such as:



.	Commonwealth/State Government funding policies in particular the decline in nursing home bed ratios and the effects on hostel and community care;



.	the labour force trends in aged care including the use of contractual workers and the role of family carers;



.	the raising of income for development given that there were increasing numbers of asset rich and income poor clients accessing the industry.



AGED CARE AND MIGRATION WAVES � New Issues, New Myths



Dr Dan Rowland, Senior Lecturer in Population Studies, Australian National University, Canberra



Dr Rowland's paper covered the effects of post migration waves and how this has been preserved in the age structure of Australian society.  In the 1990's the ageing of post war migration is changing the composition of Australia's older population and is contributing to new issues in aged care.  The following table shows when the demand for aged care, in particular ethnic groups, will peak.

Dr Rowland also addressed the emergence of new myths associated with older ethnic people such as:



.	closer family ties in ethnic families and that aged fare better than Anglo�Australian;



.	preference for family care as opposed to social services.



CONCURRENT SESSIONS



As previously stated these sessions covered three major streams and dealt with a wide selection of issues relating to the industry, as well as, presenting innovative new projects and evaluations of existing programmes.



Of particular interest was a paper presented by Una Wakelan of the Homes of Peace (Inc) in Western Australia on her organisation's new hostel in Joondalup.  Her paper was entitled "A Normal Suburban Street? No! Our Hostel".  It included a visual presentation of design concepts and an overview of the process in developing this innovative new concept in residential care.

�

Also of interest were papers on two pilot projects conducted in South Australia (Community Visitors Scheme) and in New South Wales (Community Aged Care Packages).  The City of Wanneroo has submitted applications to the Commonwealth to develop similar projects.  The papers were useful in presenting the process of development and assessing the effectiveness to clients of these two models of service.



CONCLUSION



Overall, the Conference was of significant benefit in



.	viewing the City's own role in aged care services in a national context;



.	providing an opportunity to learn of new approaches in aged care;



.	providing an opportunity to establish ongoing interstate contacts with people working in the industry.



The 1993 Aged Care Conference will be held in Perth and it is recommended that representatives from both Council and staff attend.

Town Planning is currently compiling detailed yearly projections for all suburbs.  This information will identify perceived service needs and will be considered in conjunction with Parks and Gardens information on potential stopping locations, and Engineering information on vehicle configuration alternatives.



The broad scope of the review has involved much more time than was originally anticipated.  As it was not considered appropriate to continue with the Yanchep stops pending the outcome of the review the following interim action is being undertaken:



1.	Withdrawal of the Forest Commission and National Parks stops from 7 December 1992.



2.	Written communication with residents of the Forest Commission and National Park to arrange a Books on Wheels delivery should this be warranted. 



3.	Incorporation of some of the released time into an existing Yanchep stop.

Staff Appointments



On 23 November 1992, Bronwyn Thomas commenced as Youth Services Co�ordinator.  Bronwyn is a social worker and has experience in both counselling and community development areas.



Kylie Back was appointed this month to the position of Youth Officer at the Ocean Ridge Youth Centre which is scheduled to open on 6 January 1993.  The Centre is situated at the Ocean Ridge Community Centre and will provide services and activities to young people aged 11�16 years.



The Land Care and Environment Action Programme (L.E.A.P.) commenced on Monday, 30 November 1992, with Judy Kulisa appointed as Youth Officer to support the young people in the DEVET funded project.



The project is aimed at providing training for young people and conserving the sand dunes at Whitford Nodes.

Aquamotion



Trading Hours



Aquamotion is currently reviewing its options for extended weekend trading hours during the January school holiday period.  It is believed that the potential increase in income will outweigh the cost of wages.



Cleaning



The new cleaning procedures have been implemented during November.  The new structure involves more than a fifty percent reduction in cleaning staff hours and the balance of duties covered by existing Aquamotion staff.



The standard of hygiene and presentation of the facility will be closely monitored to ensure a high level is maintained.



�Aerobic and Aquarobic Programme



A revised and expanded aerobic and aquarobic programme commenced on Monday, 30 November 1992.  It is hoped that the new brochure and press advertising will result in an increase in attendance levels in these Centre run programmes.



Education Department Swim Programme



Aquamotion has received confirmation of the 1993 Vacation Swim and In�term Swim Programmes.  These are very successful and financially viable programmes and it is hoped that a close working relationship can be fostered in an effort to extend Education Department programmes throughout the winter months.



Wanneroo Recreation Centre



Creative Leisure Courses



The Term IV programme of Creative Leisure Courses is continuing.  Plans have begun for the Term I 1993 programme.



Cash Pick�up



An "Armaguard" security cash pick�up service has begun at the Wanneroo Recreation Centre.  This will eliminate the need for the Administration Officer to transport cash to the bank.



WANNEROO WATER WORLD



Aquarobic Hand Rail



A handrail has been installed at Wanneroo Water World and primarily will be used by Aquarobic participants.  Council will be aware that Wanneroo Water World will accommodate a significant number of aged and disabled who attend mainly for therapeutic reasons.   The rail will also be useful for these groups.



Royal Lifesaving Society � Lifeguard Training Scheme.



The Royal Lifesaving Society is currently negotiating with the Ministry of Employment regarding a trainee scheme for long time unemployed youth.  The training will lead to fully qualified lifeguards who would be able to gain employment in any aquatic facility.  The scheme will run for 12 months during which time a number of selected aquatic facilities have been asked to accommodate the trainees as part of their on site training programme.  Wanneroo Water World, for obvious reasons, has been chosen.  There are still some negotiations that need to take place before the commencement of the scheme.   As soon as more details are available we will have some idea of the time frame.   More details will be provided in due course.

�Pool Managers Certificate



The Institute of Aquatic and Recreation Management elected committee has been working on re�writing the Pool Managers Certificate.   A Number of meetings have been held with the Health Department of WA and Bentley College.   To date, both have been impressed with the quality of the proposed new course.  It has long been recognised that the current course is both technically incorrect and totally out of touch with modern management techniques.



The Committee is comprised of Mr Peter Burn, Ms Dawn Thomas, Mr Michael Doyle, Mr Tony Head, Mr Jeff Fondacaro & Mr Colin Hassell.



It is anticipated the new course will come into place early in 1993.



CHILDREN'S SERVICES



Vacation Care



Six of the City's Recreation Centres will be conducting a variety of Vacation Care Programmes for the period of 17 December 1992 to 2 February 1993.  Holiday pursuits will include many indoor and outdoor games/sports, craft activities and fun filled excursions to the Zoo, Cinema, Mini Golf, Dizzy Lamb Park, Aquamotion Wanneroo and Ascot Water Playground.



Enrolment Night was held on 18 November 1992 and numbers appear to be consistent with past years.  Vacancies still exist in all the Centres and enrolments will continue to be accepted throughout the holiday period.



Enrolment numbers will be included in the Community Services Report in February 1993.



After School Care



Celebrations for Children's Week in all the Centres were a great success.  The children enjoyed many special activities, especially Looby Loo the Clown, only possible because of the generous donation received from the Children's Services Advisory Committee.



After School Care for Term 4 finishes on Wednesday 16 December 1992.  All Centres will be opening at 12 noon to cater for the schools closing early on their last day of Term.



Take Time Out



Take Time Out is an initiative of the Ministry of Sport and Recreation which targets women.  Take Time Out is a chance for women to get out of the house and enjoy new and exciting outdoor recreation activities.  It provides a break from everyday activities and child care and offers, along with the programme, quality child care in a creche environment.

�Cynthia Strating (Recreation Officer) has been liaising with the Take Time Out Co�ordinator at the Ministry of Sport and Recreation to discuss the programme and its future direction.  The Ministry would like to see local Councils take over the programme and implement it in their municipalities to reach their own recreational clientele.  Staff have had discussions regarding the City's involvement in the Take Time Out project.



Issues concerning the running of the project (insurance for activities and quality child care) are now being researched as are the costs involved in running such a project.  State Government funding bodies are presently being approached for financial support to subsidise some of these activities.  It must, however, be noted that relatively inexpensive activities will be chosen to keep costs to a minimum (dependent on funding) and quality child care (transportable creche) will be on offer with all the activities.  It is anticipated that promotions will be underway early in the new year for Take Time Out in the City of Wanneroo.



NEW PLAQUES FOR CITY'S ART WORKS



The Art Collection Advisory Committee, at its meeting held on 13 November 1992, was presented with an alternative design to the plaques currently used for information purposes on the City's art works.  At the present time, the small metal plaques cost $8.00 each.



The newly designed plaques are produced in�house by the City's Graphic Designer, thereby reducing the cost to Council.  These plaques are larger, easier to read, and include more information relevant to the particular art work.



HOLIDAY PROGRAMME MURAL PANEL PROJECT



The City has sought funding assistance from the State Government for a holiday programme for young people aged 6�16 years.  The "Wanneroo City Mural Panel Project" will enable children who attend the City's holiday programme the opportunity to work with a local artist on designing and painting the panels.  The mural will depict various aspects of living in the City of Wanneroo and is to be displayed at Joondalup City Centre, Festival of Perth free concert and various community events throughout the municipality.



Based on previous enrolments, it is anticipated over 525 young people will participate.  The project is to take place at the City's six Recreation Centres that provide vacation care and will run from 11 to 29 January 1993.

SUBJECT:	AQUAMOTION KIOSK OPERATIONS � SUMMER 1992/93



		



As mentioned in the Recreation Department November Monthly Report, Aquamotion has reviewed its kiosk operations with a view to extending the service during the busy summer months.



The following issues were considered when assessing options:



.	a successful vending machine service is currently operating in the facility;



.	the period requiring an increased food and beverage service is between mid December 1992 and February 1993; therefore, immediate action was essential in order to meet the commencement date.



A number of options were considered.  They included:



.	Tender for a kiosk contractor.  The time available did not allow Aquamotion to go through the tender process.



.	Employ staff and purchase kiosk stock.  This option has inherent problems and, although it could be profitable for the facility, it also has the potential to be cost inefficient over the short period of time in question.



The third viable option was a proposal put forward by "CCA SnackVend" which is currently servicing the facility with vending machines.  "CCA SnackVend" has offered a food and beverage service which is essentially an extension to the current vending machine service.  It involves Council in no financial outlay, no responsibility for staffing, stock purchasing or cleaning, and offers a guaranteed commission on the sale of all goods.



As a result of this offer, "CCA SnackVend" has been appointed to operate the kiosk. Essentially, they will supply personnel to operate an extended food and beverage service from the Aquamotion Kiosk during the period 19 December 1992 to 6 February 1993 from 10.00am to 6.00 pm daily.

�

A wide range of hot and cold foods, fruit juices and ice creams will be available for purchase.  "CCA SnackVend" has its own insurance coverage and will supply a daily log of goods sold.  "CCA SnackVend" will also be responsible for all cleaning in and around the kiosk area.



As mentioned, the City of Wanneroo will receive a guaranteed ten percent commission on all items sold.

In recent weeks, letters have been received from the Wanneroo Townsite and Ocean Ridge Recreation Associations advising Council of their decision to relinquish the role of employer of the creche supervisors at these particular Recreation Centres.



The decisions have been made following discussions at recent workshop sessions which addressed the legal ramifications of the Associations' role as employer of the creche supervisor.  Basically, the respective Committees believe that as volunteers they should not be expected to undertake the role of employer and the responsibilities that go with it.



The present supervisor at Wanneroo (Mrs Sue Roy) is keen to continue as a private operator.  At Ocean Ridge Community Centre the creche is supervised by Mrs Christine Charles.  Although the Association has stated that it will not accept responsibility for the operation of the creche beyond 31 December 1992, Mrs Charles has yet to decide whether she is prepared to operate the service in an independent capacity from that date onwards.



Council will be aware that two other Recreation Associations (Girrawheen/Koondoola and Sorrento/Duncraig) have already adopted the same stance as Wanneroo Townsite and Ocean Ridge.  Independent operators now control the creches at those particular Recreation Centres, and this arrangement is functioning satisfactorily.  It is understood that both Associations will continue to subsidise their creches from the annual donation provided to them by Council.  This is necessary as the creches require regular financial support to survive.



It is understood that Wanneroo Townsite and Ocean Ridge Recreation Associations would also offer that kind of support on a continuing basis.



As a consequence, Council is requested to endorse the same terms and conditions for the operation of the creches at Wanneroo Recreation Centre and Ocean Ridge Community Centre as it applied to Girrawheen/Koondoola and Sorrento/Duncraig Recreation Centres.

RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	formalises arrangements with the creche operators at Wanneroo Recreation Centre and Ocean Ridge Community Centre so as to allow them to occupy the required area for use as a creche via the existing "Facility Hire Form" system;



2	waives the applicable hire charges to the creche operators at Wanneroo Recreation Centre and Ocean Ridge Community Centre on the provision that their services continue to be provided to the users of these facilities on a mutually co�operative basis; and

For the past several years Council has provided the sum of $6,000 in the annual budget (Allocation 31161) to encourage the Recreation Associations to promote local events to celebrate Australia Day.



These funds are allocated evenly between the four wards and, generally, the Associations in each ward decide amongst themselves whether they will join forces and promote one function or take it turn about to arrange the event.  In the north ward the funds have generally been split between the two Associations (Quinns Rocks and Yanchep�Two Rocks) as both committees have traditionally agreed to conduct their own local celebrations.



There are two Associations in the Central Ward (Wanneroo and Ocean Ridge).  The Wanneroo Recreation Association is keen to promote an Aussi Breakfast at Wanneroo Showground on Australia Day, as it has for the past couple of years.  The Ocean Ridge Association has advised Wanneroo that it is not planning a local celebration on Australia Day.  It has, however, forwarded a letter to Council seeking support for its share of the ward allocation ($750) to be expended on a function to be held in April 1993 to celebrate the 10th Anniversary of the Ocean Ridge Community Centre.



The Ocean Ridge Association is proposing an Open Day at the centre, together with a community fair on the adjacent reserve.  The timing of the event will coincide with second term enrolments for the Creative Horizons programme.  Course teachers will display their skills and the public will be invited to enrol in activities of their choice.



Although Wanneroo Recreation Association would be able to meet expenditures associated with the Australia Day breakfast from its share of the ward allocation and other funds provided in the 1992�93 Council donation, the committee believes that funds in Allocation 31161 should only be expended on Australia Day functions.

�Council can choose to support Wanneroo Recreation Association by allocating all of the Central Ward funds ($1,500) to the Australia Day Breakfast at Wanneroo Showgrounds and advise the Ocean Ridge Recreation Association that it must use its own resources to fund the 10th Anniversary Celebrations.  Alternatively, Council can agree to reallocate $750 from Allocation 31161, and forward these funds to the Ocean Ridge Association as a donation towards the function in April, and advise the Wanneroo committee that it will have to meet any additional expenses over $750 for the Australia Day Breakfast from its own resources.

On 19 October 1992 the Mayor received correspondence from the President of the Metropolitan Cricket Association in connection with the allocation of Juniper Reserve in Duncraig for the 1992/93 summer sports season (Attachment 1 refers).



The background associated with the allocation of this reserve has been investigated and the following comments are provided for Council information.



Around lunch time on Saturday, 10 October 1992 (the opening day of the summer sports season) the City Recreation and Cultural Services Manager received a phone call from Mr Graham Bowman, claiming that there had been a double booking for the seasonal use of Juniper Reserve.  Although Mr Banham agreed to visit the reserve and attempt to sort out the problem, he expressed the opinion that the club in possession of the Council allocation form would normally have precedence in these particular circumstances.  It was established that the Greenwood Cricket Club had been officially allocated the reserve and Mr Bowman's group (Media Cricket Club) were not in possession of an allocation form.



Before proceeding to Juniper Reserve, Mr Banham contacted Mrs Marilyn Daff, the Administration Officer at Sorrento�Duncraig Recreation Centre, and asked her to meet him at the above location to confirm the allocation arrangements.  Mrs Daff agreed to do this and called into the Recreation Centre on her way to Juniper Reserve to collect the applications received from the clubs and the allocations made on behalf of Council.



When Mr Banham arrived at the reserve he was advised by Mrs Daff that she had not received an application from the Media Cricket Club or its governing body (Metropolitan Cricket Association) for the use of Juniper Reserve over the 1992/93 summer season.



As Mr Bowman states in his letter, the immediate problem was amicably resolved when the Greenwood Cricket Club agreed to use Penistone Reserve in Greenwood for the opening match of the season (despite the fact that this reserve had not been allocated to any group because of maintenance issues) and Mr Bowman's group was able to use Juniper Reserve.



�Following the on�site meeting further investigations were undertaken to ensure that Council was not in possession of an application form from the Media Cricket Club or the Metropolitan Cricket Association seeking use of Juniper Reserve for the current season.  No trace of any application has been found at the Sorrento�Duncraig Recreation Centre or the Joondalup Administration Centre.



Moreover, these investigations reveal that no applications were received from either of these bodies for the use of this reserve for the 1991�92 cricket season.  It appears that the Media Cricket Club did use Juniper Reserve last season without Council being aware of it.  Because no other club (or Association) requested this reserve the Media Cricket Club was able to use it (as they have done for a number of years) without any inconvenience to anyone else.  It was only as a result of a shortage of grounds this year that the above problem presented itself.



Although Mr Bowman has been informed that Council received no application from his club or the Metropolitan Cricket Association for the 1991�92 season he makes no mention of this in his letter.  Instead, he raises several issues which seem to question the effectiveness of Council procedures in the allocation of resources and communication practises between departments concerning the condition of sporting reserves.



These points have been addressed in the response forwarded to Mr Bowman on 5 November 1992 (Attachment 2 refers).



It is important for Council to be aware that the Greenwood Cricket Club applied for Melene Reserve in Duncraig because it was concerned about the surface at Penistone Reserve.  Following an on�site meeting, the Parks Department agreed to undertake some maintenance work on the ground which meant that the reserve was not available at the commencement of the season.



The Northern Districts Combined Churches Cricket Club also requested Melene Reserve.  As this group used Melene Reserve in 1991�92 it was decided that they should continue to operate on this ground.  In view of this, Council staff allocated Juniper Reserve to the Greenwood Cricket Club on the basis that no other group had requested it.  The Media Cricket Club's interest in the ground only became evident on 10 October 1992 when Mr Bowman contacted Mr Banham.



As can be seen from Attachment 2, Mr Bowman has been advised that Council must support the decision to allow Greenwood Cricket Club to use Juniper Reserve for the duration of the current summer season.  He has now responded to that letter with a proposition that when Penistone Reserve becomes available, it be allocated to Greenwood Cricket Club in order that the Media Cricket Club can use Juniper Reserve (Attachment 3 refers).



The City Recreation and Cultural Services Manager has undertaken further investigations to see if this suggestion can be adopted.  The following points are submitted for Council information.



�.	The Parks Department has now undertaken the necessary maintenance at Penistone Reserve and the ground is again being used by the Greenwood Cricket Club.



.	This Club fields five teams (A,B,D,E and F grades) in the Wanneroo Cricket Association competition.  Besides Penistone Reserve and Juniper Reserve the Club has also been allocated Warrigal Reserve in Greenwood; however, this is a junior ground and the boundaries are too short for senior cricket, therefore the reserve is only used in emergencies.  Consequently, lower grade matches, in the main, have been transferred to other grounds within the municipality.



.	The Media Cricket Club has one team (5th Grade) in the Metropolitan Cricket Association competition.  In the past few weeks the team has been using spare grounds in the City of Stirling and the City of Wanneroo.



	James Cook Reserve in Hillarys has not been allocated to any club or Association for the current season.



.	An approach has been made to the Greenwood Cricket Club and the Wanneroo Cricket Association to see if they would relinquish Juniper Reserve and transfer all remaining matches to James Cook Reserve in Hillarys.  Both groups have declined to accept this suggestion on the basis that Council allocated Juniper Reserve to the Greenwood Club for the duration of the season and there is no record of an application having been received from the Media Cricket Club or the Metropolitan Cricket Association for the use of Juniper Reserve.  Moreover, the Greenwood Cricket Club feels it would be unfair to relocate the team using Juniper Reserve as its home ground to James Cook Reserve half way through the season.



.	The offer made to the Media Cricket Club that they use James Cook Reserve has also been rejected, presumably for the same reasons given by the Greenwood Cricket Club, although it is known that the major sponsor of the Media Cricket Club is Carine Glades Tavern.  Given these circumstances it is obvious that the Club would want to operate from Juniper Reserve which is in close proximity to that venue.



	In his latest letter Mr Bowman makes the point that his Association's application for Juniper Reserve was forwarded to the Joondalup Administration Centre rather than the Sorrento�Duncraig Recreation Centre.



	Council members are advised that all mail hand delivered to any Recreation Centre is photocopied and forwarded to the Joondalup Administration Centre in order that it is recorded in Council's central filing system.  Likewise, any mail forwarded to the Joondalup Administration Centre which needs to be answered by staff at a local Recreation Centre is treated in the same manner.  A copy of the 

�	incoming letter is forwarded to the relevant Recreation Centre, the response is sent back to this office for endorsement and a copy is held in the central filing system.  One can only assume that the Media Cricket Club or the Metropolitan Cricket Association have forgotten to forward an application for the use of Juniper Reserve over the past couple of years, or these particular applications have gone missing two years in a row.



.	Council needs to be aware that Mr Bowman's assertion that three successive staff members have been involved in the allocation process over the last eighteen months is quite incorrect.  Ms Kim McCutchion occupied this role for the past two years until she resigned to take up a position as the Manager of Recreation Services at the City of Mandurah on 9 October 1992.  Ground allocations for the summer sports season are finalised in August so they can be printed in fixture books.  The allocation process was undertaken by Ms McCutchion several weeks before she left to take up her position at the City of Mandurah.



Mr Bowman has been advised that the question of who uses Juniper Reserve for the remainder of the season will be placed before Council for determination.



It is obvious that Council can only satisfy Mr Bowman by upsetting the Greenwood Cricket Club and the Wanneroo Cricket Association.  Given the circumstances associated with this issue and the fact that Council received an application from the Greenwood Cricket Club and no request was received from the Media Cricket Club or its governing body, it would seem prudent for Council to maintain its present stance on the matter.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	reaffirms its support for the Greenwood Cricket Club's use of Juniper Reserve for the remainder of the 1992/93 summer sports season; and



2	offers the Media Cricket Club the use of James Cook Reserve in Hillarys as an alternative location for 1992/93.
