Tenders closed on Wednesday 28 October 1992 and tenders received are as per the attached schedules.



Tenders providing the lowest changeover, and to Council specification, are recommended.



Tenders as outlined in the additional plant purchase programme for December 1992, include one (1) woodchipper and 8 tonne truck for Parks Department and one (1), 5 tonne, truck with hiab type lifter for Waste Management (Bulk Refuse).



Under separate issue, each of these additional items have now either been cancelled or deferred until further evaluation of requirements has been determined.



Woodchipper and 8 tonne truck



Purchase of a woodchipper and truck for Parks Department is now no longer required following the transfer of both of Council's existing woodchippers and trucks from the Engineering Department (Waste Management) to the Parks Department.  These units were previously utilised for the chipping of tree loppings as part of the bulk refuse collection service.



A review of the bulk refuse service has determined that collection of tree loppings using a skid steer loader and one of Council's rear loading refuse trucks provides a much more efficient method of operation than woodchipping.  The use of woodchippers in the bulk refuse collection service provides a much slower operation and a  smaller quantity of tree loppings is converted to useful mulch.  The proposal for a garden waste processing site at Badgerup Road Tip Site will be more suitable to this method of collection.



�Funding provided in the 1992/93 Budget for a woodchipper and truck may in part be more appropriately spent in providing for the purchase of a skid steer loader for the bulk refuse collection to replace the unit currently on hire.  It is, therefore, the intention at a  later date to report to Council after this method of collection has been fully evaluated.



Hiab Truck



A truck with a lifter similar to that of a Hiab was requested at budget to provide for a suitable method of lifting "white goods" and generally assisting in the bulk refuse collection service.  Funding for this truck was provided from the Refuse Disposal Reserve.



However, changes in operation of the bulk refuse collection service and the lack of effectiveness of a similar operation at the City of Stirling indicates that this type of unit will no longer be required.



The Resources Engineer has, however, advised that the fork lift at the materials recycling facility is proving to be undersize for its operation and a larger fork lift is required to accommodate the heavier loading.  Council is, therefore, requested to give its approval for the reallocation of the funds for the Hiab truck to provide for the upgrade of the fork lift truck to a larger capacity unit.  The estimated cost of this upgrade is $15,000.  The funding of the fork lift from the Refuse Disposal Reserve is still appropriate. 



Additional Rotary Mower



The City Parks Manager has highlighted that only one 650mm rotary mower was allowed at budget for a new mowing crew as indicated in his prime budget priority.  This item was accidentally omitted from his budget submission. Mowing crews necessarily require two of this type of mower and he has asked that a second unit be purchased.



As the purchase of a woodchipper is not being pursued, there is adequate funding in account number 28899 to provide approximately $2,000 for this purpose.

Tender Number 040�92/93 was advertised on 17 and 20 October 1992 for the supply and delivery of a Steel Roller, 12�14 tonne capacity.



The Sakai Steel Roller, plant number 98 611, registration number WN 7961 was offered as a trade.



The tender closed on Wednesday 28 October 1992 and tenders received are as per the attached schedule.



The Transport Manager in conjunction with the Workshop and Engineering Construction Supervisors have evaluated the Betelli TS12 steel wheel roller tendered by Wel�Quip.



Inspections of the roller at the City of Cockburn and discussions with the Shire of Mandurah highlighted a need for a number of minor modifications to the standard roller configuration.  These modifications were undertaken for these two local authorities and Wel�Quip has confirmed its agreement for these modifications to be included as part of its tender.



Apart from the minor modifications listed, the machine was found to be very satisfactory and is recommended accordingly.



Tender No: 028�92/93



Council was advised at its October 1992 meeting that this tender for the supply of a truck mounted cherry picker was subject to further operational review.  Consideration of the tender submissions was deferred for one month to allow further evaluation by the City Parks Manager.



The City Parks Manager has indicated that a self propelled hoist is preferred to a truck mounted cherry picker for tree pruning operations.  The self propelled hoist provides better manoeuvrability between trees and increases productivity.



�Previously self propelled machines required to be towed on trailers as machines are limited to 30/kmh.



However, a new design is imminent, allowing speeds up to 60/kmh and thus enabling machines to be more operationally acceptable.  The first of these new machines is expected to be available for trial purpose by mid December and Council has been promised a 2�3 month trial period prior to making any purchase.



It is therefore more appropriate not to accept any tenders at tender number 028�92/93 and recall tenders for the supply of a self propelled machine subject to acceptance after trial evaluation in March 1993.

The lowest tenderer is Corrodale Pty Ltd for the sum of $23,728.00, for Option A, broadloom carpet and $38,437.00 for Option B carpet tiles.



The two carpet options were called for to determine the price difference where the carpet contractor in Option A broadloom carpet allowed for no furniture, shelving or book shifting, this work being undertaken by the Library staff.  Option B carpet tiles called for the carpet contractor to remove and replace obstacles in the way of work to complete the carpet laying.



The carpet quality for the two options was considered comparable with a specified guaranteed performance of seven years.



The Wanneroo Child Health Centre flooring was not listed for carpet replacement with the Wanneroo Library but as its existing carpet is of the same vintage and condition as that of the Library a quotation from the lowest tenderer was obtained for completing this additional work.  The quotation for the supply and installation of broadloom carpet flooring to the Wanneroo Child Health Centre was $2,448.00.



The programme for installation of  carpet at Girrawheen and Wanneroo Libraries requiring the closure of the Libraries from 7�11 and 14�18 December 1992 respectively was agreed at the October meeting of Council.

The work included in the overall project was structured so that the extent could be varied to meet the budget constraint of $463,000.00.



�The final design also included some work not anticipated when the budget was structured and in particular this occurs in the former Building Department area to be occupied by Town Planning.  To achieve the desirable grouping of the statutory and strategic planning sections, it has been necessary to demolish three offices and rebuild two in a more acceptable location.  The cost of this work approximates $20,000.00.  Another area of expense is the replacement of all fabric covered screens on level 3 with purpose made prefinished boards matching the new partitions and work stations.  This work is desirable but not essential and it is anticipated that a deduction of approximately $20,000.00 could be negotiated with the tenderer.

Council on 28 April 1992 resolved to accept Boskovski Brick and Wall Paving Pty Ltd as the contractor for the 1992/93 Laying of Clay Brick Paving contract.  



The contractor has since been utilised on various works with a resulting lack of performance in completing the works in a satisfactory time period, not commencing works as per requests, leaving works unfinished for an unsatisfactory time period and not responding to general telephone messages.  The contractor was advised verbally on a number of occasions to complete works and to improve the level of service and performance during the month of August 1992.  In early September 1992 another meeting was held with the contractor with respect to the lack of service and performance at which a general acknowledgement was given with respect to satisfying Council Officers' requests.  Subsequent contacts were again made with no improvement.  On 6 October 1992 the contractor was issued with a written instruction to improve performance by 26 October 1992 at which time a decision would be made to either continue or terminate the contract.  On 26 October 1992 the contractor failed to complete works that had been commenced and were left unfinished where upon the next lowest tenderer, Austra Landscapes, was called in to complete the works.



In accordance with the General Conditions of Contract Clause 18 � "Action on Default" the contractor has been issued with a letter of Termination of Contract to take effect from 6 November 1992.



The next lowest tenderer, Austra Landscapes, was Council's brick paving contractor for the previous financial year and performed satisfactorily.  It is recommended that Austra Landscapes be awarded the contract based on its original tender offer (subject to acceptance) of a $7.50/m2 laying rate and $22.00/hour day labour rate for the remainder of the financial year to 30 June 1993.

Traffic Signals � Mirrabooka Avenue/Marangaroo Drive, Girrawheen



The Main Roads Department has confirmed that $22,000 is available from the 1992/93 Federal Black Spot Programme to accommodate all aspects of road works associated with the installation of traffic signals at this intersection.



Council is responsible to construct a median turning facility in Mirrabooka Avenue, south of Marangaroo Drive and right turning lanes in Mirrabooka Avenue for north and southbound vehicles.  Both facilities will be completed by mid November 1992 (Attachment 1 refers).



Speed Zone � Pinjar Road , Mariginiup



In response to a ratepayer suggestion that the 70 Km/hr speed zone in Pinjar Road be extended northwards from Tapping Street, the Main Roads Department has confirmed that this zone will now extend 600 metres past Tapping Street.



Furthermore, a 90 Km/hr zone will be provided from the end of the above zone to a point 160 metres north of Neaves Road.



The new zones will become effective during November.



Intersection of Wanneroo Road and Parin Road, Marangaroo



The Main Roads Department has confirmed that $28,700 is available from the 1992/93 Federal Black Spot Programme to accommodate modifications to this intersection.



The project involves the widening of both sides of Parin Road to provide for a traffic island and left turning lane in this street.  Modifications will also be made to the Wanneroo Road median island.  The works are programmed to commence on completion of the Mirrabooka Avenue/Marangaroo Drive project.

Council was advised at its February meeting (Item G10208) of the multi criteria analysis adopted this year to provide an effective method of project evaluation and enable road improvement projects on Urban Arterial Roads to be prioritised.  This analysis method was recommended by the Working Party formed to review Urban Arterial Road Funding.



The Working Party also recommended that Urban Arterial Road Funds should be divided between two broad categories of road works, namely road improvement and road preservation, and the funding of these categories be based on the Road Improvement Model (multi criteria analysis) and Asset Preservation Model respectively.



Council was subsequently advised in May (Item No G10556) that its submission of Ocean Reef Road and Joondalup Drive as road improvement projects for 1992/93 Urban Arterial Road Program funds may not be successful under the new multi criteria analysis approach.  This was subsequently confirmed and Council resolved at its June meeting (Item G10650) to seek a deputation with the Minister for Transport to discuss the multi criteria analysis approach to Urban Arterial Road Funding and funding for the dualling of Joondalup Drive.  The Minister for Transport has offered Government funding assistance for Joondalup Drive based on a 50% contribution by Council.  This proposal is currently being evaluated with Landcorp and Main Roads Department.



With regard to the road preservation component of the 1992/93 Urban Arterial Road Programme, the Hon Minister for Transport has approved an allocation of $173,341 for preservation works on urban arterial roads.  The only condition applicable to this funding allocation is that Council provide Main Roads Department with a statement certifying that the funds have been expended on urban arterial roads.  This allocation was not included in the 1992/93 Budget and adjustments will need to be made to the Budget income accordingly.  This item will be considered further as part of the funding proposal for Joondalup Drive.



It is further advised that as part of the ongoing review for Urban Arterial Road Funds a new Steering Committee and Working Party have been formed to review the method of distribution for the 1993/94 Urban Pool.  Cr Carstairs is the North West District representative on the Steering Committee and I am the North West District representative on the Working Party.



�The terms of reference for the Working Party are outlined below:



	The objective of this review is to evaluate the methods and administration of Urban Arterial Road Funds and to suggest improvements where necessary.  The review should be as broad as necessary but should include the following as a minimum:



	1	The means of allocating funds to preservation and improvement



	2	An assessment of the effects of the Road Classification Study



	3	The means by which the principle of effort neutrality can be applied to preservation and improvement projects



	4	The method of approval for projects which need to be funded over more than one year



	5	Detailed consideration, where necessary, of the models used for asset enhancement and asset preservation on a needs basis



	6	The administration of the approval process on an annual basis



	7	Administrative procedures for dealing with variation to the scope and cost of projects between approval and completion of construction



The first meeting of the Working Party was held on 16 October 1992 with the next meeting programmed for 13 November 1992.  The general consensus of the first meeting was that while the multi criteria analysis method provided a good basis to prioritise improvement projects, there is a need to review the weighting factors to ensure that projects with high traffic volumes and low accident statistics receive more favourable consideration.

As part of the release of the North West Corridor Plan, Council has agreed with the Department of Planning and Urban Development to jointly fund the road design programme for the east of Wanneroo area.



The design of these proposed road alignments primarily relates to upgrading or utilising existing sections of:



	Pinjar Road

Lenore/Franklin Road/Rousset Road

	Dundebar Road

	Elliott Road

5.	Skeit Road



all of which are shown on Attachment 1.



The previous, conceptual requirements for the traffic lanes associated with Scheme C (Modified Land Use) are shown on Attachment 2.



It was considered that, as the road alignment and reserve widths would impact on adjacent, existing properties, traffic modelling, based on structure planning, was necessary.



To assist in determining these traffic capacities and access provision, the Strategic Road Planning section of the Main Roads Department has undertaken traffic modelling of the regional road network.  Access to the Department's modelling, which has been based on a likely scenario of land use and a tentative local distributor road network, has recently been made available for assessment.  This information is currently being collated, together with the assessing of draft road reserve widths.



While this information is not finalised, the community's expectation for the road requirements to be determined, as soon as possible, necessitates progression of the matter.  Council's Town Planning Department is also having to prepare an agreement to allow development to proceed prior to Scheme 21 coming into effect.  The development agreement will provide the basis for developer contributions and this requires urgent costing of the civil works to be undertaken.



�Therefore, it is proposed that a presentation of the available information and draft road alignments will be submitted at the Technical Services Committee meeting.



In addition, it is then intended that this matter be presented to the East Wanneroo Committee meeting for preliminary comments.



The main issues that will be addressed are:



1	draft road alignments (the EPARAG has submitted suggested modifications to the East Wanneroo Road network as shown on Attachment 3);



2	draft road reserve widths;



3	preliminary servicing authority requirements (WAWA);



4	consideration of access provision to special rural areas;



5	the issue of the regional roads within the scheme being incorporated in the planning process.

A recommendation of the South West Duncraig traffic study group was the closure of the existing median opening in Warwick Road at Dava Street with provision for other U�turns in Warwick Road near Lilburne Road and Glengarry Drive.  This traffic study group recommendation was qualified in that the Main Roads Department's concurrence to the proposal be obtained.



Accordingly, the Department's comments on the proposal for the closure of the median opening have been sought.  It has advised as follows:



"1	The location of the median opening at Dava Street relative to district distributors such as Davallia Road and Chessell Drive is in line with planning objectives to provide a balance between local area traffic accessibility and arterial road safety.  Its closure would reduce access for the local area south of Warwick Road and increase traffic conflict at other points and in particular on Warwick Road.



 2	The Dava Street median opening has had only four recorded accidents in the past five years compared to twelve at Lilburne Road with the Glengarry Road/Warwick Road intersection being considered for Black Spot Funding due to the high number of accidents.  The Dava Street median opening has relatively good geometry which is considered to be a main contributing factor to the low accident level.



In view of the above, the closure of the Warwick Road median opening at Dava Street is considered unnecessary."



It is also to be noted that, as part of the official canvassing of the Street/Community response to the Study Group proposals, this median treatment was not included as an option in the questionnaire distributed to all residents in the study area.  However, subsequently, a submission was received by an independent Residents' Action Group opposing this traffic treatment.



�This residents' group has indicated that a survey of 206 homes, which fell in the criterion of users of Dava Street as "the closest direct route to East/West Warwick Road", showed that, of the 82% of households which responded, 73% favoured no change.



In view of the Main Roads Department response and local residents' submission, the proposed closure of the Warwick Road median at Dava Street is not supported.



RECOMMENDATION

1	does not approve the closure of the median strip in Warwick Road at Dava Street with provision of U�turns west of Dava Street and West of Glengarry Drive;



2	advises the traffic study group members accordingly.

A petition has been received from residents of Congressional Crescent, Connolly, expressing concern for the safety of children crossing at Fairway Circle.



A survey of pedestrian and vehicular traffic flows confirmed that some 40�50 children regularly cross Fairway Circle near Congressional Crescent.  During peak school traffic flows 270 vehicles pass through this intersection.  The installation of a  pedestrian refuge island in Fairway Circle, as shown on Attachment 1, would provide a designated crossing point.  Also the construction of a further pedestrian refuge island in Fairway Circle, located north of Kooralbyn Way, would allow for a continuity of treatment from Portmarnock Circle (north) to Shenton Avenue.  This project is estimated to cost $3,500 and can be accommodated within Account No 33066 � Junction Treatments and Pedestrian Facilities.

A petition has been received from a group of Mullaloo Drive residents complaining about the speed of motorists travelling along this road.  (Item G91005 refers).  The petitioners primarily reside in the section of Mullaloo Drive, east of Dampier Avenue.



Over the years, a number of petitions have been received concerning traffic on this section of road.  In response, Council has constructed in Mullaloo Drive, roundabouts at the intersections of Koorana Road and Dampier Avenue, together with linking  traffic islands (Items E10210, F10612, F90511 refer).  The results of a recent survey, together with previous surveys, are shown on Attachment 1.  These surveys indicate that the installed treatments have had an impact on reducing traffic volumes along Mullaloo Drive.  However, at the midblock locations spot surveys indicate that the speed at or below which 85% of motorists are travelling is 73 kph.



As a traffic calming strategy, the installation of a roundabout at the intersection of Mullaloo Drive with Centaur Street could impact positively on these vehicle speeds.  However, at this stage, as traffic volumes in Centaur Street are comparatively low, a roundabout treatment would not have a major impact on changing the through priority of motorists along Mullaloo Drive.    It should also be noted that at this junction the roundabout treatment would have to accommodate right turning buses.  As a consequence, an extensive treatment would be required with the cost for this project likely to be in the order of $60,000.  The installation of other traffic devices, such as speed humps or slow points, is not considered appropriate for the function of this road.



Council has also received a number of other requests for the treatment of Local Distributor roads, including roads that have no traffic treatments.  Therefore, any further treatment of Mullaloo Drive must be considered in relation to the overall Traffic Programme.  Currently an additional roundabout treatment in Mullaloo Drive would have a low priority in the Forward Traffic Management Programme (Item G10810 refers).  A more practical solution would be to seek Police surveillance on this road for an appropriate period of time.



�RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1.	seeks Police surveillance on Mullaloo Drive, Mullaloo in order to restrict excessive vehicle speeds;



2.	lists for consideration in the Traffic Management Forward Plan a roundabout treatment at the junction of Mullaloo Drive and Centaur Street;



3.	advises the petitioners accordingly.

SUBJECT:	LOCAL URBAN STREET SPEED LIMITS



		



The Local Government Engineers Association of WA has written to Council seeking support for an amendment to the Road Traffic Code to reduce the general urban speed limit from 60 Km/hr to 50 Km/hr, whilst retaining existing speed limits on major traffic routes.



A copy of the Local Government Engineers Association of WA's position paper on this matter has been included as Attachment  1 to this report.



Council has supported, in principle, the reduction of the legal speed limit on local or "access roads" to 40 Km/hr including the Wembley Trials conducted by the City of Perth (Item E10811 refers).  



There has been considerable community support for a lower speed limit in residential streets.  The legislation to introduce 40 Km/hr speed zones is currently under consideration by the State Government.



However, it appears that the suggested criteria for implementation of a lower speed limit in residential streets will require that the majority of the motorists' (85%) operating speeds generally does not exceed 10 Km/hr higher than the speed limit sought.



In short lengths of local roads, such as culs�de�sac or loop roads, the motorists' speeds are generally self regulated and therefore traffic management measures are unlikely to be required.  The implementation of a 40 Km/hr limit on these roads is a feasible and practical option.



While a lower speed limit has considerable safety benefits on the longer local roads or Local Distributor roads such as Kingsley Drive or Dorchester Avenue a series of closely spaced traffic calming devices will be required to satisfy the implementation of a 40 Km/hr speed limit.  The treatment of these roads will be a costly scheme and also, a 40 Km/hr speed limit may not be appropriate for the function of the road.



In this City traffic treatments have been installed along High and Clontarf Streets, Sorrento (Items D11213 and E10331 refer) to control vehicle speeds.  The installed treatment has been achieved at an overall cost of $167,000.  The High/Clontarf 

�Streets project has demonstrated some of the difficulties and costs involved in physically restricting vehicle speeds to 60 Km/hr or lower.  



A lower overall speed limit of 50 Km/hr has merit for safety considerations and also particularly for Local Distributor roads.  In this regard a differential lower speed zone can be achieved in residential streets consistent with the road hierarchy.



SUMMARY



There is an expectation in the community that the adoption of the 40 Km/hr speed limit legislation will remove the speeding motorist from local roads.  In reality, extensive traffic treatments to physically restrict vehicle speeds will need to be introduced particularly on some local roads.  This will require a considerable redirection of available funds into the area of traffic management.  Also a 40 Km/hr speed limit on Local Distributor roads may not be appropriate in accordance with the overall function of the road system.  The community's expectation of a lower speed on these roads may become a contentious issue.



Accordingly, the proposal to seek a general urban speed limit reduction, from 60 Km/hr to 50 Km/hr, has considerable safety benefits and will be consistent with proposals for uniformity of speeds throughout Australia.  Also concurrent with this proposal the implementation of a speed limit lower than 50 Km/hr on appropriate local roads in accordance with the planned road hierarchy should be pursued.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



supports the reduction of the current urban speed limit for built up areas from 60 Km/hr to 50 Km/hr:



	(a)	with authority to install speed limits lower than 50 Km/hr in local streets as appropriate and in accordance with statutory approval requirements;



	(b)	whilst retaining the existing speed limit of 60 Km/hr or greater on major traffic routes;



advises the Minister of Transport and the Minister for Police accordingly;



advises the Local Government Engineers Association of Western Australia of Council's position on this matter.

SUBJECT:	PARKING STRATEGY � PEREGRINE DRIVE, KINGSLEY



		



A request has been received regarding the feasibility of increasing the number of parking bays for the Kingsley Community Family Centre, Peregrine Drive, Kingsley.  Currently 13 car bays have been provided for the centre.  However it has been indicated that the demand for parking is greater.  Street parking is at a premium with the adjacent Dalmain Primary School traffic generation exacerbating the situation.  Users are required to park away from the Family Centre and are thus inconvenienced.  As the Family Centre is located on Education Department land, the Ministry of Education has been requested to examine the possibility of creating further on site parking bays.



A review of the parking situation in Peregrine Drive indicates that additional parking can be provided near the Family Centre.



This parking strategy for Peregrine Drive involves the installation of island nibs to delineate parking embayments.  This scheme, as shown at Attachment 1, will create an extra 20 bays.  The estimated cost for this project is $8,000.  As these improvements will benefit the Community Family Centre and also Primary School, the Ministry of Education has been requested to jointly fund these works.



With this scheme it will be necessary for Council to amend or revoke sections of the existing parking prohibitions along a section of Peregrine Drive.  These were originally established to remove a potential, rather than actual, traffic concern (Item E10414 refers).  A further report on this matter will be presented to Council for consideration when confirmation of the funding contribution has been received from the Ministry of Education.  The Principal of the Dalmain Primary School has indicated support for this parking strategy.



�RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



approves the installation of island nibs in Peregrine Drive, Kingsley, as shown at Attachment 1 to Report No      for an estimated cost of $8,000 subject to a 50:50 contribution from the Ministry of Education, 



2	advises the Dalmain Primary School Principal and Parents and Citizens Association accordingly.

SUBJECT:	THIRD AUSTRALIAN PARKING CONVENTION



		



The theme for the Third Australian Parking Convention held in Melbourne between 27 September and 30 September 1992 was "Parking, Investment and Management".  The conference covered a whole range of topics from the planning, development and management of car parking, both on and off street, and recognised the investment from a cost and benefit point of view.  An afternoon was specifically set aside for local authority concerns such as on street enforcement and the administration, technology and systems needed to provide support for that enforcement.



The Convention attracted approximately 120 local and overseas delegates, representatives of Municipal and Government Offices, private parking operators, equipment suppliers, traffic engineers and parking consultants.



A wide range of papers were presented, together with a trade exhibition which included the latest available technology and equipment.



A full set of the convention papers is available in the Engineering Department's library.



A summary of the more pertinent papers presented at the Convention is outlined as follows.



KEYNOTE ADDRESS



The keynote address was presented by William Voigt, Executive Director, Birmingham Parking Authority, Alabama, USA.



This address provided details of the investment in car parking facilities by the Birmingham Parking Authority, financing methods, return on investment and impact on city developments.



The Birmingham Parking Authority was formed in 1972 to develop and manage parking facilities in the City of Birmingham.  This management role  excluded the 4,500 on�street metered parking spaces controlled by the City's Traffic Engineering Department.



All of the new revenue from the Authority's operations goes into the City's General Fund.  Payment is then made from the fund to refund a portion of the outstanding debt that was used to construct or refinance parking facilities.  Revenue from the 

�City of Perth parking stations and on�street meters is paid directly into a Parking Reserve.  The accumulated funds can only be expended on parking facilities.  This issue will need to be carefully considered by Council when parking stations are developed in the City Centre.



Mr Voigt highlighted that the City of Birmingham's investment in various parking facilities has supported and encouraged the construction of numerous office buildings and the renovation of several others.  These developments have brought and retained thousands of workers within the downtown area.



The provision of these parking facilities does however promote the use of the motor vehicle to the detriment of the environment and the development of a public transport system.  While there is a need to provide a number of parking facilities for cities, there is an equal, if not greater, need to develop a cost efficient and effective public transport system.



PARKING DEMAND



"Determining Parking Provision for Small Suburban Offices" � Peter Hunkin 



A study was undertaken by the author to validate the statutory parking rate for offices as detailed in the Melbourne Metropolitan Regional Scheme.  The Study showed that many Councils accept and apply the parking supply requirements of the Planning Scheme without question.



An office survey found that significant differences between the parking demand characteristics of sites in inner suburban locations and those in outer suburban locations.  The results also indicated that further research is required in the field to assist the planning authorities in their assessment of the parking requirements for new office developments.



Two other papers critically reviewed actual parking demand and trip generation rates of shopping centres and compared these with the statutory requirements of the Melbourne Metropolitan Regional Scheme.



It was generally concluded that parking rates for shopping centres and extensions to shopping centres need to be carefully evaluated before applying the statutory rates.



These papers are of particular interest to the Planning Department and copies have been made available to the City Planner.



MANAGEMENT OF OFF STREET CAR PARKS



Papers presented during this session included topics on the management of multi�storey CBD car parks, hospital car parks, and the Perth International Airport car park.  While these papers were not directly relevant to current City of Wanneroo operations, they did highlight the factors that need to be considered for a successfully managed car park.  



�CONTROL OR ENCOURAGE



"The Possible Impact of Trip Reduction Ordinances in Central Business District Parking" � N R Symons.



A Trip Reduction Ordinance (TRO) is mandatory control on the development and use of land in urban areas, which is intended to constrain the amount of drive�alone car trips to and from work.  TRO's have been applied in recent years in USA and the initial effects of their application in Los Angeles were discussed in this paper.



The traffic/transport strategies which have been typically employed to achieve the trip reductions required by the ordinance include



.	car pools and van pool

.	preferential access and parking for high occupancy vehicles

.	subsidised public transport fares

.	subscription shuttle bus services to and from nearby railway stations

.	additional facilities for pedestrians and cyclists

.	staggered work schedules

.	free emergency ride home services



The TRO's have had varying success in USA and while there is no immediate prospect of TRO's being introduced in Australia there is increasing pressures for such measures to be introduced to address traffic congestion, energy consumption and environmental issues.



FINANCIAL



"Car Park Operations � An Operator's Perspective" � Robert Betteky



The speaker presented a particularly interesting paper which outlined the various factors required to provide a successful car park operations which maximises the economic return from the property.  These factors which contribute to a total service concept are security, convenience or user friendliness, appearance and design, pride and prestige, service packaging, public relations, staff, customer interaction and marketing.  While this presentation was based on a car park, the concepts outlined are applicable to Council facilities such as leisure and recreation centres.



ENFORCEMENT



"Introducing Major Change To a Large Traffic Enforcement Service" � Vicki Davidson



This paper outlined the pressure for change in the Traffic and By�Laws Enforcement Branch of the City of Melbourne, identified the areas that needed to change and how the issues were tackled.



�It was refreshing to see how the culture and established work practices of a large branch could be turned around in six months by a co�operative team approach comprising senior management, staff and unions.



"Enforcement, Administration, Technology Systems and Support" � Robert J Green



The processing of parking infringement notices by the Melbourne City Council Traffic Management Division, employing technology in processing the notices through the various steps required by legislation to reach a determination, was outlined in detail in this paper.  This paper is particularly relevant to Council's Security Department and a copy has been referred to the Security Administrator.



New technology being trialed by the Melbourne City Council includes hand held computer devices capable of issuing parking and other types of infringement notices.  A number of advantages of these devices include automation of data entry of infringement details to the mainframe data base, elimination of the need to store duplicate and triplicate copies of infringement notices and less errors when issuing infringement notices.  The City of Fremantle is proposing a trial of hand held computer devices.



SIGNAGE



"New On Street Parking Signs � Current Application and Future Directions" � Alan Landers



The New Australian Standard AS1742.11 � Parking Controls was released in 1989 and provides for the uniform signing of parking spaces and regulated areas.



This proposed international symbolic signing appears generally to be well supported but the implementation has been slow due to the need for minor signing variations for specific situations to be addressed and changes made to Parking By�Laws.  In Victoria, the signs will be phased in over seven years.



This paper outlined the City of Melbourne's experiences with the introduction of the new symbolic on�street parking sign system and opportunities to improve the system.  Particular areas of interest included parking sign history review, training and education, manufacture, installation difficulties and modification.



It is now an appropriate time for Council to consider the introduction of the new symbolic on�street parking sign system.  Recent building construction in the Joondalup City Centre has resulted in indiscriminate parking on cycle lanes and frontage roads and there is a need to introduce parking prohibitions to provide for safe and orderly parking in the dedicated road network.  Any parking prohibitions in the City Centre should be based on the new parking sign standard.  There is, however, a requirement to amend the Parking By�Laws and a report will be presented on this matter and other issues such as training, education and publicity.  A copy of the VIC ROADS pamphlet new Parking Signs is shown at Attachment 1.



�The City of Melbourne has also investigated the use of plastic signs as they have a number of advantages such as low cost, lightness which provides for quick and safe installation, flexibility and ease of treatment for UV resistance.  Further information will be sought from the City of Melbourne on the specification for these sign plates.



DESIGN � USER AND ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS



This session covered a variety of topics but generally emphasised the need to plan and construct user friendly car parks, designed for people.  The car park is often the place a customer first experiences at a centre.  The ease of use and presentation of the car park is as important as the layout of the public spaces, the design of the shop fronts etc within the centre.



The design of off�street car parks is too often a lost compromise between meeting pro�forma engineering standards and satisfying aesthetic concerns.  The design of car parks in the City of Wanneroo has improved considerably in recent years with the landscaped border strips now extending into the main car park area, generally through the provision of specific tree islands.  Pedestrians are also receiving greater attention with the provision of raised brick paved road crossing facilities.  The development of appropriate standards and guidelines to meet the changing requirements for off�street parking facilities is high on the agenda in the Engineering, Town Planning and Parks Departments.



EQUIPMENT



This session in conjunction with the trade exhibition outlined the latest technology in electronic parking meters, hand held computers for infringement notices, automated parking systems, parking gates/barriers and personal parking meter coupons.



There is a trend towards providing street parking meters to accommodate multiple parking bays.  This is based on reducing the number of meters on a street and thus improving the aesthetics of the street.



A further initiative to reduce the number of street parking meters is the Personal Parking Meter System Using Coupons introduced in the City of Newcastle.  The system is based on parking coupons being displayed on the dashboard in areas set aside for time restrictive parking.  The coupons are pre purchased by drivers from outlets such as service stations, newsagents, post offices, etc.  The system has a number of advantages, such as:



.	obviates the need for change

.	user pay system

.	no capital investment

.	no maintenance of machines

.	no vandalism repairs

.	no coin collection



The trials in Newcastle and other cities in Australia will be reviewed with interest.



�SUMMARY



The parking convention covered a broad range of topics and the papers provide varied information for consideration in developing parking strategies for facilities within the City of Wanneroo.



With the growth of the City of Wanneroo and development of the Joondalup City Centre, some of the issues raised at the convention will require to be addressed.  The Joondalup City Centre Parking Strategy � Financial Analysis and Organisational Options addresses a number of these issues, and in particular the management options for parking in the City Centre.



The convention topics and papers will also enable a review to be undertaken of the Engineering and Planning standards to incorporate appropriate points.



The convention provided the opportunity to discuss parking and traffic issues with interstate and overseas representatives.  This interaction, along with the technical papers and trades exhibition, provides invaluable background on the parking issues that will need to be addressed as the City develops.



I would like to thank Council for giving me the opportunity to attend the 3rd Australian Parking Convention in Melbourne.

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SUBJECT:	SIGNS ON LOCAL GOVERNMENT ROADS



		



The Western Australian Municipal Association has requested Metropolitan and Country Councils' consideration of a proposal to review the current roles and responsibilities for regulatory (Stop, Give Way signs, Speed limits) and non�regulatory signage (Directional Signs, Warning Signs).  This review has been initiated through the Better Government Agreement between State and Local Government.  Under this Road Network Area review options have been identified regarding delegation and costs involved in the erection and maintenance of all regulatory and non�regulatory traffic control devices and road markings.



The current situation is that under the Road Traffic Act the Commissioner of Main Roads is the statutory authority for approving the erection and operation of traffic control signals and traffic signs, including road markings, on all public roads.



The Commissioner is empowered to delegate authority in respect of any class or classes of signal or signs, to municipal councils.



With regard to Traffic Control Signals it is considered that there are cost and efficiency advantages in retaining single agency control of the expertise and skills required to install and maintain the sophisticated technology of traffic signals.  Therefore, it is proposed that the Main Roads Department remain the Traffic Signal Authority.



TRAFFIC SIGNS



Currently, in the metropolitan area parking prohibition signs, street name signs and community/business direction signs have been delegated to Local Authorities.  The Local Authority bears the cost of erection and maintenance of these signs.  The Main Roads Department is responsible for the cost of erection and maintenance of all other regulatory and non�regulatory signs.



In the rural areas, delegated authority has been given for all non�regulatory signs on local government roads and parking restriction signs.



The cost of non�regulatory signing in the rural areas is met by local government while in the metropolitan area, Main Roads Department meets the cost.



�The review has identified three options as detailed on attachment 1 for reform of current arrangements.



In summary the options are:



Option 1



The Main Roads Department would rescind delegation to Rural Local Authorities to erect and maintain non�regulatory and some regulatory signing on local government roads.  Local Authorities would continue to be responsible for parking, directional and street name signs.



This option does not directly affect the City of Wanneroo, however, it has financial benefits for rural local authorities.  The change of arrangements outlined in this option would ensure a uniform level of delegation to local government, and would ensure statewide consistency of signing.



Option 2



The Main Roads Department would:



1	remain the approving authority for regulatory signing except for Parking and Bicycle/pedestrian facilities.



2	delegate approval for non�regulatory signing to local Authorities.



However the local authority would be responsible for the supply, erection and maintenance of all signing and after a phase in period, would meet all the costs of this work.



This option has considerable financial, administrative and resources commitments to Council and is not supported.



Option 3



The present arrangements would continue with the Rural Local Authorities having delegation for various signing.



COMMENT



It has been requested that in considering the options the following important criteria needs to be taken into account so that the preferred option



.	should ensure consistency and uniformity in signage of WA's total public road network,



.	should remove anomalies between rural and metropolitan local governments in the responsibilities currently undertaken,



.	should be consistent with the aims and objectives of the Better Government Agreement in clarifying and simplifying arrangements between the two spheres of government.



�With the review of any new arrangements it is also proposed that they are 'cost neutral' for at least the first year following their introduction and this will be achieved by assessing the Main Roads and local government contributions prior to the change, and ensuring that the Main Roads funding remains at the same level for the first year.  In subsequent years, the Main Roads contribution is tapered up or down until the agreed revised levels of funding provided by the two spheres of government are achieved.



The main impact of the review on metropolitan Local Authorities would be Option 2 where the Local Authority would have the care, control and management of the signs.  Therefore Local Authorities are likely to incur additional costs for the supply, erection and maintenance of all signs should Option 2 be supported.  The Main Roads Department approval would still be required for regulatory signing prior to being installed.



It is therefore considered for a Metropolitan Council that the present arrangements (Options 1 or 3) will continue to meet the objectives of cost effectiveness, consistency and uniformity of signs on the total public road network.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council advises the Western Australian Municipal Association that it does not support Option 2 as outlined in the discussion paper on responsibilities for regulatory and non�regulatory signage on Local Government roads.

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SUBJECT:	NIGHT TRUCKING OPERATIONS FROM WESCO SWAN CEMENT LIMESTONE PIT, NOWERGUP



		



Boral Transport Services undertakes the cartage of limestone for Swan Portland Cement from the Wesco Road Limestone Quarry.  Boral Transport Services has written to Council proposing that it undertakes an out of normal hours carting operation for the three summer months of December, January and February.



The normal cartage route is via Gibbs Road.  This route could be a problem for a night operation and the proposal is for the trucks to go east on Wesco Road to Pinjar Road, and then south to Wanneroo Road.  An alternative would be to use Clarkson Avenue to enter Wanneroo Road outside the residential area.



The proposal would involve up to 36 truck trips during the period between 6.30pm and 2.00am when the last truck would leave the quarry.  This would reduce the normal daytime cartage of limestone during this period.



The company has recognised that this will involve additional travel and wear on Council's roads and has offered a $1500 contribution towards the road maintenance fund for the area.



Swan Portland Cement operates the site as a mine on a Crown lease and the site is currently not directly under a Development Approval or Extractive Industry Licence.  Under the provisions of Section 235 of the Local Government Act, the quarrying and excavating of materials on Crown Land does not require an Extractive Industry Licence.  This limits Council's control of the operation and it is not clear if Council could stop the proposed operation.



RECOMMENDATION



That, subject to the proposed route being changed to Wesco Road, Pinjar Road, Clarkson Avenue and Wanneroo Road, Council approves the proposal for night trucking operation by Boral Transport Services for the period 1 December 1992 to 28 February 1993 with the following conditions:



(a)	operating hours:  start time 6.30pm � last truck 2.00am;



(b)	all vehicles to strictly obey road rules and road conditions;



�(c)	all loads to be covered to prevent dust nuisance;



(d)	vehicles to be monitored to ensure they comply with the allowed noise limits in accordance with the appropriate regulations;



(e)	contribution of $1500 towards maintaining the roads.

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SUBJECT:	SAND QUARRY, LOTS 6 & 7, ROAD 6797, SYDNEY ROAD, GNANGARA



		



In April 1992 (Item G10424 refers) Council was advised of the progress of Readymix Group's submission for a sand quarry on Lots 6 and 7, Road 6797, Sydney Road, Gnangara.  Readymix requested that the item be deferred to allow incorporation of changes due to the North West Corridor Structure Plan.  The submission was again considered in August 1992 (Item G10818 refers) and deferred to allow full evaluation of the new submission and, in particular, noise impact on the Lakelands Subdivision and the establishment of a Road Maintenance Contribution Agreement.  Attachment 1 shows the location of the proposed quarry.



The Landsdale/Wangara area has been the main sand supply area for Wanneroo.  The Amatek/Rocla quarry on Gnangara Road is the only existing sandpit with a long life.  The area immediately north of the Amatek/Rocla quarry was expected to be quarried in the future, but the area has now been sterilised by the Lakelands Special Rural Subdivision.  The subdivision also abuts Lots 6 and 7 on their east and north boundaries, raising concerns about future noise complaints.  However, it would be desirable to have an additional sand reserve available for the community.



The City Environmental Health Manager has reviewed the noise impact of the proposal.  New lots in Starlight Grove, Lakelands are adjacent to the proposed quarry.  Current regulations define the area as "A2" with a daytime acceptable noise level of 45db(A).  The operation of a front end loader is predicted to produce a noise level of between 45db(A) and 50db(A), depending upon wind direction with the probability of a +5db(A) penalty for modulations.  The noise levels would reduce as the quarry developed due to the shielding effect of the quarry face.  In light of the above, the Environmental Health Manager has recommended that the application be refused.



The situation, at the moment, is that the properties that may be affected are not occupied and, therefore, the noise restrictions do not apply.  The sound levels are quite low and future residents may or may not be annoyed by them and complain.  At the time of any such complaint, the Environmental Protection Act 1986 would apply and the quarry operator would be required to stop work or find a way to operate more quietly, if the noise level was in fact being exceeded.

�

The quarry is located on the Nyoongah Community's land and it will be paid royalties on the sand extraction.  Several of its houses are close to the quarry, but it is considered that the community can make its own arrangements with Readymix, if it is unhappy with the noise from the quarry.



The road reserve for Road 6797 extends westward between Lots 6 and 7 to the edge of the Lakelands subdivision.  The section further west has already been closed as part of the subdivision.  This makes the section between Lots 6 and 7 redundant.  It should be closed to facilitate the quarry operation and the future use of the land.



The applicant has agreed to a road maintenance contribution and this needs to be finalised with the signing of an agreement in respect to the use of Sydney Road and Gnangara Road.  The applicant will be responsible for maintaining the trafficability of the unmade Road 6797, between Sydney Road and Lot 6.



The application has been reviewed by Council's Extractive Industry Subcommittee.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



approves the application by The Readymix Group, to commence development of a sand quarry on Lots 6 and 7, Road 6797, Sydney Road, Gnangara, in accordance with the provisions of its Town Planning Scheme 1, for a three year period subject to:



	maintaining Road 6797, between Sydney Road and Lot 6, and its intersection onto Sydney Road, Gnangara, to the satisfaction of the City Engineer;



	(b)	maintaining a water allocation or secure water supply for dust control;

A sum of $45,000.00 (allocation number 28377) has been budgeted for the upgrading of the existing synthetic rubber finish to the concrete concourse around the existing swimming pool.  The recoat will also marry up to and make good the floor where existing building interfaces with the new Craigie Recreation Centre additions which are at a stage where final floor finish will soon be supplied and laid by specialist sub�contractors.



As this work is tentatively scheduled for Monday 21 December (day of Council December meeting) to Friday 25 December 1992 with tenders being advertised on Saturday 21 November 1992 for tender close on Friday 4 December 1992.



It is essential the work is carried out during the close down period prior to Christmas.  Lead times of obtaining of material for the work and mobilisation will require an early decision to allow the work to proceed as required.  Accordingly, approval is sought for the Mayor, Town Clerk and City Building Surveyor to accept the tender and Council authorisation to sign the contract documents.

Council, at its October 1992 meeting, deferred consideration for one month the consideration of the location of a proposed community hall at Lot 614 Mirrabooka Avenue, corner of Griffon Way, Alexander Heights.  The report to the October meeting is attached for reference, see Attachment A.  Additional information is included in this report for Councils consideration.



REQUEST FOR FAMILY CENTRE SITE



On 4 November 1992, the Department for Community Services advised that Alexander Heights is regarded as a high need area for the establishment of a Family Centre.



Family Centres have been established in the City of Wanneroo at Woodvale and Marangaroo.  The buildings have a multi�purpose community focus offering a special programme for four year old children and a venue for a wide range of activities for children, adults and seniors.  The State Government funds the construction of the facility and provides an operational grant to a community�based management committee.  See Attachment B for further details.



The Department for Community Services is seeking a site of 2000�2500m2 within Alexander Heights for the Family Centre which will include the building, external play area and car parking.



The issue of the need for a Child Health Clinic has also been considered in consultation with Council Officers and the  appropriate Government Department.  The Department advised (verbally) that the existing Child Health Centres in Koondoola and Girrawheen are adequate to service Marangaroo and Alexander Heights.  Accordingly, there is no need at this stage to provide an additional Child Care Centre.



With respect to timing, the Department for Community Services advise they have funding to proceed immediately with working drawings.



�Council has a limited number of sites available.  There are Lot 614 Griffon Way (10,000m2), and Lot 369 (2,000m2), a community purposes site on the corner of Errina Road and Azelia Street, Alexander Heights.  It is part of Highview Park.  The latter is the preferred site for the Family Centre as it is central to Alexander Heights.



As Council is aware, the former site is recommended for the establishment of a community hall and future community facilities (see Attachment C).  The latter site is adjacent to the proposed Highview Park (see Attachment D).  Highview Park which is yet to be developed.  It is recommended by the Alexander Heights/Ballajura Ratepayers Association and Girrawheen/Koondoola Recreation Association as their preferred site for a community clubrooms facility.  The establishment of a Family Centre on the corner of the park would not be detrimental to the park development, and is less likely to be a nuisance after hours when compared to clubrooms.  



METROPOLITAN DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM



Report G21119 to the Town Planning Committee advises details related to the Metropolitan Development Program of interest and future input on the proposed Alexander Heights/Marangaroo Community Hall is the anticipated sub�division of 742 lots over the period 1992�1995.  This will intensify the need and demand for a Community Hall.



SPACIAL DISTRIBUTION OF FACILITIES



There are various facilities provided in Marangaroo and Alexander Heights.  Attachment E indicates that the site for a community hall should be central to both suburbs.



SUMMARY



The additional information contained within this report provides Council with the opportunity to achieve a Family Centre in Alexander Heights (similar to the facility in Marangaroo) proceed with the community hall on Lot 614 Griffon Way and allow Council to consider at some future time the needs and demands for additional sporting facilities at John Moloney and Highview Parks when there are Clubs able to contribute towards the cost.



The centralised location of the community hall at a district shopping centre (when it is developed) will be suitably located to service Alexander Heights, Marangaroo and Landsdale.  The sizing of the facility was determined from discussions with user groups and the Recreation Department.  It is sized to meet the maximum range of uses within reasonable budget constraints.  The site is also of sufficient size to permit future Council development, thus allowing for better utilisation of facilities through reciprocal usage



�RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	agrees in principle to the establishment of a Family Centre on the community purposes site, Lot 369, cnr of Errina Road and Azelia Street, Alexander Heights;



2	negotiates a lease, subject to standard conditions with the Department for Community Services;

It was resolved at Finance and Administrative Resources Committee meeting of 21 October 1992, that a report on providing an additional tap inside the Margaret Cockman Pavilion away from the kitchen be submitted to this Technical Services Committee meeting.



Councillor Rundle advised that during a barbecue for the Senior Citizens at the Margaret Cockman Pavilion in the Wanneroo Showgrounds, school children experienced difficulties in getting into the kitchen to obtain water.



The following options were considered with each option having its limitations and cost implications.



The cheapest option for children drinking water is to install an external drink fountain secured to the second column from the north east corner of the pavilions verandah.  This location will allow for usage independent of the pavilion, has natural drainage for excess water towards the oval, it would have an isolating stop cock adjoining in ground sump and be fitted with spring�loaded handle and a sturdy fountain head to resist minor vandalism.



The estimated cost for this option is $350.00



For a drinking font to be installed inside the pavilion away from the kitchen and located adjoining the fire hose reel, it  would need to be installed with splash back and over a trough connected to floor waste drained to existing septic system.  Considerably more work is involved in this option with the opening up of a concrete slab for waste connection and the subsequent making good to the concrete.

Council will be aware of the success of the 'Back to Perry's Paddock Picnic Day' and the role the Wanneroo State School played in the day.



The Wanneroo State School was relocated from the Council Depot in August 1992 and sited within Perry's Paddock.  The siting was based on the concept plan for an Historical Village produced for Council by Kidd and Povey, Architects.  Restoration commenced soon after and was completed for the Picnic Day.



Unfortunately, since relocation, the building has suffered a significant amount of vandalism despite the erection of an 1800 high link mesh fence topped with barbed wire.  Damage has included broken windows and smashed wall lining.  In the week prior to the Picnic Day, damage costing an estimated $5,000 to repair was sustained.



The Historical Village features in the Yellagonga Regional Park Development Plan launched by the Minister for Planning, the Hon D L Smith at the Picnic Day.  The document states that Perry's Paddock is "to be developed by the Local Authority in conjunction with the State Government as a historical village to represent the local history".  Whilst there is no detail, it is envisaged that the State Governments role will include the provision of infrastructure such as paths, roads, car parking, water supply and power.  These issues will need to be clarified during the interim management phase.  The time line for implementation is uncertain and, in any case, will be later rather than sooner.



In the meantime, the security of the school is of concern.  Since the Picnic Day, there has been an incident where there was an attempted attack on the facility.  Failure to improve the security of the school may see its destruction.  The following options are available:

�1	install a security alarm

The third option is preferred and recommended as the short term solution.  However, the fourth option has merit.  The concept plan for the village includes a number of cottages.  It may be feasible to include in the next stage of development a cottage which will include facilities for a caretaker.  There are a number of related issues which will need further investigation including siting, access to sewer, water supply and cost, etc.



With respect to funding, funds could be transferred from the Perrys Paddock reserve fund.  Ministerial approval in accordance with the provisions of Section 529(e) of the Local Government Act would be required for any expenditure.  This is because the site is not yet in the care, control and management of Council, albeit, lease documents are currently being prepared.



The Community Services Committee also sought advice with respect to the construction of a limestone access road.  It is suggested this issue should be pursued when further details relating to the development of the Yellagonga Regional Park, and submissions relating to commercial involvement in the historical village are known as this will influence the siting of access road/s and car parking.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	approves the installation of a security alarm system and connection of power and floodlighting to the "State School"  at Perrys Paddock at an estimated cost of $31,000;

APPLICATION



An application has been received for approval to install a below� ground fibreglass swimming pool at Lot 62 (15) Moorepark Avenue, Yanchep,  without the required isolation fence between the pool and the dwelling (see Attachment 'A').



SWIMMING POOL REGULATIONS



New regulations for the control of fencing for private swimming pools were gazetted on 26 June 1992.  Regulation 38B requires that an isolation fence must be installed between the pool and the dwelling.



Regulation 38D (1) states that the power to make a declaration that 'isolation fencing' is not practicable and approving other suitable devices shall only be made by Council on a case to case basis.



This limits Council's power to make such a declaration to the following three cases:



1)	there are structural or other problems beyond the control of the owner or occupier;



2)	the pool is enclosed by a building; or



3)	a disabled person who is a resident of the building would not be able to operate the required devices (Council will be able to decide whether or not to allow this exemption when the person has an ACROD certificate).



JUSTIFICATION



The owners of the property are aged pensioners and have provided copies of their ACROD Certificates.  They have also provided a written description of ailments which indicate the benefits of a pool.  They claim that no small children visit them.

 

�CONSIDERATION

 

In this instance, Council is empowered to grant an exemption. However should the property change hands,  Council retains the right to request that a barrier shall be provided in accordance with the Building Amendment Regulations 1992.



Sufficient barriers have been provided for the pool enclosure to comply with the requirements for a pre�July 1992 enclosure.

 

RECOMMENDATION    



That Council makes a declaration under Clause 38C(2) of the Building Regulations that in it's opinion the enclosure of the pool at Lot 62 (15) Moorepark Avenue, Yanchep, in accordance with Clause 38B of the Building Regulations would create a sufficient problem for the disabled person who is resident at the premises and wishes to have access to the pool. Accordingly an exemption for a barrier is approved.

BACKGROUND



In this instance,  comments were sought from the owners of Lots 412 and 414 Cuttle Court, Lots 416 and 417  Wentletrap Way and Lot 444 Anandra Place.  It should be noted that Lots, 412, 413 and 467 have not been developed and are still vacant.



The owners of Lot 417 (50) Wentletrap Way have advised by letter that they have no objection to the proposal.  Responses have not been received from the owners of Lot 416 Wentletrap Way or Lot 444 Anandra Place.  It is presumed that these owners have no objection.



OBJECTIONS



The owners of Lot 414 Cuttle Court, viewed the plans at the Building Department Counter.  They stated they objected to the loss of privacy which would be created by the balcony on the top level.  However they have not put their objection in writing.



The owners of Lot 412,  are currently residing in California, they have stated in their letter that they purchased the property to construct their retirement home and they are concerned that a building exceeding 6000 in height will obstruct views from their property. They have not viewed the proposal.



�COMMENTS



The objection voiced by the owners of Lot 414 is valid to a small degree only,  in that the balcony will face the rear of Lot 416 or direct sea views and would have little affect on Lot 414 unless the occupants leaned out of the side of the balcony.



Lot 412 is on the crest of a hill and is some 3000 higher than the level of Lot 413.  A well designed house can still be constructed to obtain sea views.  A single storey dwelling would even cause loss of some views.



The average height of all the elevations of the proposed dwelling is 6410.  The proposed dwelling and its location fully comply with the Building Code of Australia and the Residential Planning Codes.



The owner of the property would have the right of appeal to the Minister for Planning should Council refuse the issue of a building licence.



RECOMMENDATION

The Director of the Duncraig Child Care Centre has approached Council proposing to upgrade the existing external storage sheds 1 and 2, as shown on attached plan and is seeking Council's approval.



It is proposed two new storage sheds are to be constructed on the south and west boundaries and be of matching colour brick and colorbond roofing to that of the main Centre building, with boundary parapet walls and roller shutter doors to each end of the two x 8000mm long x 4000mm wide buildings.



The construction cost of both sheds is approximately $18,000.00 with the funds for this work to be provided by the Duncraig Child Care Centre Association at no cost to Council.  There is no reason why these storage buildings cannot be erected in the locations shown.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council authorises the construction of two new 8000mm long x 4000mm wide brick and colorbond roofed storage sheds at the Duncraig Child Care Centre with the cost of construction being borne by the Duncraig Child Care Centre Association;  subject to the lodgement by the Duncraig Child Care Centre Association of plans and the obtaining of planning approval and a building licence.

In accordance with Councils resolution (G70105) the tender documents allowed for builders to offer alternative forms of construction for this project.  No alternative construction tenders were received.



BUDGET



For this project, Council has carried forward $35,000 from the 1991/92 budget.  The State Government has granted a further $35,000 to TS Marmion.  It will be necessary for TS Marmion to give authority to the City of Wanneroo to claim this money direct.



TS Marmion will contribute $40,000 towards the project.  $28,000 to $30,000 will be paid to the City of Wanneroo prior to any contract being signed.  The remaining $10,000 to $12,000 is currently invested, but will become available after 1 January 1993.  Before a contract can be signed it will be necessary to gain an assurance from TS Marmion that this money will be available to Council on or about 6 January 1993.



�The remaining funds will be drawn from a Federal Government grant of $60,000 to TS Marmion for the construction of Stage 2.  Certain aspects of the current project, in particular Electrical and Hydraulic services and some structure, relate to both Stages 1 and 2 of the overall project.  The Federal Government grant can be claimed as reimbursement for money spent on a "dollar for dollar" basis.  Before a contract can be signed, it will be necessary to gain confirmation of this arrangement from the Federal department involved.

The Parks Department monthly report is submitted to indicate the major areas of work activity carried out by the Department's groundstaff.



PARK MAINTENANCE

General parks checks and maintenance works are continuing to schedule.



Manual watering has commenced and work is progressing on weeding and mulching median strips and roundabouts in the City.



Woodvale Library supplementary planting has been completed.



Turf Wickets

Couch mite control has been carried out together with ongoing wicket preparation.



WEED CONTROL

In�house Spray Unit

Spray works have been completed at Hillarys, Perry's Paddock, Council main office surrounds, sumps and roundabouts in various locations and sand pits as required.

Tree Pruning

Works have been completed in Zone 5 Warwick area and Zone 4 Girrawheen area.   The woodchipper has followed pruning operations and chipped prunings into mulch.



Works orders, ie sight problems, dangerous trees and unsuitable trees, have been completed.



RETICULATION

The initial start of summer watering highlighted several faults in parks' reticulation, most of which have been repaired.



Ellersdale Park � The inground manual system which has been automated is having operating problems.   This is due to the operating pressure rising from 50psi with the manual system to 90psi with the automatic system.   Sediment which has formed on the inside of the reticulation pipes is continually breaking away and clogging the gear drive sprinklers.   Continual flushing of lines will eventually lead to clearing the loosened sediment.   If this method becomes too lengthy the type of sprinklers will be changed with impact sprinklers taken from stock.

Gumblossom Park � New block poured and existing pump reinstalled.



Geneff Park � Centrifugal pump repaired.

SUBJECT:	INSTALLATION OF BORE AND PUMP � KINROSS



		



As part of the subdivision of the Kinross Estate an area of land in Kinross Drive and Callender Avenue has been set aside for public open space.



This land has not as yet been vested in Council and still remains under control of the Developer.   It is, however, envisaged that the Parks Department will, within the next two years, require this land to be fully developed as playing fields especially as it adjoins a proposed primary school.



An approach is going to be made to the Ministry of Education within the next twelve months for joint development of this land.



Apart from this, Peet & Co, who are the land developers for the subdivision, have now approached Council requesting that they be permitted to instal a bore and pump on the site to the value of approximately $25,000.



The developers require use of this bore to water their subdivision landscape areas as a means to beautify the area with the ultimate aim of attracting buyers to the area.



Peet & Co's proposal is that they will instal the bore and pump and Council to reimburse them the sum of $25,000 in twelve months time.



I have no objection to Peet & Co installing a bore on Council's future park, but I do have problems agreeing to the request for reimbursement in twelve months time.



It is considered that Council will be required to construct this park within the next two to three years, which means that a bore will ultimately be required and I can see no reason why Council should reimburse Peet & Co in twelve months time for a bore that may not be required for two years or more.

�RECOMMENDATION



That Council approves Peet & Co's proposal on the following conditions:



(a)	Bore to be constructed to Council's specification.



(b)	All electrical works to be to Council's specification.



(c)	Whenever Council requires the bore for watering the Public Open Space, Peet & Co agree to the water supply to all their landscape areas being terminated.



(d)	Council reimbursing the cost of the bore and pump, which is estimated to be $25,000, to Peet & Co on 30 December 1994.
