At its meeting on 26 May 1993, Council resolved at item H90585 that " a report be submitted to Community Services Committee on Council's policy with respect to Educational School Tours and the use of Council's bus."



The `Education Bus' was offered to Council in 1977 by the Education Department for primary and secondary school education purposes; that is, for the conduct of school tours within the municipality.  Ownership of the bus was transferred to Council in 1980 and since that time, the vehicle has been traded and upgraded.



In accordance with the condition of transfer, Council developed a policy to govern the use of the bus.  That policy currently provides as follows:



	" Council's bus shall be made available for tours by           school groups studying local history, local government,           environmental and health education subjects.  Use of           the bus for any other purpose shall be subject to the           prior approval of the Town Clerk or his deputy."



The appointment of Council's Bus Driver/Tour Guide on 5 July 1991 marked the formalisation of what had been a largely unstructured tour programme, and a comprehensive list of educational tours has now been developed and circulated to schools within the municipality.  That list is appended as Attachment 1.



I believe the current arrangements with respect to the operation of the education bus to be most satisfactory and do not recommend any alterations to existing practice.

Council is advised of the results of two recent court cases held at the Perth Court of Petty Sessions.



1.	On 11 June 1993 Apand Pty Ltd (formerly CCA Snack Foods Pty Ltd) pleaded guilty to a charge that they were responsible for the sale of a packet of potato chips which were adulterated contrary to Section 246(L) of the Health Act 1911.  (The crisps contained a foreign matter identified as vegetable oil from machinery.)



	The Court imposed a fine of $250.00 with costs of $314.75.

	Council's costs in this case amounted to $446.75.



2.	On 2 July 1993, David and Sandra Mallett trading as Farm Barn Supreme Chicken Supply pleaded guilty to two charges that they sold food which was adulterated contrary to Section 246(O)2 of the Health Act 1911.  (The foods were Beef and Bacon Patties and Beef Mince containing sulphur dioxide which is a non�permitted additive.)



	The Court imposed a fine of $600 on each charge with costs of $264.42 on each charge making a total fine and costs of $1,728.84.

	Council's costs in this case amounted to $639.25.



3.	On 12 July 1993, George Weston Foods Ltd trading as Tip Top Bakeries pleaded guilty to a charge that they were responsible for the sale of sliced sandwich loaf which was adulterated contrary to 246L(b) of the Health Act 1911 (the loaf had a metal washer baked into it).



	The Court imposed a fine of $500.00 with costs of $264.75.

	Council's costs in this case amounted to $284.25.

The City of Subiaco has written to advise that it is becoming increasingly concerned with vehicle exhaust emissions as a source of pollution.  At its meeting held on Tuesday, 22 June 1993, Subiaco Council resolved:



	"That Council write to all the other metropolitan local authorities, requesting that they also lobby the Minister for the Environment to initiate a programme, similar to the 1992 "Dob in a Smokie" campaign, which was run by the Victorian Environmental Protection Authority."



The City of Subiaco has requested the support of the City of Wanneroo.



An approach for further information resulted in their spokesperson advising that the "Dob in a Smokie" campaign involved raising public awareness on vehicle exhaust emissions and encouraging people to write down vehicle registration numbers and report potential offenders to the Environmental Protection Authority.



The Environmental Protection Act is not clear on its application to smoke emissions from vehicles and Officer comment from the Authority is that it would be difficult to apply the Act to such situations.  It is submitted that the smoke from vehicles is caused by worn engines and is more the province of the Police Traffic Branch who have the power to issue work orders on faulty motor vehicles.

Council resolved on 28 July 1993 that a report be submitted on flue emissions in the Padbury area and the feasibility of designating 'smoke free' zones (H20752).



In June 1993 a Mr T A Harris of 45 Gibson Avenue, Padbury lodged a written submission seeking a solution to the general smoke pollution in the Padbury area.  He also cited two neighbouring homes as often having smoking chimneys.



Random inspections were carried out over a 10 day period and although the wood heaters were in use during this time, flue emissions were not considered abnormal.  Mr Harris was advised on 28 July 1993 of the foregoing and the current Environmental Review of Air Pollution in Perth.



'Smoke free zones' originated in England following the Clean Air Act 1956 which empowered local authorities to declare large areas of their municipality 'smoke control areas'.   Authorised fuels were declared, entry and inspection provisions confirmed and penalties provided for breaches of the legislation.



In the Perth metropolitan area a similar situation may eventuate.  However, before a smoke free zone is declared, supporting legislation with the infrastructure of inspection authorisation, trained monitoring staff/equipment and appropriate penalties needs to be addressed.



On 1 June 1993 the Western Australian Municipal Association circularised local authorities in regard to air pollution from domestic solid fuel heaters.   The circular was to remind Councils of the various resolutions adopted by the 'Environmental Management Area Review Committee' established in June 1992 which included:



"that the contribution of pot belly stoves to Perth's air pollution problem would not be known for at least 3�4 years, and that there should be no consideration of controlling or regulating the use of pot belly stoves until the results of this study are considered".



In April 1992 Council resolved to support a request from the Environmental Protection Authority for a contribution of $2500 towards a $3M budget for an investigation into photochemical smog in the metropolitan area (G40405).



It is understood that any action to create 'smoke free zones' on a local basis would not be feasible because of the study currently being undertaken, which has the potential for recommendations to overcome pollution from 'pot belly stoves' on a metropolitan scale at the completion of the study.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council continues to support the Environmental Protection Authority's efforts for a metropolitan air management programme.

A report on an application to keep ostriches has been requested by Councillor C Davies.



The submission has been received from K and C Schell, 49 Tranquil Drive, Neerabup (Attachment 1 refers) to keep two ostriches on their 1.2 hectares (3 acres) property which they state was purchased to pursue their hobbies.  They say that this is an ideal situation to monitor the birds under close supervision.  Mention is made of peacocks being kept on one side of their property and horses on the other and question the advice forwarded to them from the City's Health Department that permission cannot be given as Council's by�laws on the "Keeping of Poultry" do not include ostriches or peacocks.



Council's Model Health By�laws define "Poultry" as any "domestic fowl or chicken, bantam, duck, goose, guinea fowl, pheasant or turkey".  As a matter of interpretation of this definition any past applications to keep peafowl have been handled administratively by advising applicants that as the by�laws do not specifically include peafowl permission cannot officially be given. However, no objection would be made providing no complaints were received.  This decision has been based on the close proximity of the species of peafowl to both guinea fowl and pheasants.



It is considered that the keeping of ostriches or emus could not be likened to the foregoing comparison and applications to keep such birds should be treated on an individual basis by submission of a report to Council for singular resolution.



Council's Health Department would not object to the inclusion of ostriches and emus in rural or special rural areas, apart from any possible noise pollution, but it would be supportive to an applicant to be required to seek permission from adjacent property owners.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council approves of the keeping of two ostriches on the property located at 49 Tranquil Drive, Neerabup subject to:



1	approval of adjacent property owners;  and



2	compliance with the noise pollution requirements of the Environmental Protection Act

HEALTHY CHOICES PROJECT



Council's Health Department has initiated a joint project with the Health Department of WA on healthy choices for food premises in the City of Wanneroo.  Healthy Choices Project is part of the Healthy Cities initiative endorsed by Council in 1992.



The project is based on an award scheme and is focused on reducing risk factors for lifestyle diseases and reducing the incidence of food poisoning.



The Award Scheme



Awards are issued for a period of twelve months when food premises satisfy the following four criteria:



*	Healthy food choices are available and are promoted



*	Food is prepared in a hygienic manner and at least 50% of staff has attended the Food Hygiene Course run by Council's Health Department.



*	At least one third of the food premise is smoke�free

	

*	If alcohol is served then low alcohol alternatives are available and promoted.





In addition to the Award, participating food premises will receive window and menu stickers and small table cards which  promote the Healthy Choices logo to their patrons.



Recruitment of food premises and the review of the criteria required to gain the award will be undertaken by Environmental Health Officers.



Promotion and publicity of the project and those premises participating will be undertaken by Council's Publicity Officer and the Health Promotion Officer attached to the Environmental Health Department.  This will provide an incentive for food premises to take part.		





Project Launch and Award Presentations



It is planned to hold a project launch in Council's Function Area on  14  September 1993 and  an  inaugural  award  presentation  on 5 November 1993.



Further award presentations will take place at three month intervals as more food premises are recruited.

YOUTH SERVICES



Community Youth Link Grant



The Youth Services Co�ordinator applied for a grant to employ and train a young person in the gym at Craigie Leisure Centre (see April 1993 Recreation Department Monthly Report for details of Community Youth Link Programme).



The Lotteries Commission advised Council on 16 July 1993 that this application had been successful.  Consequently a grant of $21,984 in 2 instalments will be forwarded to the City of Wanneroo.



This is a great opportunity for a young person as many find the recreation industry to be very attractive but extremely difficult to enter without tertiary qualifications.



Under the agreement the young person will be paid award wages and attend training courses, as part of their employment.  The employment and training term is for one year.



Youth Page



The youth page has been running successfully in the Wanneroo Times for 6 weeks.  The Youth Services Co�ordinator has contacted all local schools and youth agencies encouraging them to submit articles from young people about their services.



Anchors



The Ocean Ridge Youth Centre has just completed another successful holiday program.  The activities included 2 camps � horse riding and bike riding, ice skating, movies and other centre based activities.  



Local Government Youth Services Network



Western Australian Municipal Association has began a support and information sharing network for Local Government employees providing various Youth Services.  The Youth Services Co�ordinator has been attending these meetings.



Sally Heinz from WAMA is writing a "How to" manual for Local Government Authorities to provide direction for youth services and policy in the future.  Much consultation and input is being gathered from members of the above Network.



Padbury Youth Concerns



A new group called the Northern Suburbs Youth Development Association (NSYDA) has formed with the following objectives:



(a)	To provide a social outlet for the youth in the community.



(b)	To reduce violence, vandalism and destruction by our youth caused by the use of drugs, alcohol and boredom.



(c)	To show youth how to channel their energies into prospective means of future business and employment opportunities.



(d)	To provide for their self awareness and capabilities.



(e)	To help youth to contribute to the community effort rather than the destruction of the community.



(f)	To promote and encourage an interest amongst the community.



The meeting place and venue is Paul Filing's office, situated in the Connolly Shopping Centre.



The Committee has met three times and members include:



Paul Filing (Federal Member for Moore), Cid and Gil Clemente (First Western Realty), Bronwyn Thomas (Youth Services Co�ordinator), Ron Banham, Inspector Dick Milner (Police and Citizens' Youth Club), Sgt Dave Peet (Blue Light Association WAPF), Duncan Jordan (Cameron Chisholm and Nichol), Brad Hall, Lance Wilson (Northern Suburbs Youth Development Association), John Craft (Belridge Realty), Cr Fleur Freame, Matthew Hosken (RAID), Jo Freer (RAID), Norman Van Boeyen (RAID), Vicky Mathers (RAID), Bob Kucera (Police Department), Albert Sertorio (Whitford City Centre Manager).



The Committee has discussed a youth centre to address the problems being encountered in Padbury but a firm proposal or details have not yet been drawn.



At the same time, Wanneroo Region Youth Services Co�ordinating Committee (WRYSCC) has formed a sub�committee to explore positive approaches to integrating youth into shopping centres.  This group will liaise with the NSYDA so there is no duplication of service provision, and also to look at an interim project while the youth centre proposal is being considered.



Woodvale Boulevard



Mr Steve Cuzens, Manager of Woodvale Boulevard Shopping Centre has been in contact with the Youth Services Co�ordinator and other members of the WRYSCC shopping centre working party.  He raised concerns regarding young people at this Centre.  After discussions he is looking at employing a youth worker part time at this centre to run activities and promote better relations between the centre and young people who frequent it.



SORRENTO DUNCRAIG ZONE



August School Holiday Workshops



A children's Basketball coaching clinic was held over 5 days during the school holidays.  There was strong interest shown with the programme again being a success. 



For the first time, a 2 day Figure Drawing Workshop was held during the Holidays.  With a reasonable enrolment and a positive response from participants this style of programme will be expanded for future holiday periods to include other activities.



Third Term Leisure Courses



Enrolments for third term have been strong with many of the new activities programmed being popular.  It has been pleasing to see many people enrolling for the first time.  This boost to the programme will serve as a strong foundation for further expansion.



Junior Basketball



A basketball competition is planned for 8 �12 year olds in third and fourth term.  This programme will emphasise the acquisition of basketball skills under game conditions.  It will serve as a bridge for children seeking to play competitive basketball.



WANNEROO TOWNSITE ZONE



AQUAMOTION



'Learn to Swim' Programme



Term III enrolments were held on 21 July 1993, with a great response.  With approximately 60% re�enrolment rate coupled with new enrolments, we have been able to maintain attendances over the winter season.



Nifty 50's Plus



Enrolments were held for a new programme, "Nifty 50's Plus" on 28 July 1993.  The response was outstanding with 77 over 50's enrolling in a 10 week fitness programme.



Aerobics and Aquarobics Programme



Attendances in both the aerobics and aquarobics have increased again after a slight drop over the school holiday period.



Creche



The Creche extended its services to provide care for 6 and 7 year olds during the recent holiday period.  This trial service was acknowledged by parents and allowed some of the regular patrons to continue participation during the holiday period.



Kiosk



Having signed an agreement with Smith Snack Vend to continue operating the vending service at Aquamotion, several new services will be introduced over the next month.



Internal Training



A six week internal training schedule is currently in progress at Aquamotion.  It covers first aid, water rescue and emergency evacuation procedures.  All staff are involved in these sessions.



Wanneroo Recreation Centre



Creative Leisure Courses



The Term III enrolment for the Creative Leisure Courses is currently in progress.  To date, a good response is indicated.



Classes commence on 9 August 1993.



Computerisation



Wanneroo Recreation Centre has commenced cash receipting on the computerized REC's system



Wanneroo Recreation Association



The Wanneroo Recreation Association held its Annual General Meeting on Monday, 19 July 1993.



CRAIGIE LEISURE CENTRE



The Craigie Leisure Centre completed the 1992/93 financial year with an operating surplus of $47,453 � a $60,000 increase over the previous year, on a drop of 55000 in attendances.



Activities



A new aerobic programme began on Monday 26 July 1993 incorporating six circuit classes in a weekly timetable of 35 classes.



Learn to Swim enrolments are complete for term three with over eighty percent of term 2 participants re�enrolling.  It is our swim programme goal to achieve an ongoing re�enrolment rate of over 80%.



Texas Line Dancing starts in the Function Room on Monday 2 August 1993.  Ballroom dancing started on Wednesday 28 July.



The Yoseikan Martial Arts Association is conducting championships in the main auditorium on Sunday 1 August.



The sports hall now has ninety five teams participating in Centre administered programmes.  Evening grand finals for netball have just concluded.  The Wanneroo Warriors State Netball League Team has donated a perpetual trophy for the Tuesday night premiers.



R.E.C.S.



Council's Recreation Enquiry Control System (RECS) is now operating at all major recreation venues.  The system is also being utilised by Council's Welfare Section for the purpose of handling bookings in the Senior Citizens Centres.  It is interesting to note that the data base for this system is currently holding records in excess of 64,000 individual enrolments, 43,000 individual bookings and details for more than 6,500 patrons.



DISABILITY AWARENESS PROJECT



Through visits to Council recreation venues while introducing people to activities, several access barriers were identified and brought to Council's notice.



Awareness of these access problems became apparent to a reasonably mobile quadriplegic, therefore making it obvious that oversights during planning and construction of these facilities would significantly magnify barriers already faced by people with severe disabilities wishing to pursue integrated recreation.



The approach of personally being out among Council and private facilities, clubs and organisations endeavouring to establish recreation opportunities for people with disabilities by a person with a visibly obvious disability had an enormous impact on service providers.  This strongly emphasised the fact that people with disabilities  are people first and their disability is secondary.



A direct result of these visits and successful introduction of people into generic services aroused community interest in the project.  Community members became familiar with the objectives of the project thus increasing interest and support to a point where expressions of becoming actively involved were received.  Whilst these expressions were slow to take off and are not yet at the level we would like them to be, it is believed that continued community presence by the recreation adviser will see an increase in project supporters.



Not only does this interest augur well for the potential attainment of the project's stated objectives, it also has positive implications for people with disabilities for future integration into generic recreation programmes and facilities.  Involvement from community members is potentially a strong tool in improving attitudes towards people with disabilities and highlighting awareness of their rights as individuals.



Awareness and understanding of the needs and abilities of people with disabilities has been created amongst Council staff through reciprocal interaction with the Recreation Adviser which will have long term benefits in future planning of recreation facilities and programmes.



CULTURAL DEVELOPMENT



The Cultural Development Section has advocated and assisted the following projects:



Joondalup Community Development's Women's Health and Art Project



This project aims to employ three community artists to work on a sessional basis with women's groups within the community.  The groups will aim to create pieces of visual art work exploring health and community identity and will be exhibited at a women's community art and health celebration which will run for two days at a location within the City of Wanneroo.  The project has the following objectives:



.	create awareness of health promotion programmes, services and available community resources such as health self help groups;



.	to promote women's health promotion strategies amongst community groups;



.	to provide opportunity for sectional co�operation between local workers and existing women's groups;



.	to use art as a tool to encourage discussion, positive change and dissolve barriers.



The Cultural Development Section's assistance has been provided in the form of "in kind" support outlined below:



.	Community Arts Officer's attendance at steering committee meetings;



.	research into target groups;



.	tour of most of the recreation and leisure centres within the City of Wanneroo;



.	provision of relevant contacts;



.	provision of relevant information specifically relating to the City of Wanneroo, eg demographic breakdowns; and



.	interviews and selection process of three out of five artists for the project.



The project is seeking funding assistance from the Australia Council and the WA Department for the Arts.  If the application is successful, the project will commence February 1994.



OCEAN RIDGE ZONE



Ocean Ridge Community Centre was busy over the July school vacation with 654 children participating in various leisure activities.  Once again, Mike Ellis from Perth Wildcats coached the basketball clinic.  Forty one budding young basketballers took the opportunity to gain from Mike's expertise.



Geoff Yorke's medallion class, sponsored by LandCorp, also proved very popular.  Other classes in chocolate making, pottery and paper fun (space ships and martians) were filled to capacity.



The Full Day Holiday Care programme was well organised and the children who attended had an enjoyable time.



The Red Cross Blood Transfusion Service held a blood drive in the sports hall at the Centre during the holidays.  Two hundred and nineteen people attended the clinic, of which 193 were eligible to donate.  Twenty new donors were enrolled.



The Blue Light Disco held both a junior and senior disco at the Centre on 3 July, 1993, with an attendance of approximately 1,000 children.



Currently, enrolments are being taken for the 128 classes offered for Term 3.



GIRRAWHEEN�KOONDOOLA RECREATION CENTRE



As advised last month, Mr Ross Rayson, an Edith Cowan University Recreation Studies student spent two weeks at the Girrawheen�Koondoola Recreation Centre from 28 June to 9 July 1993.  Mr Rayson has now forwarded an evaluation of the programmes and bookings offered at this facility, and has made recommendations in this regard.  In short, he has identified a number of opportunities to improve the utilisation of this facility through the development of the programme base and a rationalised booking approach.  This report will assist in developing an appropriate management strategy for the recreation service in the Girrawheen�Koondoola area.

The following matters have been extracted from the minutes for Council endorsement.



Youth Advisory Committee



Minutes of meeting held 21 June 1993.



The City Recreation and Cultural Services Manager advised that he believed the Youth Services Co�ordinator should be the primary liaison with the Youth Advisory Committee rather than himself.  In view of this he wished to withdraw from the committee and create an opportunity for the group to increase its voluntary membership if this was considered appropriate.



The Committee resolved to accept R Banham's resignation from the Youth Advisory Committee and that the process of appointing members to the Committee be further discussed at the next meeting.



Youth Advisory Committee



Minutes of meeting held 26 July 1993.



Item 2.2  Youth Advisory Committee Objectives



During the past few months the committee has been reviewing its objectives and effectiveness as an Advisory Committee to the City of Wanneroo.  At its May 1993 meeting the Committee came to the conclusion that Council needed to be more aware of the Committee and the opportunities it could provide to offer advice to the City on youth related issues.



This was conveyed to Council during the June 1993 round of meetings (Report H40614 refers).



The Committee has now resolved that:



1	Council decisions pertaining to young people be made in consultation with the Youth Advisory Committee; and



2	Council officers and Councillors consult with the Youth Advisory Committee before reports and/or recommendations which may impact on youth are submitted to Council.



Item 2.4  Youth Fest



The Youth Services Co�ordinator reported that another Summer Water Festival was planned at Sorrento Quay early in 1994 and Sonshine FM was again sponsoring the Sunset Coast Sailboard Classic.  This issue has been addressed in a separate report.



As an added attraction Sonshine FM is planning to promote a Sport 'n' Recreation weekend where local organisations will be encouraged to demonstrate and display their particular activity.  An approach had been made to the City of Wanneroo to participate.



During discussion on this subject the Advisory Committee was informed that JAWS (Joondalup and Wanneroo Services) was undertaking a similar event to be held at Whitford City Shopping  Centre early in 1994.



Following further discussion the meeting decided that the Youth Advisory Committee would support JAWS' promotion of a Youth Community Expo at Whitford Shopping Centre early in 1994.



It was further resolved that the sum of $5,000 from the Youth Services Budget (Allocation 31162 Youth Service Projects) be used for a youth, sport and recreation festival at Sorrento Quay in conjunction with Sonshine FM in February 1994.



Historical Sites Advisory Committee



Minutes of meeting held 21 July 1993.



Following a presentation from the City Building Surveyor on the restoration of historical buildings in Perry's Paddock, the meeting resolved that Council be recommended to:



1	endorse in principle the proposal for a land Care and Environment Action Programme (LEAP) for the restoration of historical buildings in Perry's Paddock;



2	agree to sponsor the LEAP project to restore historical buildings in Perry's Paddock;



3	assist the Co�ordinator in making an application to the Department of Employment, Vocational Education and Training for the LEAP project; and



4	upon approval, seek the approval of the Department of Planning and Urban Development and the Minister for Local Government before proceeding with the project.

SUBJECT:	USE OF KINGSWAY SPORTS COMPLEX BY WANNEROO DISTRICTS NETBALL ASSOCIATION



		



Several weeks ago Council officers became aware that the Wanneroo Districts Netball Association was operating an extended canteen service from the Kingsway Sports Pavilion.



This initiative had been undertaken in order to alleviate the problems being experienced with the limited working space in the kiosk currently operating in the Association's club rooms.



A meeting was arranged with representatives of the Netball Association to inform them of the modifications which would be required under the Food Hygiene Regulations 1973 to allow the pavilion to be used for this purpose.  A letter was subsequently forwarded to the Association by the City Environmental Health Manager in connection with these matters.



During the abovementioned discussions, other issues emerged which needed to be addressed.  They included the question of an appropriate hire charge for the use of the pavilion and more effective arrangements for the management of the netball courts by local schools and other casual users.



It was finally decided that the Wanneroo Districts Netball Association should present its case to Council in the form of a submission.  This has now been done and the main issues from that document are appended as an attachment to this report.



The Association also believed that the South Ward Councillors should be invited to inspect the pavilion and be made aware of its aspirations regarding the use of this facility and the future management of the netball courts at the complex.  This inspection and discussion was subsequently arranged on 15 July 1993.



The submission received from the Association contains several proposals.  It would be appropriate to offer comments on each of them.



1.	MANAGEMENT CONTROL FOR CASUAL USE OF THE NETBALL COMPLEX



	Casual use of the netball facilities is co�ordinated by the Administration Officer at Girrawheen/Koondoola Recreation Centre.  Regular use is administered by the Wanneroo Districts Netball Association.  The majority of casual bookings are made by schools who use the netball courts (and the sporting fields) for mid week inter�school carnivals.  It is proposed that schools would continue to contact the Recreation Centre in the first instance.  Bookings would be taken for the sports fields but requests for the use of the netball courts would be referred to the Secretary of the Netball Association for confirmation.



	The submission indicates that there are some groups or individuals who use the courts without approaching the Recreation Centre or the Association.  Presumably these people have keys to access the netball complex and believe they can do so without making a booking.  This practice has led to the petty vandalism referred to in the document received from the Association's Executive.



	The problem can be rectified by changing the locks on the gates to the netball complex.  The Parks Department would support this approach providing council is supplied with enough keys to allow appropriate staff and service contractors to access the compound.  The Association is quite happy with this proposal.



	It was also agreed that the Association would respect Council's free use for juniors policy and no charges would be imposed on these particular age groups.  Senior teams using the courts for training purposes during the evening are normally charged for the cost of floodlighting which is paid by the Association.



2.	SEASONAL USE OF THE KINGSWAY SPORTS PAVILION



	The Association has stated that the use of the sports pavilion has become necessary because it is not able to cope with the demand for canteen services at the clubroom kiosk.  The pavilion also allows patrons to relax in more acceptable conditions during periods of inclement weather.



	In view of the equipment that has been purchased (tables, chairs, counters, refrigeration units etc) it is obvious that the area could not be easily converted to other uses during the six months of the winter sports season.  The Association has recognised that the abovementioned equipment cannot be stored in the pavilion during the off season when it is used for cricket practice.  Arrangements have therefore been made to store this gear in the Association's premises during the summer months.



	Council should be aware that very few requests are received to book the pavilion for casual social functions.  Examples of this type of request include Kingsway Christian College who has used the venue for school concerts and Wanneroo Baseball Club and Olympic Kingsway Soccer Club who have hired the pavilion for barn dances.  The Netball Association would be prepared to accommodate the needs of Kingsway Christian College by stacking the chairs and tables at one end of the pavilion.  It would not be possible however to allow the building to be used for such things as a barn dance without moving all the canteen equipment to another venue.  This is clearly out of the question.



	It would appear therefore that the Wanneroo Districts Netball Association could make effective use of the Sports Pavilion during the winter months with very little disruption to other potential hirers.  Council must however, maintain overall management of the facility and casual bookings should continue to be administered through the Girrawheen/Koondoola Recreation Centre



3.	SPORTS PAVILION � COMPLIANCE WITH HEALTH STANDARDS



	The 'Pavilion Kitchen' used by the Wanneroo districts Netball Association does not comply with the Food Hygiene Regulations 1973.  Major renovations to wall, floor and ceiling finishes would be required, together with the installation of an extraction hood and washing facilities in order for the 'kitchen' to meet minimum standards.



	The Association prepares and sells a range of barbecue products, hamburgers, pies and hot drinks from the pavilion each Saturday.  Monies raised are used to fund the Association.



	The use of the pavilion for food handling is viewed as temporary by the Association Committee as a new building is proposed if funds permit.



	In order to allow fund raising activities to continue whilst ensuring that public health standards are maintained, the following conditions would have to be met:



	(1)	installation of a hot water system;

	(2)	installation of a double bowl sink with hot and cold water;

	(3)	provision of a wash hand basin with hot and cold water;

	(4)	food handlers to attend a food hygiene seminar to be provided by Council's Health Department at a time convenient to the Association;

	(5)	good hygiene practices are maintained at all times;

	(6)	the preparation area is thoroughly cleaned at the end of each day's use.



4.	HIRE CHARGES



	The Wanneroo Districts Netball Association is willing to pay an annual levy of $5,000 if Council is prepared to agree to the proposals outlined in the submission.



	Council should be aware of the charges that have been levied for the Association's use of these facilities during the past twelve months.



	Senior teams registered with the Wanneroo Districts Netball Association are charged $18.00 per season.  This levy is costed into the team registration fee and paid to Council each season.  Junior teams enjoy free use as per Council's Policy.



	Court Hire:



	1992�93 Summer Season



	53 teams x $18.00 per team  =  $  954.00



	1993 Winter Season



	72 teams x $18.00 per team  =  $1,296.00



	Sports Pavilion:



	The charges for the use of the sports pavilion over the current winter season have been calculated as follows:



	Senior Use



	Current rate $16.00 per hour

	4.00 pm � 6.15 pm = $36.00



	On the basis that the Association has applied to the Liquor Licencing Division for "sundowners" on ten specific dates during the season, the overall charge would be $360.00.



	Junior Use



	Council policy states that juniors shall have free use of Council facilities except when they are used for fundraising purposes.  Based on the philosophy that juniors should be expected to pay 50% of the adult hire rate in these circumstances, the charges were calculated as follows:



	8.30 am � 4.00 pm     =  7½ hours

INTRODUCTION 



The Historical Sites Advisory Committee at its 21 July 1993 meeting considered a proposal that Council sponsor a LEAP project for the restoration of the buildings at Perrys Paddock.  The Historical Committee recommends that Council endorses the project, agrees to sponsor it and, subject to approval of the application, proceeds with the project.



BACKGROUND



Mr A Orford has met with Councillor Marwick and Council Officers proposing that Council sponsors a LEAP project with the object of restoring the old buildings at Perrys Paddock.  It is proposed that the City of Wanneroo sponsor the scheme for which funding is available through the Commonwealth Government under the Commonwealth Land Care and Environment Action Programme.  The Programme is administered by the Youth Conservation Corps Unit of the Department of Employment, Vocational Education and Training (DEVET).



Normally, a management committee is formed including people from the sponsors and youth bodies such as Whitford JobLink, DEVET, and representatives from the CES, TAFE, DOPUD and other interested bodies to administer the project.  In this case, the Wanneroo Historical Society could be requested to nominate a member.



The project would involve the employment of up to 15 young people aged 15�20 years who are disadvantaged and have been experiencing difficulty finding employment or a training place.  The project extends for 26 weeks and provides project placement, formal training and placement and follow�up.  A critical component of the programme is the development of personal skills.  Team spirit, co�operative decision making, planning, handling responsibility, problem solving and leadership are further attributes which the Youth Conservation Corps aims to engender in its programme participants.  



Sponsorship of the programme would require Council to provide all materials required for the project and expert advice and other incidental costs where appropriate such as machinery, equipment, materials and transport costs.  Mr Orford and I have inspected the buildings in Perrys Paddock including the Wanneroo State School and Perrys Cottage and consider that these could constitute ideal elements in the project.  It would be necessary to complete the wiring to the State School so that it could be used for on�site training in addition to attendance by the students at TAFE.



The Committee will be aware that the lease arrangements for Perrys Paddock between the Department of Planning and Urban Development and the City of Wanneroo have not been finalised.  Accordingly, any proposal for Council to act as sponsors in this project would require both the approval of DOPUD and, because expenditure is involved, the Minister for Local Government.

.	restack stones in preparation for next LEAP programme (if available).



COST



Further investigation is required to determine the estimated cost of Councils involvement in the project.  Preliminary estimates suggest the cost to Council would be in the vicinity of $40,000.



Funds for Councils contribution to  this project could be made available from the reserve fund established for the restoration of Perrys Paddock.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council: 



1	endorse in principle the proposal for a Land Care and Environment Action Programme (LEAP) for the restoration of historical buildings in Perrys Paddock;



2	agrees to sponsor the LEAP project to restore historical buildings in Perrys Paddock;

The launch of International Wellness Day in Western Australia took place on 27 May 1992.  The City of Wanneroo participated on a small scale with 13,484 participants (7.3% of the City's population).  A total of 35 Councils participated and it is anticipated that figure will double this year.  (Attachment 1 features some highlights of last year).



What is Wellness Day?



It is a friendly, Statewide challenge between Local Governments in WA, encouraging mass participation by the community in any recreational activity on a nominated day.  The winning local government is the one with the highest percentage of citizens participating in recreational activity on Wednesday, 20 October 1993.



Residents can register their participation by phoning the Recreation Department.  A practicum student will be on hand to co�ordinate all phone registrations on the day.  Each Recreation Centre will collate its daily attendance figures and pass these on to the Wellness Day Co�ordinator.  All privately owned recreation facilities, ie golf clubs, will be contacted to record daily attendances which will be included in the City's overall participation rate.



Why have a Wellness Day?



Aim



To promote the importance of recreation in healthy and active lifestyles.



Objectives



.	To encourage as many residents/groups in the City of Wanneroo to participate in any recreational activity of their choice for 15 minutes or more on the day.



.	To create an awareness of each of the recreational facilities and services that the City provides for its local residents.



.	To introduce the term "wellness" to the public and educate them on the value of recreation in their lives.



An amount of $1,000 has been endorsed in the 1993/94 Budget for an advertising campaign.  This money will be spent on a series of four advertisements in the Wanneroo Times to let local residents/clubs know that the City of Wanneroo is participating in Wellness Day and registrations can be recorded by phoning the Recreation Department.



The Ministry of Sport and Recreation will issue (free) to each participating Council posters, stickers and t�shirts as promotional tools.



It is recommended that the City participates in Wellness Day on 20 October 1993 by encouraging local residents/groups, staff and Councillors to participate in a healthy lifestyle choice on the day.



It is also recommended that the City issues a challenge to the City of Perth to determine which Council has the highest percentage of its population participating in recreational activities on 20 October 1993.
