         "This  letter  is  in  follow  up to our recent phone conversation 


         relative to the food complaint received by the City  of  Wanneroo, 


         reference  #851-7, regarding a foreign object allegedly found in a 


         jar of IXL 500 gram Plum and Raspberry Conserve.


         First, let me offer my personal apology for not responding  sooner 


         to  the  complaint  as  it  is  our standard practice to treat all 


         customer inquiries with utmost urgency and care.
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         Henry Jones Foods has a long history as a leading producer of  the 


         highest  quality  conserves  and  jams  in Australia.  We are very 


         concerned with the complaint registered and wish to  identify  the 


         source  of  the  problem.   We  also  want  to address any lack of 


         confidence that this complaint may have created in the mind of the 


         consumer and in the City of Wanneroo.


         Quality  is  one of the Company's five Basic Beliefs upon which we 


         operate our business.  This belief in quality applies not only  to 


         our  products,  but also to our manufacturing methods, our people, 


         and our relationship with our customers and consumers.


         I want to assure you that the manufacturing  plant  at  which  the 


         product in question is manufactured, employs the latest technology  


         equipment and operates to the highest level of good  manufacturing 


         practices  in  the  industry.   We receive regular visits from the 


         town of Kyabram, Victoria Health Officer, Mr Bill Denton, who I am 


         confident if contacted would reaffirm these statements.


         Since  I  have not viewed the defect in question, I cannot comment 


         as to the exact source of this material.  Considering the  inbound 


         raw   material   inspection   procedures,  the  jar  cleaning  and 


         inspection procedures, the equipment utilised, our quality control 


         procedures and the conscientiousness of our line employees, we are 


         not sure how this complaint could have occurred in our operation.


         We are  interested  in  investigating  the  complaint  further  to 


         determine  when  and  where  the  defect could have entered in the 


         product.  As you know, there are many points in  the  distribution 


         chain   after   manufacture  where  the  defect  could  have  been 


         introduced into the  product.   After  thorough  investigation  to 


         include  discussions with the consumer and analysis of the foreign 


         object and jar, we would be better able to advise of the potential 


         cause.


         Although  we appreciate the City of Wanneroo's requirements, we do 


         not understand the need to take legal action in this case.  We are 


         committed  to  quality  and  customer satisfaction and request you 


         consider the Company be  given  the  opportunity  to  directly  or 


         indirectly   through   the   City   of  wanneroo  Health  Officer, 


         investigate this claim and reach  a  resolution  suitable  to  the 


         consumer.


         I  request  that  you  forward  this  letter  to  the subcommittee 


         considering the action to be taken on the requested legal  action.
