The annual Athletic Business Conference is one of the major educational forums for recreation and fitness professionals in the United States.  It has achieved this recognition through its practical, in depth and on target approach to the needs of public recreation departments, health clubs, YMCA's and college and university athletic facility managers.



The 1993 Conference will be conducted at the Hynes Convention Centre, Boston, Massachusetts, from 2�5 December 1993.  It will feature fifty nine seminars, three workshops, tours of eleven facilities and several special events.  More than four hundred and fifty manufacturers, suppliers and service companies will be on hand to demonstrate their products and market their services.



The seminars embrace a wide range of issues associated with the leisure industry including business and financial management, facility operations, marketing, fund raising and programming, and human resource management.



Incorporated within the conference is a special stream entitled Facility Design and Construction.  This segment specifically addresses the concerns of the facility planner and will focus on issues such as design criteria, sports surfaces, risk management and mechanical systems in sports and recreation facilities.



All seminars and workshops will be presented by well respected leaders within the recreation and fitness industry.



As indicated at the meeting of the Policy and Resources Committee meeting on 4 August 1993, I believe it would be beneficial for Council to be represented at this conference.



This visit would also allow Council's representatives to undertake a study tour within the United States.





There are many issues in the leisure and cultural services field that would be worthy of investigation.  For example, it would be interesting to learn the long term outcomes following the advent of Proposition 13 in 1978.  In June of that year, as a result of increasing levels of expenditure incurred by State and Local Government authorities, Californian voters overwhelmingly endorsed a State constitutional amendment to reduce property taxes by 57%.  The outcome, closely followed by the rest of the nation, was generally seen as the beginning of a national tax revolt by citizens who claimed that recent tax increases were outrageous and spending at all levels of government was out of control.



The revolt had devastating effects on local government services with drastic cuts in departmental budgets.  Some parks and recreation departments suffered a 30�40% reduction.  As a result, Local Government was forced to place greater reliance on user fees and volunteer workers.



Council has recently called for a discussion paper, addressing ways and means of curbing the increasing costs associated with the operation and maintenance of recreation facilities.  The methodologies adopted by some of the local authorities affected by Proposition 13 may have some relevance for the City of Wanneroo.



Of particular interest is the City of Irvine in Southern  California.  This local authority is apparently experiencing similar growth patterns to Wanneroo and, consequently, the same demands for social infrastructure and localised services.  These similarities suggest that there could be mutual benefit in an exchange of information with representatives from the City of Irvine.



Given Council's need to establish large scale civic and cultural facilities in the Joondalup Regional Centre in the near future, it would be advantageous to inspect similar developments in the United States.  Appropriate venues could be recommended by Mr Rob McNulty (Partners for Liveable Spaces) who, Council will recall, visited Perth and Joondalup in 1992.



It would also be necessary to include a selection of leisure facilities in the study tour.



An itinerary incorporating the conference and study tour could probably be accommodated within a two to three week period.



Under the circumstances it would be appropriate to suggest that the City Recreation and Cultural Services Manager and the City Building Surveyor be included in the tour party.  I also believe that an elected member should be nominated to represent Council at the conference and accompany the officers on the study tour.



The indicative costs for a tour of this nature would be in the  order of about $20,000.



As Council is aware, Recreation and Culture has consistently been the largest area of expenditure in the annual budget.  This year, in excess of $30 million has been allocated for this purpose.



In view of this commitment and the continuing need to provide these type of facilities, an investigative study of up�to�date design criteria, management practises and maintenance techniques represents a wise investment in the future.

That Council:



1	nominates an elected member to attend the Athletic Business Conference at Boston, Massachusetts, from 2�5 December 1993, and take part in an organised study tour within the United States following this event; and



2	endorses the inclusion of the City Recreation and Cultural Services Manager and the City Building Surveyor in the tour party.

For some time Western Australian Municipal Association the Board of Trustees of the  Local Government Superannuation Scheme and the other organisations have been seeking to foster a restructuring of Local Government superannuation in Western Australia.



Following considerable discussion, debate and negotiation the two separately administered funds, the "contributory" scheme and the "occupational" scheme are now to be merged.  The necessary legislation to facilitate the merger � the Local Government Superannuation Repeal Bill 1993 � will be given priority through State Parliament in the current parliamentary session.  This legislation must be enacted before the threshold date of 14 August 1993.



Pursuant to this legislation each local authority must elect on the category to which it will contribute.

At the meeting of Council on 28 July 1993, a petition was tabled from aerobic participants at Craigie Leisure Centre, objecting to the price increase from $3.70 to $4.50.



The new pricing schedule came into effect on 15 March 1993 after having been deferred until the new construction was complete.



The new fee for aerobics was established to reflect the improved amenity of the aerobics area which is now a purpose built room equipped with special shock absorbing carpet, mirrors and equipment.  The $4.50 is also consistent with list prices charged by other aerobic providers.



Aerobic participants are able to gain more economical access to classes by way of discount coupons.  These are:

These prices have been accepted favourably by Centre patrons.



Aerobic participants may also purchase a Gym Membership which allow them unlimited aerobic, aquarobic and circuit classes, the new gymnasium, sauna/spa and the aquatic centre.  A person purchasing a twelve month membership for $485, and who attends three activity sessions per week does so at $3.23 per session, which in the case of aerobics is less expensive that the previous scheduled fee of $3.70.



MEMBERSHIP FEES � CRAIGIE LEISURE CENTRE



As listed above patrons who purchase membership have access to the entire centre except the sports halls.  These memberships have been introduced since the redevelopment and upgrading of the health and fitness centre,



Budgeted income from the health and fitness centre for the 1993/94 financial year is $426,000.  The Manager of the Craigie Centre is confident that this figure can be achieved if appropriate marketing and promotion strategies are put in place.  It is common place in the health and fitness industry to offer special promotions whereby prices are discounted for a short time in order to attract new members.  The Craigie Manager has indicated his intention to implement a series of promotions throughout the next financial year. These include having discount fees applicable to twelve month memberships three or four times per year for a period of up to two weeks, to conduct special draws for existing members who upgrade their membership and for casual users who take out a membership and corporate rates to business houses which buy membership for staff.



In order for these promotions to be successful it will be necessary for the Manager to be given the authority to generate pricing packages accordingly.



In addition, during times of intense price cutting by commercial operators it would be unproductive for the Manager to operate with a pricing schedule far and above what the market was offering.  The Manager has indicated that the Centre will not be actively participating in price�cutting wars , however some flexibility to amend prices downward during such times would be wise.   It should be noted that this approach is consistent with Council's existing policy of setting prices in consideration of recovering the cost of providing individual programmes, as a minimum.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	endorses the existing class fee for aerobics at Craigie Leisure Centre at $4.50; and



2	authorises the Manger of Craigie Leisure Centre to customise gym and membership fee packages to suit planned promotion strategies.

Council at its meeting on 28 July 1993 deferred consideration of the schedule of charges for MacDonald Pavilion to the August Finance and Administrative Resources Committee Meeting, pending a review of the recommended fees by the Manager of Craigie Leisure Centre, David Tippett.



Mr Tippet has completed the review process after an inspection of the completed facility and presents the following schedule for consideration.  The one change to the original schedule being a downgrading of the Function Room from Type C to Type D. This better reflects the size and quality of this facility.  It brings it into line with Rob Baddock Hall which has a similar amenity value.  The decrease in the hire charges being as follows:

At its meeting on 18 December 1991, Council amended its policy in regard to waiver of recreation hire charges in order to more accurately reflect the cost of its facilities (Item F31312 refers).  In part, the policy now states that:



	"organisations and events that Council chooses to support through subsidised use shall, in the first instance, pay the full applicable hire rate.  They shall then apply to Council for a refund through the appropriate donation account."



In consideration of the above policy, the following requests for waiver have been made.



1	The Rotary Club of Northshore�Kallaroo is seeking a waiver of the hire fee for their use of the Function Room at Craigie Leisure Centre on Tuesday, 25 January 1994, for its annual Australia Day Quiz Night.  The proceeds from this function will go to support "Camp Quality" and "Radio Lollipop".  The booking has been tentatively made from 2.00 pm to 12.00 midnight at the normal function rate of $31.50 per hour (total $315).  Council's normal policy in this regard is that reduced rates do not apply to fundraising events/programmes.



2	The Programme Co�ordinator for the Yanchep/Two Rocks Arts and Crafts Group, Mrs Alison Butler, has written to Council seeking a waiver of the hire fees for the use of the Activity Room at Yanchep/Two Rocks Recreation Centre for the art development programme funded by the Cultural Development Fund.  The total cost of this waiver is $214.  As this group predominantly consists of senior citizens, the waiver would be appropriate under Council's existing policy.



3	The Amelia Social Club is seeking a Waiver of the hire fee for its use of the Function Room at the Yanchep/Two Rocks Recreation Centre on 12 September 1993 between 1.00 pm and 3.00 pm to demonstrate old time dancing.  The cost of this two hour booking is $37.80.  Whilst this is a senior citizens group, it is not resident within Wanneroo and, consequently, is not eligible for a waiver under Council's existing policy.



4	The Western Region of the General Service Conference of Alcoholics Anonymous is seeking a waiver/reduction of its use of the Greenwood Scout and Guide Hall.  It will use this facility for its meetings three times a week.  The normal hourly rate is $8.40.  Council's usual policy in this regard stipulates a 50% concession of the regular community rate for charitable institutions of this nature (ie $4.20/hr).



5	Mrs Roslyn Newick, a "Mrs Australia Community Achievement Award" participant, has written to Council requesting a refund of the hire fee for her use of Dorchester Community Hall on 20 July 1993 for a fundraising function.  The cost of this function was $36.00.  Fundraising functions do not usually attract waiver or refund under Council's policy.



6	The President of the Te Rangatahi Maori Club (Inc), Mr W Paki, has written to Council seeking a waiver/reduction of the hire fees for its use of Dorchester Community Hall.  It will use the Hall to provide a focal point and to assist in the development of the Maori Culture in a range of age groups.  A booking of this nature would usually attract a hire fee of $12.60 per hour. The group would be using the facility for approximately 12 hours per week.



7	The Transport Co�ordinator of the Yanchep/Two Rocks Community Bus Management Committee, Mr Phil Renkin, has written to Council requesting a waiver of the hire fee for  his committee's use of the Function room at the Yanchep/Two Rocks Recreation Centre, for the purpose of conducting Bingo sessions.  The Community Bus Management Committee took over this programme in early June when the previous operator left the district.  This activity is primarily geared towards servicing the senior citizens club.  Profits will now be shared between the Community Bus Management Committee and the Yanchep Community Centre.  The use of this facility usually attracts a hire fee of $12.60 per hour.  Whilst it is Council's policy that reduced rates do not apply to fundraising events, it may be appropriate to agree to the waiver as this Committee operates under an "Instrument of Delegation" from Council.



8	The Royal Scottish Country Dance Society has written to Council requesting a full waiver of the hire fee for its use of the Function Room and/or Sports Hall at the Yanchep/Two Rocks Recreation Centre on the weekend of 22�24 October 1993 for community workshops.  These facilities usually attract a casual community hire fee of $15.70 and $22.70 per hour.  It is, however, Council's policy that a 50% discount be applied to full day community events in indoor recreation facilities.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	does not waive the hire fee of $315.00 for the Rotary Club of Northshore�Kallaroo's use of the Function room at Craigie Leisure Centre for an Australia Day Quiz Night on 25 January 1994;



2	waives the hire fee of $214 for the use of the Activity Room in the Yanchep/Two Rocks Recreation Centre by the senior citizens involved in the art development programme;



3	does not waive the hire fee of $37.80 for the Amelia Social Club's use of the Function Room in the Yanchep/Two Rocks Recreation Centre for a demonstration of old time dancing;



4	reduces the hire fee to $4.20 per hour for the Western Region of the General Service Conference of Alcoholics Anonymous' use of Greenwood Scout and Guide Hall for its weekly meetings;



5	does not refund the hire fee of $36.00 for Mrs Roslyn Newick's use of Dorchester Hall on 20 July 1993 for a fundraising function;



6	does not waive the hire fee of $12.60 per hour for the Te Rangatahi Maori Club (Inc)'s use of Dorchester Community Hall;



7	waives the hire fee of $12.60 per hour for the use of the function Room at the Yanchep/Two Rocks Recreation Centre by the Community Bus Management Committee for the purpose of conducting weekly Bingo sessions; and



8	reduces the hire fee to $7.60 and $11.35 for the Royal Scottish Country Dance Society's use of the Function Room and Sports Hall (respectively) on the weekend of 22�24 October 1993 for community workshops.



The above waivers and reductions to be funded from Account No. 29439 Recreation Control� Facilities Subsidy.

Council has received a request from the Australian Federation of Unemployed Workers Trust regarding a member and ratepayer, Mr Ralph Hemsley of 26 Hughes Court, Padbury.



Details of Mr Hemsley's concerns are contained in the attached copy letter from the Trust � refer Attachment A.



The history of this matter is best summarised thus:�



*	Mr Hemsley originally attempted to register as an eligible pensioner with the City of Wanneroo some time during 1991/92, under the provisions of the Pensioners (Rates, Rebates and Deferments) Act 1966.  This act was superseded on 1 July 1992 by the Rates and Charges (Rebates and Deferments) Act 1992.	



	*	In 1991/92 when Mr Hemsley attempted to register for "pensioner" status, he did not hold a Pensioner Health Benefits Card, and was accordingly informed that he was not eligible.  At that time he advised the Rates Supervisor of the change in definition of "pensioner" under the National Health Act 1953, and was referred to Mr Mike Colyer of State Treasury who sought a legal opinion from the Crown Law Department.





*	Following much deliberation, intervention of the Ombudsman, representation/s to the Department of Social Security,  exchange of telephone calls, letters etc Council eventually received correspondence from State Treasury on 11 June 1993 to the effect that Mr Hemsley would not be issued with a Pensioner Health Benefits Card for the period for which it was being sought � refer Attachment B.	



	*	Mr Hemsley was issued a Pensioner Health Benefits Card on 01/04/93 however he is, at present, still unable to register as an eligible pensioner for the 1993/94 year until an amendment to the Rates and Charges (Rebate and Deferments) Act 1992 is legislated changing the provisions of Section 23 (1) (a) to enable males over 60 who have been unemployed for 12 months or more to qualify as "eligible pensioners".  It is anticipated this amendment will be legislated in the current sitting of Parliament with retrospectivity to 01/07/93.





*	In view of the dispute with the Department of Social Security and State Treasury Mr Hemsley has stated that he will make no further payments on the outstanding rate arrears of $587.40 as he is of the opinion that since he should have had a Pensioner Health Benefits Card these rates should be deferred.  	



	Assessing this matter it is clear that Mr Hemsley's dispute is not with the City of Wanneroo but the State Government.  It would appear from its letter that the State Government is holding firm in refusing Mr Hemsley "pensioner" status for the period 1991/92.  This is also confirmed by the Ombudsman in his letter of 22/07/93 � refer Attachment C.



	In addition, a further complication now arises in that should Mr Hemsley refuse to pay his arrears or continue to pay his rates by progressive payments he may not even qualify for a pensioner concession this year, as he may not clear the arrears of $587 and also pay 50% of the current rates.  The Local Government Act is clear in its intent that any rate payments must firstly be allocated to rate arrears; viz �



Section 572 "Where money is paid to a Council in respect of rates imposed on rateable property, the Council shall apply the money for or towards the rates due on the rateable property in the order in which they become due".

Each year the City requests its insurance broker Alexander and Alexander Ltd to seek from various underwriters insurance cover for the forthcoming financial year.



Once again this year the market was extremely difficult with the majority of companies expressing a lack of interest in Local Government business because of the high risk factor.  With the world�wide restructure within the insurance industry, dramatic increases in premiums have resulted both in 1992/93 and 1993/94 due mainly to massive claims on overseas markets.  This worldwide "hardening" of the market is now impacting on insurance premiums on offer in Australia.



The City of Wanneroo, through its brokers, has always successfully negotiated its insurance cover with underwriters S.G.I.O. � firstly as a member of the "Local Government Insurance Pool" and following the demise of the "pool" last year, directly with the underwriter.



A developing trend in the insurance scene is the increasing emphasis on risk management strategies by the client together with an acceptance for the client to accept a greater self insurance.  To this end it will be recalled that Council undertook last year a review of its insurance cover and in particular its risk management.  A Risk Management Appraisal was undertaken by Alexander and Alexander Risk Consultants.  This Risk Management Survey identified areas which required greater attention.  In addition Council also accepted a higher level of self insurance via higher deductibles.



Attached as Attachment A is a comparative summary of the City's premiums for the 1991/92, 1992/93 and 1993/94 financial years.  The appropriate premiums have been included in Council's 1993/94 Budget.

Subsequent to that resolution, representatives of Dowd Corporate Clothing Pty Ltd have attended at the Administration Centre to display their corporate wardrobe range and to discuss related matters with staff representatives.  



Further, the Australian Taxation Office has now confirmed in writing that the cost of the initial purchase of the non�compulsory uniform as presented by Dowd will be deductible to the purchaser, the cost of subsequent replacement garments will be deductible, and the ongoing laundry/dry cleaning costs will also be deductible.



Whilst the initial purchase price of the Dowd garments is relatively high, the tax deductibility available to employees reduces the outlay to an affordable net cost.

City of Wanneroo library stock is insured in the same manner as other Council assets.



Insurance coverage required at each library is based on two thirds of the bookstock, assuming the other third is on loan at any point in time.  The insurable value is calculated using an average price determined annually by the Library and Information Service of Western Australia (LISWA).  In 1993 the average price per item was $24.66.



Council's libraries receive regular donations of second�hand paperbacks from the public.  As the automated library system now enables paperbacks to be identified separately, it no longer appears appropriate to continue insuring this stock format.  In the case of a disaster, replacements of the paperback collection would not be crucial to the library reopening.  Further, such replacement stock would be drawn from the other branches at no real cost to Council.

Council has requested that a report be considered by Finance and Administrative Resources Committee on professional indemnity at open Council meetings. 



Council's professional indemnity insurance policy provides to protect employees and Councillors for "breach of professional duty by reason of any negligent act or omission committed  or alleged to have been committed in the conduct of business".  The extent of the indemnification is $2,000,000 with a $5,000 excess.



It is to be recognised that this policy will respond to Councillors and officers in regard to a breach of professional duty.



An elected member taking part in a Council meeting is discharging a public duty.  In such circumstances the law grants members the protection of "privilege" provided they speak their mind on matters of local concern and so long as they do so honestly they will run no risk of liability for defamation.
