Trade vehicles are generally of similar specification to that required.



Generally tenders providing the low changeover and to Council specification are recommended with the following exceptions:



Tender Numbers: 018, 020 and 021�93/94



The low tender submissions of Titan Ford for these three tenders were sent by facsimile transmission and were not in the tender box by the closing time of 11.00am.



Section 5 of Council's Condition of Tender states that "at the time of closing, only those tenders in the tender box provided at Council offices will be regarded as having been received on time.  Tenders which are mailed or electronically transmitted to Council will be placed in the tender box when received.  However, no responsibility will be accepted by Council in the event that the tender is not in the tender box at the time tenders close.  Late tenders will not be accepted."



In accordance with this condition, the tenders of Titan Ford have not been considered.

With respect to the Houghton Ford submission at Tender No 20-93/94, Clause 8 of the General Conditions of Tender needs to be considered.  This clause states that at the discretion of Council, incomplete or improperly prepared tender documents may constitute grounds for rejection of tender.  Before final rejection of tender, the tenderer will be advised in writing of the reasons for the ineligibility of the tender and will be given the opportunity to clarify the tender in any respect before final consideration of all tenders received.  Houghton Motors, in accordance with the requirement, failed to complete all aspects of the tender document and in its tender documents conveyed only the net changeover cost to Council.  The Houghton Motors representative concerned has, on many previous occasions, tendered vehicles to Council and his omissions in the completion of the documents can only be interpreted as  intentional.  Any clarification has, therefore, not been requested.



The tender submission of Houghton Ford has, therefore, not been considered.



Tender No: 018�93/94



Council's specification at this tender called for the inclusion of ABS braking.  This inclusion had been called as Falcon sedans in supply since the introduction of the ABS braking have dominated the supply of Falcon sedans.  With this inclusion, therefore, the Falcon sedan is more likely to retain a higher resale value.  New Holden Commodore sedans are now offering this option.



The additional cost of ABS braking is $720 per vehicle which, when deducted from the Midway Ford tender, is $4,320 and $1,517 less than the Skipper Mitsubishi tender of a Magna V6 sedan.



The tender of Midway Ford for the supply of five Ford Falcon sedans and one Ford Falcon Station Wagon is therefore supported.



Tender No: 019�93/94



At this tender, the submission of Nuford Wanneroo meets all of the tender requirements and proves to be the low tender.  The issues relating to Titan Ford and Houghton Motors do not have any affect on the outcome and the tender of Nuford Wanneroo is recommended accordingly.



Tender No: 020�93/94



The variation shown in the Ford tenders indicates that the Midway Ford tender is non�competitive.  With the Titan Ford and Houghton Ford tenders removed, Midway Ford becomes the new lowest conforming tender and cannot, therefore, be recommended.  A recall of tender is the preferred option.



A late tender from Skipper Trucks was received but, in accordance with Council policy on late tenders, has also not been considered.

Tender No: 022�93/94



This tender called for the replacement of seven (7) one tonne vans.



Only two tenders received from Skipper Mitsubishi and Wanneroo Mitsubishi provide for the replacement of all seven vehicles.



Six other tenders as highlighted on Attachment 1 were received but the suppliers indicated they were unable to supply all vehicles in accordance with the specification.  In addition, the Ford and Mazda vehicles are not manufactured with two side doors, as per the specification.  Leederville Mitsubishi did not wish to participate in the replacement of all seven vehicles.



Tender No:  021�93/94



With the low tender of Titan Ford disqualified on the grounds of being late, the tender of Nuford is recommended.

Council is advised that notice has been received from the Receiver Managers, KPMG Pty Limited, that Matrik Bodybuilders has ceased trading and that Council accordingly will be included in its list of creditors with respect of warranty claims.



Ten of the Matrik Bodybuilders refuse compaction units are in Council's fleet of refuse trucks.  All of the units have been progressively supplied to Council between January and June 1993 and came with a twelve (12) month warranty.



Prior to the closure of Matrik Bodybuilders a number of warranty claims had been addressed and it is intended that these claims and associated costs be extrapolated over the full period of warranty for each unit.  The costs associated with the labour and material used will form the basis of the total claim.  There may also be some inherent material and/or design deficiency associated with hydraulic actuators.  In this regard, a claim against the Matrik Product Liability Insurance is being investigated.



WARRANTY



Matrik Bodybuilders is essentially a body building company and items associated with the hydraulic equipment were supplied by Rexroth Australia Pty Limited and Delta Hydraulics Pty Limited.



Rexroth Australia Pty Limited operates from a factory in Malaga WA and has confirmed that it will honour any warranty on supplied items.



Delta Hydraulics Pty Limited operates from Tasmania and is not prepared to extend any warranty on equipment as it has not received payment for the equipment supplied.  The Receiver Manager has indicated that Delta Hydraulics may be the subject of litigation in this regard.

PRODUCT LIABILITY INSURANCE



A Notice of Intent that Council intends to make a claim against the Matrik Product Liability Insurance has been lodged with the Receiver Manager.  Hydraulic actuators supplied by Delta Hydraulic Pty Limited have failed and these failures appear to be the result of some materials and/or design deficiency.  To substantiate the claim, it is necessary for certain components that have failed to be fully evaluated by an independent arbiter.  This evaluation is being progressed in conjunction with other Councils with the Matrik refuse compaction bodies, namely:

The costs associated with substantiating this claim are considered to be in the order of $25,000 and it is proposed that these costs be shared on a per unit pro rata basis with the other Councils involved.  Subject of a claim being upheld, the costs associated with the product evaluation would form part of the overall recompense.



A meeting has been convened with representatives of the above mentioned Councils in this regard and each responded positively.  Each of the representatives will report to the respective Councils for funding approval.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



in conjunction with the Cities of Melville and Gosnells and the Towns of Kwinana and Mosman Park, commissions an independent arbiter to undertake an evaluation of failed hydraulic actuator components of refuse compactor units supplied by Matrik Bodybuilders at an estimated total cost of $25,000 with Council's contribution being $12,500;

Tenders for additions and alterations to the foyer at Sorrento/Duncraig Recreation Centre closed at 11.00am on Monday 9 August 1993.  Seven tenders were received in the tender box at that time, with one facsimile tender being received late:

Option 1 included a full upgrade of electrical supply to the Recreation Centre.  Option 2 included electrical upgrade to the new foyer area only (see explanatory notes below).



The tender sums include a contingency sum of $15,000 and an allowance of $2,500 for a new building sign.



Longo Constructions has been unable to confirm its price and has withdrawn its tender.  Keith Anderson Constructions has confirmed its price.



A preliminary credit check on Keith Anderson Constructions Pty Ltd has revealed a list of summonses against the company by sub�contractors and suppliers from 1990 to the present, although the number of summonses in 1992 and 1993 has dropped enormously from their previous level, with only 2 in 1992 and the only summons in 1993 being discontinued by the plaintiff.



It must be noted that additions work of this nature requires above average supervision to achieve adequate workmanship from the tradesman involved.  A strong relationship between building contractor and sub�contractors is essential for a successful project.



EXPLANATORY NOTES



1	ELECTRICAL UPGRADE



	In the report on the design proposals for the  Centre (H10413 refers), an amount of $15,000 was included for the electrical upgrade of the building.  At this time, it was envisaged that electrical upgrade would entail a new switchboard and re�balancing of phases and possibly a new sub�main to the supply point in the Duncraig Library.  In reality, it has turned out that to meet the electrical load imposed by activities such as Blue Light Discos, the Recreation Centre needs to be separated from the Duncraig Library and have a new and larger supply cable from the Percy Doyle Reserve sub�station installed.  The electrical engineering consultants for the project estimated that this work would add between $13,000 and $15,000 to the original upgrade estimate.  This estimate has been confirmed by the tender results.  



	It must be noted that the upgrade would not be necessary if activities like Blue Light discos that require power for lighting, amplification, cooking equipment, etc were not envisaged.  As these sorts of activities will continue to occur, the tender option 2 is not a viable alternative.



2	PROTECTION OF ASSETS



	The work required for asset protection listed in the 1993/94 budget (item no BM157) is included in this tender.  



3	FIRE SEPARATION



	To bring the Sorrento/Duncraig Recreation Centre in line with the requirements of the Building Code of Australia, certain works to ensure the compliance with the Code were included in the original report (H10413 refers), namely the provision of some fire doors to maintain area separation.  Because of the requirements for the separation of areas in the event of fire, the suggested window between the new foyer and the sports hall could not be included in the works.  



	However, detailed design of the fire safety aspects of the work revealed that in addition to the fire doors for area separation, the structural integrity of the  Centre needs to be maintained.  To this end, the steel columns supporting the sports hall roof require encasing in fire resistant material and the existing high level windows above the new foyer roof need to be removed and replaced with a fire wall.



4	SECURITY



	Provision for altering the existing security system for the new layout was included in the tendered works.  However, as a result of recent events at the Centre, it is believed that duress buttons should be added to the security system.  It is proposed that these be added to the works and be paid for from the contingency sum.

Although renovation work usually requires a large contingency sum to cover the many unknowns hidden in the building fabric, in this case it is felt that the thorough investigation of the existing building during documentation has removed the bulk of the unknowns, making it possible to delete approximately 2/3 of the specified contingency sum.



SUMMARY 



Detailed design of the building based on the plan included with report H10413 revealed that to upgrade the 20 year old building would require additional costs over and above those envisaged in that report, specifically additional electrical supply mains and significantly more fire safety requirements. 



The completed works include full upgrading of asset protection requirements proposed in the 1993/94 budget.  



Staff security is considered paramount, and the completed works will include duress alarm points linked into the existing security system.  



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	accepts the tender sum of $169,000.00 from Keith Anderson Constructions Pty Ltd for the construction of additions and alterations to the Sorrento/Duncraig Recreation Centre;



2	authorises the signing of contract documents;



3	authorises the City Building Surveyor as Superintendent to the Contract to add a duress alarm point to the works and to deduct $10,000.00 from the contract contingency sum and adjust the contract sum accordingly;



4	refers the funding shortfall of $32,930.00 to the Finance and Administrative Resources Committee.

The lowest tenderer, Reliable Fencing have not previously tendered or carried out similar works for Council.



Discussion has taken place with Mr Henry the owner of this firm and he admits that he has no experience with the installation of the type of fencing required by Council.  He is also aware that his price is a lot lower than that of the other tenderers.



As a point of interest Council are advised that in the 1991/92 financial year the prices for post and rail fencing and bollards were $10.96 per metre and $8.95 per metre.  The prices submitted by Reliable Fencing are $9.50 and $7.85 respectively.



In discussions with Mr Henry I advised him that I considered that his prices were at cost without any margin for profit and he still indicated that he would still like to "attempt" to service the contract.



I also pointed out that Councils specifications for this contract were detailed and would be strictly enforced.  This does not appear to worry Mr Henry and he still wants to be considered and try to carry out the required works.

	The final asphalt wearing course was laid in late July and Main Roads WA will linemark the newly constructed section west of Alexander Drive by mid August.  Final works to be carried out during August include kerbing, additional apron works and the provision of a sump bund.



Gnangara Road/Hartman Drive Intersection, Gnangara



	This project involved widening and reconstruction at the intersection with island treatments in Hartman Drive.  The outstanding works to be undertaken during August include apron widening and minor kerbing.



Joondalup Drive Duplication (Wedgewood Drive � Lakeview Drive



	Clearing, earthworks, boxing and batter works commenced on the 28 June 1993 and are now 80% complete.  SECWA and WAWA service adjustments were undertaken in late July and have been completed.



	On 23 July 1993, the construction crew was demobilised from the site as a result of drainage redesign.  Extensive drainage works will commence towards the end of August when the redesign is finalised.

Javez Drive, Quinns Rocks



	The initial phase of this project commenced on 2 August 1993.



	The extent of works includes a manhole in Javez Drive connected by a 450mm diameter, 92 metre long mainline to a sump in the reserve.  This sump will also be constructed as part of this initial stage.



	Early indications are that the ground condition comprises a greater degree of rock than pre�project investigation had established.

	This project commenced on 21 June 1993.  To date, clearing, earthworks and sub�base construction have been completed on the public entrance road, car park access road and car park.  Drainage completed includes 77 metres of 300mm diameter pipe, 19 metres of 525mm diameter pipe, 35 metres of 600mm diameter pipe and three 2.5 metre deep precast concrete manholes.



	The construction of entrance road, car park, access road and car park will be completed to seal and hot mix stage during September/October.  The construction of the Wanneroo Road junction treatment will be undertaken on completion of all other works.



Warwick Open Space, Access Road and Car Park, Warwick



	The completion of the access road and first stage of the car park will be started during the week commencing 16 August 1993.



MISCELLANEOUS



Badgerup Tip, Access Road to Site 2



	The provision of a limestone road leading to the second stage of the rehabilitation of the Badgerup tip site was completed on 9 August 1993.



Maintenance



	Re�grading of table drains was undertaken on Wesco Road and Flynn Drive during early August.  Shoulder and road reinstatement of Old Yanchep Road and Carabooda Road were also completed during this period.



	The footpath crews have been engaged on general maintenance of slab paths long Girrawheen Avenue and Currajong Crescent.  The drainage crews have been upgrading drainage facilities in Raleigh Road (Sorrento), Eucalypt Court (Duncraig), Ellon Place (Duncraig) and Rees Drive (Quinns Rocks).



1993/94 ROAD RESURFACING PROGRAMME



	A list of proposed roads to be resurfaced is currently being prepared and will be presented to the October round of Council meetings.

B	WASTE MANAGEMENT



	The Waste Management section functioned well during July with no major problems.



	The delay in delivery of the additional recycling trucks is of concern and there has been an increase in phone enquiries on the recycling service.  The first truck is now assembled and scheduled for painting from 14 August.  It should be in the field for its test period during the week commencing 23 August.  On final approval of the first truck, it is anticipated that the remaining four trucks will be supplied on a 3 weekly cycle.  The whole of the City should be provided with a fortnightly kerbside recycling service from early December 1993.



	The market price for recyclables continues to be weak with recent advice of a major reduction in the price for HDPE plastic milk bottles.



	The LEAP Programme on promoting recycling and composting is now underway involving 15 young unemployed people.  The aim of the project is to help the participants develop the skills needed to effectively participate in the workforce whilst helping Council promote recycling and composting.  The group is currently working on a questionnaire to help find out the communities knowledge on these issues.



C	SUBDIVISIONAL DEVELOPMENT



	The status of subdivisional development within the City of Wanneroo is shown on Attachment 2.  This attachment highlights the contract value of works and associated number of lots provided for subdivisions completed this financial year, subdivisions commenced since 1 July 1992 and those subdivisions currently under or awaiting construction.

Advice has been received from Main Roads WA proposing the modification of traffic signals at the junction of Wanneroo Road/Gnangara Road, Wangara.



Main Roads WA has recorded a developing significant accident pattern at this junction which  can be resolved by construction of a left turn lane and modification to the signalisation.  Council's concurrence to the construction work, signal modifications and parking prohibitions is requested so that the project may be considered for funding under the Black Spot Programme.



The proposed left turn lane and signal installation scheme are shown on Attachment 1 with the parking prohibitions shown on Attachment 2.  The major benefit of the scheme is the reduction in rear end collisions in the left, southbound lane of Wanneroo Road.  This lane is currently shared for straight through and left turn movements.  The separate left turn lane will enable the significant left turning volumes to turn under a give way condition for most phases of the signal operation and therefore reduce queue lengths and accidents.



It has been indicated that the Main Roads will undertake all the civil construction works and signal modifications later this year, subject to land acquisition and service relocations.





RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



concurs to the proposed works at the junction of Wanneroo Road and Gnangara Road, as detailed on Main Roads Drawing No 9120�340 and as shown on Attachment 1 to Report No H10808;

SUBJECT:	PEDESTRIAN CROSSING � KINGSLEY DRIVE/DALMAIN STREET, KINGSLEY



		



A 510 signature petition has been received (Item H90709 refers) regarding the perceived safety of the guard controlled school crossing at the junction of Kingsley Drive and Dalmain Street, Kingsley.  The petitioners have indicated the following concerns:



Visibility problems occur primarily for drivers travelling north on Kingsley Drive on their approach to the roundabout.



Especially at peak time, drivers' attention is centred on the approaching roundabout and the children's crossing sign, particularly the one south of the roundabout is easily overlooked.



While drivers are negotiating the roundabout, their full attention is given to this manoeuvre and the pedestrian crossing is not seen until the last moment.



The palm in the centre, while providing a vertical aspect to the roundabout, obscures drivers' full view of the crossing guard and the extended flags when the crossing is in use.



Drivers entering the roundabout from Dalmain Street to travel north on Kingsley Drive, accelerate to get around the roundabout and once again cars are virtually on to the crossing before the crossing guard is noticed.



The poles on the western side of the crossing, where children wait on their way to school, have already been repaired since the installation of the roundabout and some damage is still evident at the moment.  Should a car fail to negotiate the roundabout safely, then children waiting for the guard to stop the traffic would be exposed to danger.



�Correct right of way procedure is not always carried out and some drivers travelling from Hepburn Avenue appear to believe they have priority at the roundabout by virtue of the fact that they are already on Kingsley Drive.



�The "Keep Left" signs on the approaches to the roundabout are at such a height as to, in certain situations, obscure the preceding cars' indicators and add confusion and uncertainty for the following drivers as they attempt to negotiate the roundabout.



Poorly sited bus stops further reduce visibility of the crossing, the roundabout and its surrounds.



It has been suggested that the guard crossing be relocated to a more visible portion in Kingsley Drive, preferably between Dalmain and Malden Street.



Guard controlled crossings are under the care and supervision (including funding) of the Police Traffic Branch.  The Police Department, in conjunction with Main Roads WA, determines the appropriateness of sites.  Council Engineering officers are involved in the process, though largely in an advisory role.



This crossing was established approximately 6�8 months prior to the installation of the roundabout.  The effectiveness of the traffic management treatments along Kingsley Drive have been the subject of a previous report (Item F10517 refers).  Council officers did arrange for the Police Traffic Branch to re�examine this site in October 1992, when the roundabout was operating.  At that time it was indicated that the crossing was operating satisfactorily and that there was no other appropriate site available.



A recent reinspection by Police Traffic Branch and Main Roads WA officers confirmed this previous opinion.  However, Main Roads WA did undertake to increase the number of roundabout advisory signs on Kingsley Drive.  All interested parties have been advised accordingly.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council advises the petition co�ordinator that the Police Traffic Branch and Main Roads WA consider the location of the guard crossing in Kingsley Drive near Dalmain Street to be satisfactory.

The Principal of the Clarkson Primary School and members of the P & C Association have expressed concern for the safety of students travelling to the school from Merriwa.



An on site meeting between school officials, Police Traffic, Main Roads WA and Council officers determined that the crossing point indicated on Attachment 1 was the most appropriate for pedestrian traffic crossing Hester Avenue from Merriwa.  However, a survey of the site indicated that the required parameters to warrant a guard controlled crossing had not been achieved.  Accordingly, the construction of a pedestrian refuge island treatment and linking footpath system is proposed to be constructed as part of the Engineering Department's minor works programme.  The Main Roads WA will support this work with the appropriate signing.



School officials have also sought Council's assistance in establishing two bus bays in Aldersea Circle.  With the banning of parking along a section of Aldersea Circle, the school bus and occasional recreational buses can gain adequate access to the school.  Currently sufficient car parking exists around the school for other users.  The proposed "NO STANDING ANY TIME, EXCEPT BUSES" prohibition in Aldersea Circle is shown on Attachment 2.





RECOMMENDATION



That Council installs "NO STANDING ANY TIME, EXCEPT BUSES" signs along the east side of Aldersea Circle, adjacent to Clarkson Primary School and opposite Hurst Trail as shown on Attachment 2 to Report No H10810.

Residents of Theba Court, Heathridge have requested further consideration on an extension along the street of the recently approved "NO PARKING" prohibitions that have been installed at the head of the cul�de�sac.  The approved prohibitions are shown on Attachment 1.



Council has considered two reports (Items H10409 and H10612 refer) on traffic flows around the Eddystone Primary School.  The fundamental strategy for relieving traffic congestion in Theba Court and Littorina Avenue relies upon establishing a car park off Eddystone Avenue, as shown on Attachment 2.  While Council has approved funds for this project, the Ministry of Education's joint contribution is dependent upon the 1993/94 State Budget Allocations.



As part of the overall existing traffic situation, any restriction on access to the school through Theba Court would affect the other access points.



In the interim, pending resolution of the car parking facilities for the Primary School, the "NO STANDING" prohibition at crossovers in Theba Court will be delineated by white lines on the roadway.  This should enable motorists to park in the designated areas without impinging upon the residents' access to their properties.

SUBJECT:	PARKING PROHIBITIONS � KENT ROAD, MARANGAROO



		



A resident of Kent Road, Marangaroo, has written to Council seeking further parking prohibitions adjacent to the Italian Community Nursing Home.  The particular area referred to in Kent Road is west of the existing embayment and extending to Boxley Grove.  Apparently, visitors to the Nursing Home have adopted the practice of parking around the road bend causing traffic congestion for the local motorists.



This matter has been brought to the attention of the Nursing Home Administrator who has indicated support for parking prohibitions in this area.



The proposed "NO STANDING ANY TIME, CARRIAGEWAY OR VERGE" prohibition, for this sector of Kent Road, is shown on Attachment 1 to this report.

The P & C Association of the Warwick Primary School has requested modifications to the existing parking prohibitions in Ellersdale Road to allow additional vehicle parking adjacent to the school frontage.



The Association seeks to have the existing "NO PARKING ON VERGE" prohibition extended westerly to cover the whole of the Ellersdale Avenue School frontage but with vehicle parking on the carriageway restored.  A separate provision for a bus bay, east of the guard controlled crossing, has also been requested.



As a guard controlled crossing has been installed in Ellersdale Avenue, the extent of on street parking near this crossing needs to be limited to allow satisfactory sight distances.  With regard to the bus bay provision, the section of "NO PARKING" east of the guard controlled crossing can be utilised for the school bus.  An informal bus stop can be installed at this location.



Generally, the amended prohibitions proposed will assist pedestrian safety and improve access to the school for vehicular traffic.  The existing and proposed parking prohibitions are shown on Attachments 1 and 2 respectively.

That Council:

Council, at its meeting in June (Item H90604 refers), referred a four signature petition from Coolibah Drive residents seeking verge parking prohibition adjacent to their properties and provision of alternative off road parking for school traffic.  It is considered that with the recent installation of a painted median and traffic island, the demand for parking at the West Greenwood Primary School will result in continued usage of the residential verges.



The view of the West Greenwood P & C Association has been sought and the Association has requested that the existing prohibitions remain along the school perimeter in Coolibah Drive.  There are significant sight distance requirements to be met for the guard controlled crossing at this location.  Accordingly, no changes are proposed to the existing prohibitions on the east side of Coolibah Drive.



The installation of a series of pedestrian refuge islands, linked by painted median strips, has constricted this road pavement for motorists, as shown on Attachment 1.  However, parking on the carriageway is still permitted except adjacent to the traffic islands.



Generally, prohibitions should relate to specify road geometry and traffic constraints.  In this context, the only additional parking prohibitions proposed near the West Greenwood Primary School are the "NO STANDING ANY TIME, CARRIAGEWAY OR VERGE" prohibitions at the intersection of Coolibah Drive and Garnkirk Road.  The existing prohibitions and proposed parking prohibition are shown on Attachments 2 and 3 respectively.  A further rationalization of the existing prohibitions, as shown on Attachment 4, is required to reflect current traffic treatments and usage for that section of Coolibah Drive around the Orkney Road junction and near the Greenwood High School.  Attachment 5 indicates the type and extent of prohibitions proposed.

Recent surveys confirm that school vehicular traffic is utilising Warrigal Way, Kiama Court, Maple Street and Madrona Crescent in preference to Coolibah Drive as access points to the schools.





RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



installs "NO STANDING ANY TIME, CARRIAGEWAY OR VERGE" signs on the west side of Coolibah Drive at the junction of Garnkirk Road, as shown on Attachment 3 to Report No  H10814;

Council, at its June meeting, referred a complaint from Mr T Richard of Edgewater about verge parking at Emerald Park to the Technical Services Committee for consideration (Item H20633 refers).



The basis of the complaint is that visitors/spectators to sporting events at Emerald Reserve park on the verge at right angles to the road.  For the average car, such a parking pattern obstructs the footpath.  As this is an offence under Council's Parking By�laws, this matter has been referred to the Security Department for attention.  It is to be noted that Wedgewood Drive, at 10m width, has sufficient capacity to allow parallel road parking whilst allowing unrestricted traffic flow.



Whilst bollards have been installed along the reserve boundary, their relocation to the kerb to prevent verge parking is estimated to cost $2,500.  Currently, no funds have been allocated for this work.  An option to improve this parking situation is to install a "NO PARKING ON VERGE" prohibition which will reinforce the need to prevent obstruction of the footpath.



Also, in view of the important traffic function of Wedgwood Drive to Edgewater and overall traffic safety, the reversing of vehicles onto the carriageway should not be encouraged.  On this basis, a verge prohibition appears warranted and the extent of the proposed "NO PARKING ANY TIME ON VERGE"   prohibition is shown on Attachment 1.



It is to be noted that should the signing of the parking prohibitions be ineffective, the City Engineer has delegated authority to install bollard verge barriers in the road reserve to complement the approved verge parking prohibitions.



The parking area for Emerald Park is remote from Wedgewood Drive and, hence, it is proposed to install "PARKING" directional signs beneath the street name plates for Tree Top Avenue and Emerald Way to help direct traffic to this facility.



RECOMMENDATION





That Council:



installs "NO PARKING ANY TIME ON VERGE" signs on the northern verge of Wedgewood Drive between Joondalup Drive and the eastern boundary of Emerald Park, Edgewater, as shown on Attachment 1 to Report No  H10815;



monitors the parking situation at Emerald Park, Edgewater.

In 1989, Standards Australia released a new standard AS1742.11 for parking signs.  The signs shown in the Standard represent a significant departure from the present use of words on signs which describe parking or standing prohibitions.  The Standard now recommends letters and numbers such as the use of "P" and "S" as abbreviations for "Parking" and "Standing" and numerals and fractions for time limits.  The signs, as shown on Attachment 1, generally reflect international standards.



Since that time, Local Governments in Western Australia have consulted and generally agreed upon the merits of adopting such a system.  It now remains for Council to amend its Parking Facilities By�laws to allow the use of the new signing.  The amendments required to the By�laws are shown on Attachment 2.  It is anticipated that this introduction will involve an extensive phasing in period of dual signing and associated publicity campaigns.

SUBJECT:	TRAFFIC CONCERNS � ELLENDALE AVENUE, HEATHRIDGE � EDGEWATER RAIL STATION



		



Residents of Ellendale Avenue, Heathridge and surrounding streets have expressed concern about the number of rail commuter vehicles being parked on the eastern side of Ellendale Avenue, on an all�day basis.  It has been indicated that this problem was foreseen at the time the Edgewater Rail Station connection was originally discussed with residents.  However, the matter was deferred pending the establishment of commuter travel and vehicular parking patterns.



In order to establish a community acceptable solution, a survey involving residents and rail commuters was undertaken.  A series of options, ranging from a ban on all vehicular parking to retaining the current situation, was put to residents and commuters through a questionnaire, as shown on Attachment 1.  The results are presented in bar chart form shown in Attachment 2.



The resident component was divided into Ellendale Avenue and nearby street residents.  A survey of rail commuters based upon an approximate sample size of 20, recognising those vehicle parking commuters, set down/pick up commuters and walking commuters, was undertaken between the hours of 3.00 � 5.00pm.



In recognition of the likely disparity of views between residents and commuters, questionnaire respondents were requested to indicate an order of preference for the various options.  The overall response indicates preference for Option 2 to allow vehicular access to Ellendale (east side).  This is considered a reasonable compromise solution.  It is to be noted that 18 Ellendale Avenue residents were surveyed with 12 responses.  Five of these responses only indicated the option to ban all parking.  A formal embayment concept, as shown on Attachment 3, would allow clearly identifiable parking areas while maintaining pedestrian safety standards.  This project is estimated to cost in the order of $18,000.  However, no funds have been allocated for this work and, therefore, the project can be listed for consideration in the Capital Road Works Forward Plan.  It is also considered that a contribution for these works should be sought from Transperth.



RECOMMENDATION







That Council:



lists in the Capital Road Works Forward Plan the construction of embayments, along the east side of Ellendale Avenue, Heathridge, at an estimated cost of $18,000, as indicated on the concept plan as shown on Attachment 2 to Report No  H10817;



seeks a 50/50 cost sharing arrangement with Transperth for the construction of embayments in Ellendale Avenue (east side) as shown on Attachment 2 to Report No  H10817

At its July meeting (Item H90736 refers) Council requested that a report be submitted on the feasibility of requesting the Main Roads WA to undertake a traffic assessment at the proposed (western) exit onto Banks Avenue from Whitfords Shopping Centre.



The approved extensions to the Whitfords City Shopping Centre incorporates an access to the south western corner connecting onto Banks Avenue.



This access is located opposite Venus Way and concerns have been expressed about the operational and traffic aspects.



At a meeting held on 16 June 1993, with representatives of the Shopping Centre present, an option, as shown on Attachment 1, was tabled for the owner's consideration.  This option prevents the right turn out movement from the Centre car park and eliminates any cross movement from or to Venus Way.  It is considered that the restriction of these movements will overcome the major traffic concerns at the Venus Way and Banks Avenue junction.



At this stage, no advice has been received from the Shopping Centre owners' regarding this proposal.  It is to be noted that in the Whitford City Shopping Centre Stage 2 Traffic Impact Statement, the location of the access opposite Venus Way was not highlighted.



The traffic report does indicate that on an overall distribution, the vehicle movements at this access point are at the lower range of flows, in relation to the other access points along Banks Avenue.



As Banks Avenue is a Local Authority Road, the Main Roads WA generally considers the traffic management aspects to be the responsibility of the Council.



However, the Department can be requested to provide advisory information on this matter.

Residents of Methuen Way, Duncraig, concerned about the amount of rail commuter traffic parking, have petitioned Council to install parking prohibitions in this street.



Methuen Way provides a pedestrian connection to the Warwick Rail Station via footbridges.  It attracts a large number of rail commuters, the vast majority of whom walk to Methuen Way.  The number of rail commuter vehicles parked along the street on an "all day" basis is small (1�10).  However, the vehicle parking practices adopted of partially using the verge does disrupt the orderly flow of pedestrian traffic.  Also the vegetation screen between Methuen Way and the Mitchell Freeway is being damaged through the off�street parking practices.



In recognition of a likely diversity of opinion between residents and rail commuters, a sample survey of both groups was undertaken.  The questionnaire is shown at Attachment 1.  Questionnaire respondents were requested to list the options on a  preference ranking.  The results of this survey are shown on Attachment 2.



A 75%, or 8 houses, response rate from affected Methuen Way residents requested the following:



ban parking on the carriageway on both sides of the street 



install a one metre wide footpath along the Eastern side of Methuen Way linking the northern and southern paths;



install lighting to the footpath;



install bollards (pine poles) between the path and kerb;

���

have approximately 9 metres of "NO STANDING" at the end of the footbridge;



retain and increase the planting on the eastern verge.

Both the walking and set down/pick up rail commuter groups expressed support for a footpath system and improved street lighting.  The latter group did, however, express concern about maintaining access to Methuen Way, particularly for the set down and pick up of school children.



With regard to the proposals suggested, the banning of parking on the eastern verge and construction of a footpath will improve pedestrian safety and access.  The estimated cost of the path is $7,000.  An amount of $10,000 is available in the Budget from Account Number 32948 � Access to Train Stations � for funding of this footpath link.



However, the banning of parking on both sides of the Methuen Way carriageway will also affect the residents' parking, including visitors. A parking prohibition on the eastern carriageway of Methuen Way will prevent all day parking but still permit vehicles to "stand" for the setdown/pick up of commuters.



It is to be noted that with this proposed parking prohibition as shown on Attachment 3, "all day" parking rail commuters may decide to park on the residential side of Methuen Way.  This situation will need to be monitored accordingly.



The matter of additional street lighting is currently under consideration by SECWA.





RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



authorises the construction of a footpath along the east side of Methuen Way at an estimated cost of $7,000 with funding from Account Number 32948 � Access to Train Stations;



installs "NO PARKING ANY TIME, CARRIAGEWAY OR VERGE" signs along the east side of Methuen Way, Duncraig as shown on Attachment 3 to Report No H10819;

Residents of Tarraji Terrace, Marangaroo, have petitioned Council (Item H90507 refers) to express their concern about the existing road network configuration in their area and future impact of traffic flows.  Their concern is principally about the established cul�de�saccing of Richenda Court (formally Berkley Road) at Highclere Boulevard and the likelihood of Tarraji Terrace experiencing a greater volume of traffic than normal.  The petitioners  seek the reopening of Richenda Court with Berkley Road (East) and the cul�de�saccing of Tarraji Terrace.



The subdivision road network configuration and existing traffic volumes are shown on Attachment 1.  The subdivision layout provides for the future extension of Highclere Boulevard to Hepburn Avenue with Berkley Road (east) planned to form a Tee junction with Highclere Boulevard.



In addition, the subdivision of the land north of Richenda Court is proposed to have an internal connecting road to Highclere Boulevard.



With this planned overall road layout established, the future traffic volumes on Tarraji Terrace are likely to be within the acceptable range for the function of this street.



It is recognised that Tarraji Terrace can provide an access for construction traffic as the subdivision develops.  However, the construction of the other proposed local roads will provide for the distribution of traffic.



As the existing road layout reflects the current subdivision development, any proposed changes to Richenda Street will affect those abutting residents.  Also, the connection of Richenda Street to Highclere Boulevard will create a four�way intersection and this is not desirable for a local road system.



While the construction of a roundabout at a four way intersection would provide traffic control, this treatment is estimated to cost $45,000.  In addition, changes to the existing drainage sump site which has been constructed in the former road reserve of Berkley Road would be required, including additional land acquisition.



On this basis, it is considered that the cul�de�saccing of Tarraji Terrace and connection of Richenda Street to Highclere Boulevard is not supported.







RECOMMENDATION



That Council, in accordance with the approved and established subdivision layout:





does not approve the cul�de�saccing of Tarraji Terrace and connection of Richenda Street to Highclere Boulevard;





advises the petitioners accordingly.

SUBJECT:	LIMESTONE QUARRY � LOTS 1 & 2 FLYNN DRIVE, NEERABUP



		



The Readymix Group has operated a limestone quarry on Lots 1 and 2 Flynn Drive, Neerabup for many years.  Since 1985, they have made a number of attempts to have the land rezoned so that it could be sold profitably.  These attempts have not been successful and Readymix wishes to continue its limestone quarry operation.  The site is immediately west of the special rural area known as Carramar Park.



The proposal addresses excavation on Lot 1 with the comment that there may be a further application affecting Lot 2, depending upon future limestone supplies.  The quarry excavation plan will give satisfactory grades on Lot 1 with no future excavation on Lot 2 allowing this proposal to stand alone.  Plans of existing and proposed contours are shown on Attachment 1.



Many residents of Carramar Park are opposed to the renewed operation of the quarry.  Concern has been expressed about noise and dust from the quarry and the retention of the old lime kilns.



The City Environmental Health Manager has evaluated the noise emission assessment for the proposal.  He has confirmed that Readymix can operate the quarry within the requirements of the Noise Abatement (Neighbourhood Annoyance) Regulations, provided the crusher is located per figure two of the Noise Emission Assessment.



The quarry is located west of some properties in Carramar Park.  This is of concern during summer months when strong south westerly winds could carry dust onto the adjoining properties.



Readymix proposes a number of dust control measures that represent current industry practice.  In addition, it has undertaken to stage its activities so that excavations with potential to impact on neighbours will be restricted to the wetter months.



There are several old lime kilns on Lot 1.  Readymix have agreed not to disturb them pending any future decision on their heritage value.  The final contour plan provides gently sloped mounding around the kilns.



There has been an ongoing antagonism between the residents of Sublime Glades, Tranquil Drive and the quarry on Lots 1 and 2 Flynn Drive, Neerabup.  Apparently when the subdivision was originally sold, the quarry was not active and residents were told by the selling agent that it would never be used again.



In 1987, the main quarry activity in the area was transferred to Lot 22 Flynn Drive.  Readymix had won the contract from the State Government to operate the quarry and stated that it would relocate its quarry activities from Lots 1 and 2 onto Lot 22, which it did.  Readymix tried to sell Lots 1 and 2 but due to the problems incurred getting the land rezoned, was unable to do so.  The contract on Lot 22 expires next year.  Readymix may not get the new contract and, therefore, wishes to secure the option of using the quarry on its own land.



The long term structure plan for the area provides for Flynn Drive to be realigned through the northern edge of the quarry and then westwards across Wanneroo Road to the Freeway.  This would require excavation in the north east portion of Lot 1, similar to the proposed quarry work but at public expense.  The impact on the adjoining properties would be similar.



The issue of road maintenance contribution is still being negotiated.  A rate of $0.04 per bank cubic metre has been requested.



Conclusion



Readymix, in its submission, has demonstrated that it can operate a quarry on Lot 1 Flynn Drive, Neerabup without significant detrimental impact upon the adjoining properties.  The quarry activity will create a gently sloping landscape suitable for a range of future uses and the future realignment of Flynn Drive.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



approves the application by CSR Limited, trading as The Readymix Group, to commence development of the limestone quarry on Lot 1 Flynn Drive, Neerabup in accordance with the provision of its Town Planning scheme, subject to:



	the use of the land for quarrying purposes, ceasing by 30 August 1995 unless a further approval is granted by Council;



	maintaining a water allocation or secure water supply for dust control;



	all fuel storage on site being in approved underground tanks or in above ground tanks on a bunded, hardstanding area that will contain any leaks and being constructed in accordance with the Water Authority of Western Australia's specification for temporary, small, elevated, flammable liquid (hydrocarbons) installations in underground water pollution control areas;



	submission of an annual updated site contour plan and rehabilitation report;



	the applicant entering into an agreement with the City of Wanneroo, under Section 85 of the Road Traffic Act, to pay the City of Wanneroo a road charge contribution for each cubic metre of material removed from the site for extraordinary expenses for repairing and maintaining roads under its care in the neighbourhood of the proposed excavation at the rate of $0.04 per cubic metre. A report was requested on the feasibility of moving the grand piano presently located at the Arts Centre, Civic Drive, Wanneroo to the Function Room at Joondalup Administration Building, item H40719 refers.



Several removal firms were contacted and requested to give a quotation for this work.  No firm was prepared to view the piano in its current and proposed locations.  Prices offered ranged from $200 to $450 for transfer and carrying it up the stairs to the third floor, or for transfer using cranage to lift it to the third floor.



Whitford Piano Services which tunes the Yamaha G2 grand piano advise that it weights approximately 350kg and would need to be retuned following relocation.



Council will be aware that storage space on the third floor is at a premium.  A suitable location is in the Function Room, however there are a number of functions each year which would be limited by the piano.  If the piano is relocated, provision of a covering or screening to protect from damage during citizenship ceremonies, suppers and the like would be necessary.  The estimate of cost is $400.

Letters of request have been received from the Yanchep/Two Rocks Recreation Association seeking heating to the ground floor hall area.  The concern expressed is that without heating the Centre is too cold for use in winter especially by the mainly pensioner clientele who use the Centre in the evenings.



Councils electrical contractor, Wanneroo Electrics, has indicated that the 16mm diameter mains supply which services the Centre offers some 60 amps per phase, resulting in approximately 180 amps total supply which is considered normal to this size of building.



Should the ground floor hall be electrically heated, it would require the supply and installation of (4) wall mounted, Expelair WH30 fans.  The cost of this installation would be $1,700.00. As each of these fan heaters draw 3KV the power draw would be too much for the electrical installation given that other electrical equipment which would also be in use during the evenings.  



A mains power upgrade to the building would be necessary if Council was to proceed with the option of area heating to the hall and other rooms in the Centre.  



An estimate of cost for the mains power upgrade to the building would be $7,000.00 additional to the cost of supply and installation of heating fixtures.



The capital cost for this type of installation is generally a once off expenditure regardless of the amount expended.  What needs to be borne in mind is that the operating cost for power consumption will be on�going and forever a draw on Councils limited funds.  The cost to run the four WH30 Expelair fans would be $2.10 for every hour the heaters are in use. 



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	agree to the mains power upgrade for the Yanchep/Two Rocks Recreation Centre and the installation of area heating to the Centre ground floor hall;



2	subject to the user groups lodging funding to cover this work before any work is to proceed.

BACKGROUND



The area of the proposed outbuilding is 27.4 square metres and the area of the existing outbuilding is 60.5 square metres. The applicant, who is a Minister of Religion, has indicated that the second outbuilding will initially be used for storage and eventually as a hobby area. The written favourable comments of all the affected adjoining owners have been submitted.



The structure will be of a steel framed  and metal clad construction. Although Council's Policy restricts the area of outbuildings in residential areas, there is no restraint in the building regulations. There is a provision in the Residential Planning Codes that fifty percent of the lot area must be open space. This application meets those requirements.

Friends group numbers would be eligible for the limited number of places in a Bush Regeneration Course being co�sponsored by the Greenplan and the EPA.  This course would equip Friends groups with the skills and knowledge to undertake projects at bushland reserves.

INTRODUCTION



At its meeting on 26 June 1993, Council resolved to serve a Notice on the owners of the above property requiring the removal of a transportable dwelling from Lot 218 (7) Gretel Court, Two Rocks, due to a number of complaints received from property owners in the Two Rocks district (H90643 refers).  The owner has appealed against Councils requirements. 



BACKGROUND



On 11 March, 1993, an application to transport and re�erect a second hand dwelling from Lancelin to the property was submitted.

A fee of $100.00 was paid and an inspection was carried out. The owner was advised that the dwelling was suitable for transportation.



On 3 May, 1993, an application for approval to commence development for two grouped dwellings to be erected on the property was received and approval was given on 2 June 1993. The approval is valid for 24 months (see Attachment 'A').



On 3 May, 1993 an application was also submitted for a building licence. The plans indicated that a brick veneer outer wall and a new roof was to be provided. Local Government Building Notes 48 and 49 from the Director of Local Government Services indicated that second hand dwellings should be accepted by Councils and such buildings were to be brought up to standard in accordance with the requirements of the Building Code of Australia



The building licence was prepared for issue and in accordance with standard procedure a letter was sent to the builder advising him that the licence was ready for collection and validation. A standard public relations letter was also sent to the owner advising that a licence had been prepared for issue.



The owner was advised by the builder that he could arrange for the dwelling to be transported to the site, which was done so on 17 June,1993.   



On the morning of 18 June, 1993, the builder lodged a letter with Council cancelling his involvement with the project.  The building licence had not been issued.  On the same afternoon the City Building Surveyor and his deputy inspected the site and the transportable dwelling. 



Workmen were on site and they were advised that no further work was to be carried out as a building licence had not been issued. It was considered prudent to permit completion of the stumping of the building because at that time it was perched on the transporter's 'jacks'.



On 25 June, 1993, the owner and a second builder lodged another application for a building licence for the same two grouped transportable dwellings. They were advised that approval could be delayed because of complaints received from adjoining owners.



The owners have also lodged an application for an inspection to be carried out of an existing dwelling in Kalamunda. On payment of the inspection fee, a building surveyor is obliged to inspect the dwelling to assess if it is suitable for relocation. The owners have been advised that even if the assessment indicates the building is suitable to be transported, the building is not to be relocated until a building licence is issued.

 

NOTICE



Acting on Council's direction of 26 June, 1993, Council's solicitors were requested to prepare a Notice, for service on the owners, under Section 401 (1)(c) of the Local Government Act, requiring that the unauthorised structure be removed from the property. The Notice was served by certified mail on 1 July,1993. The Notice also advised the owners that the Notice was subject to their right of Appeal to the Minister for Local Government (see Attachment 'B').



APPEAL AND RESPONSE



The owners have lodged an Appeal with the Minister of Local Government. In accordance with accepted practice, the Minister has requested response to a number of questions dealing with the matter in order that he may consider the Appeal.  The Departments request for information and a copy of the Appeal is attached (see Attachment C).  The response has been prepared for Councils consideration (see Attachment 'D').



The City Building Surveyor has sought the Minister's approval for an extension of the time which is normally given for a response in order that Council approval can be given.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council approve the draft response to the Department of Local Government (see Attachment D) in respect to the Appeal against Council's Notice served on the owners of Lot 218 (7) Gretel Court, Two Rocks, requiring the removal of the transportable building from that property.
