Quinns Rocks Bowling Club � $23,500



Councillors will recall the history relating to this account.  In short, Council entered into an arrangement with the Club to loan it $30,000 following a misappropriation of a $60,000 grant of which a part refund of $30,000 had been effected.  The loan arrangement required the Club to pay by 31 July each year $6,500, plus interest, for a 4 year period and the remaining $4,000 in one payment, plus interest.  The Club met its obligation to the first payment on 31 July 1994.

�

When the Club did not meet its 31 July 1995 obligation, it requested a meeting with the Mayor.  At a subsequent meeting with the City Treasurer, Councillor Waters and Councillor O'Grady, the Club's audited financial statements to 31 March 1995 were presented and discussed.  These statements will be presented at the Finance and Community Services Committee Meeting on 14 August 1995.  These statements reflect the Club in a very poor light.  In view of this, and given Council's exposure, it is suggested Council's Finance and Community Services Committee meets with the Club's representatives and discusses its future and what remedial action has been undertaken to correct the Club's financial position.

Council granted a new lease at $1.00 per annum on the clubroom effective 1 November 1994.  The Club paid $999.99 on 11 April 1995 and $1,000.00 on 8 May 1995 towards clearing this account.

Council accepted the Club's proposal in relation to the payment of its account i.e. maintain the $500.00 weekly payments and pay 50% of the debt by 31 May 1994 with the balance to be paid by approximately 30 September 1994.  The Club paid the $500.00 weekly payments for May and July 1994 and a lump sum payment of $10,000.00 in June 1994.  No payments have been received since July 1994.

The Club advised that it was experiencing extreme difficulty in maintaining the then current lease payments ($18,272.00 per annum).



Note:  The new lease fee effective 1/7/95 is $19,368.00.



The Club met with Council representatives on 6 June 1995 and discussed issues relating to the Club and the various alternatives available.  It was resolved that a working party be formed between representatives of the Club, City Recreation and Cultural Services Department and Treasury Department, to examine ways to better rationalise the use of the Kingsway Football clubrooms and ground.  Club paid $2,905.41 (commercial refuse charges October 1993 to May 1995 $1,538.25, ground fees 1994 $788.00 and utility charges $579.16) on 10 July 1995.



In accordance with the above, a meeting was held with the President and Secretary/Treasurer of the Wanneroo Football and Sporting Club on 27 June 1995 to gauge its views to the concept of ground/facility sharing with other sporting organisations/clubs.  The outcomes of the meeting were as follows:�

SUMMARY



Council is advised of a complaint regarding a foreign object found in a meat pie manufactured and sold at Bonza Pies, Whitfords City Shopping Centre, Hillarys.



BACKGROUND



Investigation by a Environmental Health Officer revealed that the object was a length of metal which had broken away from a whisk used in the preparation of the food.   Council's Analyst Inman & Farrel have described the object as a thin metal rod or thick wire measuring approximately 23mm in length and 2.6mm in diameter.



Under Section 246 of the Health Act a person who either prepares for sale or sells food that is:



	a)	Unfit for consumption by man;



	b)	adulterated, or



	c)	damaged, deteriorated or perished, commits an offence.





RECOMMENDATION



That Council in accordance with the provisions of the Health Act 1911 initiates legal proceedings against the proprietors of Bonza Pies, Shop 33 Whitfords City Shopping Centre, Whitford Avenue, Hillarys WA in respect of Sample No:68c.

SUMMARY



Council, at its meeting on 27 April 1994, adopted the recommendation of the Historical Sites Advisory Committee that an assessment be undertaken of the former Council building at 935 Wanneroo Road, to determine its historical significance.



Subsequently, an assessment was made of the building by Martinick Management Services Pty Ltd, and considered at the Historical Sites Advisory Committee meeting on 17 August 1994.



Unfortunately, through an oversight, the recommendation made at this meeting was overlooked and not put forward to Council.



DETAIL



Martinick's conclusion on assessment was that:



"the former Shire office building at 935 Wanneroo Road is of high value to the local community and it is worthy of preservation.  In order to maintain the aesthetic value of the property, the foyer area (and gallery) space remain intact, as this is typical of the minimalist style of architecture.  If there are future additions, then these should be in keeping with the architecture and made to the south west side of the building".



The Historical Sites Advisory Committee agreed that the building was of great value to the local community and, at its meeting on 17 August 1994 recommended it be included in the Municipal Inventory of Heritage Places.



RECOMMENDATION

Council will recall that over the past two years negotiations and discussions have been undertaken with clubs that have contributed towards the capital cost of their "home" facility.  The purpose of this exercise was to simplify the administration of ongoing contributions required for maintenance and operating costs, and allow the clubs to plan their budgets accordingly.  Several reports have previously been submitted on this matter, and the new process has generally been well received.



In essence, the new process is summarised as follows.



1	Clubs/groups which have contributed towards the capital cost of providing a facility are granted a "licence to occupy" for hours in proportion to their initial contribution (previously, application was made on an annual basis via a Facility Hire Form).



2	The licence fee for each club is now based on the annual cost of operating their respective facilities (proportional to original contribution) averaged over the preceding three years, or life of the facility (whichever is shorter).  This amount is reviewed each year in consideration of the CPI (Perth all groups).



3	Clubs have also been given the opportunity to review their actual booking requirements (ongoing) so their proportional contribution can be adjusted accordingly (this arrangement works downwards only).  This approach has allowed clubs that made an initial contribution entitling them to more hours than they need, to decrease their ongoing liabilities.



The Kingsley/Woodvale Senior Cricket Club contributed $20,000 towards the capital costs of the additions to Kingsley Clubrooms.  This contribution equates to 13.8% of the total cost of this project, and entitles them to access this facility 13.8 hrs per week, 52 weeks of the year (a total of 717.6 hours per year).  As is usually the case with seasonal clubs, however, they restructure this entitlement over twenty four weeks (ie, summer season) and use between 25 to 30 hours per week.



Whilst the methodology for applying Council's policy regarding "Clubrooms on Reserves" has been modified, the essential spirit of the policy has not changed.  The original policy is reproduced in Attachment 1.  The Kingsley/Woodvale Senior Cricket Club claims, however, they were not informed of Council's policy in this regard.  It has been the practice to hold initial meetings with clubs and issue them with a copy of Council's policy in the very early part of the negotiation process.  I am confident that staff adopted this procedure in the initial negotiations with this club.



They also maintain they were informed they would not have to contribute fees on an ongoing basis.  They claim to be of the understanding their original capital contribution would "buy" them tenure in the proportions previously listed.



An impasse has resulted. The Kingsley/Woodvale Senior Cricket Club has a current outstanding debt of $2,197.99, which will be compounded by accounts raised for the forthcoming season.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	advises the Kingsley/Woodvale Senior Cricket Club that the outstanding account of $2,197.99 remains due and payable, and reaffirms with the club the standard policy in regard to the provision of "Clubrooms on Reserves"; and,

The staff at Aquamotion Wanneroo have recently received a request from the proprietor of the "Wanneroo Coffee Lounge" seeking access to the kiosk area for commercial preparation of food to supply  a large local business.



At present, the kiosk area is vacant and is only utilized during special events and summer peak periods.  There is no income generated from the kiosk at any time other than these peak time openings.



The applicant has agreed that, if granted permission to access the kiosk facilities, limited service could be offered to Aquamotion patrons during food preparation times.  Council would receive a commission on the sale of these products.



It is suggested that, as there is not a commercial hire fee for the kiosk area, the Recreation Facilities Manager be authorised to negotiate with the applicant to determine a realistic "Licence to Occupy" fee.



The hire of the kiosk will be undertaken in consideration of normal facility hire conditions.



Council's Environmental Health Department has advised they have no concerns with this proposal and the applicant will be responsible for ensuring that the appropriate health criteria are ensured.

SUMMARY



Since its establishment in 1993, the Mural Arts Programme has been a highly successful component of Council's strategy to reduce the incidence of graffiti in the municipality.



This report details the activities of the Programme in 1994/95 and plans for the forthcoming year.



DETAIL



The Mural Arts Programme objectives include:



*	provision of legal urban sites in the form of bus shelters and underpasses to reduce illegal graffiti within the municipality;



*	development of artistic talent;



*	aesthetic enhancement of main roads within the City of Wanneroo;



*	provision of opportunities to utilise art as a tool to unite groups and eliminate barriers.



During 1994/95 the Mural Arts Programme:



*	completed murals by local young people on five Marmion Avenue bus shelters;



*	completed a demonstration mural on a Duncraig underpass.  This was developed by three visiting European artists.  The process assisted in educating the local community regarding specific artistic skills and urban art sub�culture;



*	developed a comprehensive mural on a Joondalup basketball court by various local young people;

*	facilitated a series of weekly community consultation workshops through the Whitfords Youth Information Centre (formerly Cloud 9);



*	undertook various presentations to schools and tertiary institutions;



*	facilitated brokerage of private commissions for urban artists through consultation.



In the 1995/96 Budget, the sum of $20,000 has been listed for mural arts development of underpasses and a further $20,000 for bus shelter murals.



The abovementioned funds also include additional strategies that will enhance the programme's effectiveness.  The programme incorporates:



*	mural development on bus shelters and underpasses along Marmion Avenue, Whitfords Avenue and Wanneroo Road;



*	weekend workshops targeting beginner, intermediate and advanced level urban artists.  This will be co�ordinated from Anchors Youth Centre by a professional urban artist;



*	presentations to community groups, schools and tertiary institutions;



*	publication of a booklet to market the programme.



At its meeting on 28 June 1995, Council received a report concerning a booklet to market the programme (Item No. B102�06/95 refers).  The Mural Arts Programme attracts considerable interest throughout Australia with many requests for information.



The booklet will play a key role in marketing the programme and its objectives through these mediums.  It aims to:



*	outline the history of the  Mural Arts Programme and promote it to the broader community;



*	provide guidelines for establishing mural arts programmes;



*	inform arts and government agencies nationwide interested in establishing a mural arts programme.



Art work and typesetting for the booklet is near completion.  Costs of various printing options are outlined below.

The Cultural Development Advisory Committee, at its meeting on 17 July 1995, endorsed a proposal to award scholarships for young City of Wanneroo artists to attend the Gallery Art School and a process to determine the scholarships.  This report details the recommended process.



Nominations



In October each year a letter would be sent to the principal of every primary and high school, marked to the attention of the arts teacher, seeking nominations for the scholarship.  It is considered nominations should be proposed by the school rather than the individual, to help maximise the number of nominations.



The cost of the scholarship is $150 per term, or $450 per year.  The Gallery Art School has indicated it would be acceptable to nominate four artists, one for each school term, to attend at the discounted rate.  In view of this it is proposed a maximum of four scholarships be awarded, one for each term.



Eligibility



An artist should only be eligible to receive one scholarship each year.



The age range is 11 to 16 years, being the age determined by the Gallery Art School for the programme.



Applicants must be residents of the City of Wanneroo.



Assessment Criteria



Each nomination should contain:



.	brief Curriculum Vitae;



.	photographs of two examples of recent art work;



.	statement of why artist wishes to attend the Gallery School and the anticipated benefits;



.	statement on how skills and knowledge obtained will be passed on to other artists at the school;



.	letter of recommendation from the school.



Nominations should be assessed on:



.	potential benefit to the applicant's artistic development;



.	artistic excellence of applicant;



.	flow�on benefit to fellow student artists.



Assessment Procedure



The Cultural Development Fund Peer Assessment Panel would assess the applications and recommend to Council who should be awarded scholarships.



The assessment would be carried out in October of each year for the following calendar year.  The Art Gallery should, by then, have finalised artist and programme details.  This information would be included in the letter to schools seeking nominations.  Artists could then nominate a preferred programme being offered by the Gallery Art School.



Evaluation



Each artist awarded a scholarship should be required to submit a brief report within four weeks of completion of the programme outlining what they did and what they have gained from the experience.



Funding



Funds for the scholarship should be made available through the Cultural Development Fund.  This would not necessitate additional support from Council; however, the Cultural Development Fund guidelines would need to be altered:



.	match funding on a cash dollar for dollar basis;



.	fund is targeted at community based groups and organisations operating on a "not for profit" basis.



The inclusion of the scholarship as a separate category within the fund would accommodate the required changes,  these being: applications by individuals; and Council meeting the full cost of entry to the Gallery Art School programme.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	establishes a category within the Cultural Development Fund for the Gallery Art School Scholarships;



2	amends the guidelines for the Cultural Development Fund accordingly; and



3	endorses the assessment procedure and criteria for the Gallery Art School Scholarships.

A letter has been received requesting a 50% reduction of hire fees for the Yanchep�Two Rocks Recreation Centre (Lower Hall) for this event.



DETAIL



The Chess Association has held this event at the Yanchep�Two Rocks Recreation Centre for several years and found it to be an excellent venue.  It is anticipated that a large number of junior and senior members will enter the competition, as well as many families participating in the family promotion day.



The Chess Association of WA Inc. has booked Yanchep�Two Rocks Recreation Centre (Lower Hall) from 8.30am � 7.30pm at a cost of $20.10 per hour ($221.10).



This type of group would not normally qualify for a reduction of hire fees as it does not satisfy the criteria for Council's Policy in this regard.  However, Council did choose to reduce the hire fees by 50% last year for the same event (Item I40420 refers).



RECOMMENDATION

SUMMARY



A request has been received from Agora Marketing for a refund of hire fees ($130) paid for Dorchester Hall, Warwick.  The request stems from several alleged disruptions to the groups usage of this particular venue because of water leakage and problems with the heating system (Attachment 1 refers).



BACKGROUND



Agora Marketing hired Dorchester Hall for two courses during May,  June and July of this year.  They met once a week for two hours on Thursday evenings.  On the first occasion (May 18) a problem was experienced with water leakage.  Building Department,  following notification from the Recreation and Cultural Services Department acted immediately.  After investigation it was discovered that water was leaking through the louvre windows located at the apex of the roof.  It is also worth noting that this particular date was an extremely stormy night with the first heavy rains of the season.  At Dorchester Hall the louvres are protected by a generous overhang but if the wind is from the South�West,  water can be blown through the gaps between louvres and between the louvres and the frame.  While louvres are known to allow water ingress,  its not a common occurrence.  There was a similar problem with water leakage on June 8 which Building Department rectified. At this point Agora Marketing was offered a number of alternative venues by Council which they declined.



Over the next three subsequent weeks,  Agora Marketing reported a number of problems with the gas heater in Dorchester Hall. Building Department again acted with a degree of urgency to correct the problems with the heating system and informed Agora Marketing's representative of this (Attachment 2 refers).



ASSESSMENT



It is felt that it would be appropriate to refund this group hire fees for the first two incidents of water leakage as a goodwill gesture.  However the remaining incidents involving the heating system while extremely unfortunate,  were largely out of Council's control in that they were unforeseeable items of system failure and appropriate action was taken at the time.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council agrees to refund Agora Marketing, hire fees to the value of $52 for the use of Dorchester Hall,  Warwick on 18 May and 8 June 1995 as a goodwill gesture for the inconvenience suffered.

GENERAL



The books of account for the City for the 1994/95 financial year have been finalised.



The Operating Statement compiled in accordance with AAS27, both by function and nature, are appended on pages 1 and 2.  The Cash Flow Statement compiled in accordance with the requirements of AAS28 is appended as page 3.  The Municipal Fund Summary of Financial Activity is attached on pages 4 � 6 inclusive.



General purpose income (untied government grants and rates) is shown on page 7.  Rating details are shown on pages 8 and 9.



The Financial Statements and Council's financial records will now be submitted to Council's auditor for the annual audit, following which the Annual General Meeting of Electors will be conducted.



In broad terms, the 1994/95 financial year was a very successful one, with revenue gains in interim rates and interest earnings outstripping expectations by $1.1M and $1.6M respectively.



Cost savings in most areas also assisted Council in turning the year with a carried forward balance of $17.3M, of which $12.2M was for carried forward municipal fund works.  This left $5.1M to cushion the 1995/96 rate increase.  This sizeable balance enabled Council to fulfil its 1995/96 works programme without resorting to borrowing funds.



RATES



Rate collection at 30/6/95 was $43.1M, leaving $2,063,065 outstanding, of which $962,457 was for pensioners.  This represented a 95.4% rate increase, leaving 4.6% to be collected.  Given that $1.9M was raised in interim rates during the year, the collection rate was commendable.

CULTURAL SERVICES



MULTICULTURAL ARTISTS AND GROUPS



East Timorese



Discussions have taken place with representatives of the WA East Timorese young people to discuss recreational facilities and cultural services of the City.  The group has been assisted in writing a grant application to the Australia Council (Federal Government's arts funding and advisory body) under the Special Priority Quick Response programme for a contemporary youth band.



The emerging ethnic group has a total population of approximately 800 living over metropolitan Perth areas with substantial numbers living in Balga, Girrawheen and Marangaroo.  The group has access to Northern Suburbs Migrant Resource Centre.



Cambodian Community



A meeting has been held with Mr Chan Thay, spokesperson of the Cambodian Contemporary Band, to discuss developing a grant application to Australia Council and the Lotteries Commission.  The grant will be used to employ a Cambodian musician and teacher to conduct a series of music workshops and to buy musical instruments for the band.



Iraqui Artist



Liaison with an Iraqui theatre director has been undertaken to discuss employing an artist to initiate community arts projects.  The project proposal will be submitted to City of Wanneroo, Healthway and Australia Council for support and sponsorship.



HERITAGE



Promotional Brochure



A coloured promotional brochure on Council's historic sites, homestead and museums has been produced.  The brochure features a brief resume and photographs covering Gloucester Lodge Museum, Cockman House, Buckingham House, Perry's Paddock, Wanneroo Road Museum, the 10th Light Horse, Lake Joondalup and Yaberoo�Budjara Heritage Trails, and the Wanneroo Local Studies Collection.  These have been distributed to Council's Libraries and Recreation Centres.

YOUTH SERVICES



Volunteer Training Programme



Council's second annual Volunteer Training Programme was recently completed by 22 participants.



The Volunteer Training Programme was designed to assist volunteers working with young people develop skills and an understanding of youth issues.



Participants considered the programme very useful and have approached local youth organisations to utilise their skills.



The success of the Programme was due, in part, to the support of the many organisations which contributed to the specialist seminars, including: Youth Legal Service; Alcohol and Drug Authority; Samaritans; the Volunteer Centre; Community Skills Training Centre; Youth Link; Select Events; Sexual Assault Referral Centre; and Youth Work Studies, Edith Cowan University.



WRYSCC � Mobile Youth Service Working Party



Assistance was provided in developing a submission to continue funding two detached youth workers from the Ministry of Justice.



The Ministry has recently announced the submission has been successful, with funding up to June 1996.



The project will be sponsored by Wanneroo Youth Activities Centre with the two youth workers centred around Joondalup and in other areas of high need.



RECREATION SERVICES



CLUB DEVELOPMENT



A "Club Resource Kit" is currently being compiled to further develop clubs within the City of Wanneroo.  Areas covered include: club administration/committee issues; promotion and marketing; sponsorship and fund raising; financial management, legal issues, managing volunteers; and coaching.



Resource information will be gathered from the Ministry of Sport and Recreation, State Sporting Associations, the Sports Federation and recent publications (journals/books).



Clubs will be charged a minimal fee to cover photocopying and printing of kit information.  It is anticipated the Kit will be launched in November this year.

The Sorrento Bowling Club has agreed, in principal, to incorporate a Croquet Club within its bowling operations.  The Croquet Club and a bowling club sub�committee are currently designing a proposal to submit to the full membership of the bowling club for their endorsement.  The croquet club is currently fund raising and seeking sponsors to establish one croquet court at Sorrento.



WARWICK BOWLING CLUB



It is anticipated two bowling greens will be established this financial year.  Negotiations with the user groups based at the clubrooms at Warwick Open Space will be held in the near future to accommodate all user groups.



SPECIAL PROJECTS



Be Active on Your Bike



A $3,500 sponsorship has been successfully secured from Healthway to produce the "Be Active on Your Bike" Coastal Cycle Guide and to host two "Be Active on Your Bike" � come and try cycle events.  Arrangements are well in hand, with the launch and events anticipated in October/November 1995.

Bookings were initiated during July for the Term 3 Leisure Program courses to be  run from both the Gumblossom Community Centre and the Yanchep/Two Rocks Recreation Centre.  It is hoped that the community response will continue to grow for these community courses.



General Recreation



The month of July was important for recreation in the North Ward as it highlighted the opening of the Jenolan Way Community Centre and the upgraded Craft Hall at the Gumblossom Community Centre. SUMMARY



The Minister of Sport and Recreation will make $8 million available for the second round of the Community Sporting and Recreation  Facilities Fund (CSRFF) in the 1996/97 financial year.



Local Government bodies and legally constituted, non�profit making clubs and community groups are invited to submit applications for funding to make modifications and additions to existing facilities and to construct new ones.  A third of the total cost of the project may be funded by the State Government and this must be matched by the applicant's own cash contribution to the project, with other funding bodies being sourced as required.



DETAIL



The procedure for making grant applications from the CSRFF:



.	potential applicants contact the Ministry of Sport and Recreation (MSR) to discuss the project and its eligibility for funding;



.	applicants then  contact Council (Recreation and Cultural Services Department) to further discuss the project and to obtain a "CSRFF Applicants Kit";



.	Council's Recreation Officer will be available to assist applicants in completing the submissions;



.	applications to be submitted to Council by 6 October 1995;



.	Council to prioritise all projects to be built within its municipality, regardless of whether it is contributing funds to the project or not;



.	Council to lodge all applications with the Ministry of Sport and Recreation by 6 November 1995;



.	Minister announces approved applications on 28 February, 1996.



Grants will be available in the 1996/97 financial year or in 

another financial year nominated by the applicant.



Council will be notified of the successful applicants in early March and funds, where appropriate, will be listed for consideration in the 1996/97 draft budget.
