CITY PLANNER'S REPORT recommended that Council:





1	does not close the pedestrian accessway between Lots 550 and 551 Moffat Place and the Warwick Train Station;





2	accepts Westrail's offer to install lockable gates, surveillance cameras and security light beams and undertakes a 6 months trial in conjunction with Westrail;





3	at the conclusion of the trial period an assessment be made in conjunction with Westrail and the Department of Land Administration, and a further public meeting be convened to report on the trial;





4	requests the Department of Land Administration to reserve the land within the accessway for access with vesting in the City;





5	seeks the Hon Minister for Local Government's approval under Section 529 paragraph (e) of the Local Government Act to spend $5,800 to install bollard lighting in the accessway;





6	authorises the expenditure of $5,800 in accordance with Section 547(12) of the Local Government Act for improving lighting within the Moffat Place pedestrian accessway;





7	list for budget consideration an amount of $30,000 for the improvement of lighting within pedestrian accessways which are not to be closed following Council consideration.
