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BACKGROUND





At its meeting on 26 June 1996 Council authorised the Chief Executive Officer to recommend an independent facilitator and submit quotes on the costs of a suitable venue, to undertake the development of a City of Wanneroo strategic plan.



This report summarises action in response to that resolution.





DETAIL



Project Facilitation



The new Local Government Act requires local governments to prepare and adopt a strategic plan.  Many local governments commenced preparation of a strategic plan shortly after release of the draft Bill and as a result, the industry now has a broad experience of the many strategic planning consultants and facilitators in the marketplace.  



In selecting a facilitator for the City strategic planning exercise, discussion was had with the CEO and senior officers of a number of local authorities.  Copies of their strategic plans were obtained and examined for methodology, readability and relevance.  In a number of instances, valuable lessons were learned in the process of plan development.  



One of the most outstanding examples of strategic plan development, incorporating considerable consultation with elected members, staff and the community, was found at the Shire of Mundaring.  The CEO of the Shire, Max Williams, extends generous credit to the facilitator of the project, Dr Liz Pattison.  Dr Pattison has a wealth of experience in corporate and strategic planning and in recent times, has facilitated the development of plans for the Councils of Stirling, Subiaco, Gosnells, Kalamunda and Victoria Park.  

�

Other related consultancy projects recently completed by Dr Pattison include clients such as the Public Sector Management Office, the Public Sector Standards Commission, the Department of State Revenue, the Department of Transport, the WA Police Department and the RAC Group.



Dr Pattison was therefore approached to discuss how Wanneroo might utilize her expertise in this area.  Following discussion with Dr Pattison, and having considered the experience of  local authorities that have availed themselves of Dr Pattison services, it is evident that Dr Pattison is most capable of responding to Council needs in this area.  



In the course of discussion with Dr Pattison,  a project methodology was developed for the conduct of a strategic planning exercise at Wanneroo.  



The process includes:



? education sessions for councillors and senior management;

? one�on�one interviews with councillors and senior management;

? workshops with councillors and senior management to �

      � establish vision and direction for Wanneroo, and

      � establish Principal Activities and Strategies;

? workshops with managers and senior staff to develop Action  	

  Plans;

? preparation of Strategic Plan documentation;

? invitation of public comment; and

? preparation of final documentation.





COMMENT



Dr Pattison has the necessary qualifications, experience and interpersonal skills to facilitate the development of the City strategic plan.  The process outlined is considered realistic, however it will require commitment by both elected members and senior management to yield the most valuable results within the given timeframe.  



The project timetable indicates completion by the end of December 1996, with the total number of consulting hours being in the vicinity of 106 hours at $150 per hour ($15,900).  Funds were allocated by Council in the 1996/97 Budget in the Professional Retainer/Consultancy Fees account of the Administration Department �Executive Services for the Strategic Planning exercise.  Accordingly, Dr Pattison has been engaged to undertake the first phase of the project in order that the project may proceed according to schedule.  Council endorsement of this decision is now sought.



The project timetable is based on the provision of administrative support by the Office of the CEO and this will be accommodated with existing resources.



�

Venue



A key element in the successful development of a strategic plan is the bringing together of key players in an environment where they are not prone to the necessary distractions of work and home, in order that they might give full attention to the planning exercise.  This short investment of productive time is fundamental to the entire process.  



It is noted from Dr Pattison proposal that the joint elected member/senior management workshops are of nine (9) and five (5) hours estimated duration, one week apart.  This not only affords time for the detailed consideration of matters raised in the first workshop, but obviates the need for a residential component to be factored into the costing for the workshops. 



Quotes for meeting the catering and facility requirements of the workshops were invited from a number of venues within the City of Wanneroo, and considered against the cost of  conducting the workshops in�house.  Whilst there exists a small cost advantage in conducting  the workshops in�house, the additional cost of using a local venue is considered warranted given the importance of being away from the distractions of the workplace.  



Given the quality, value and central location of the Joondalup Resort Hotel, it is suggested that this venue would most adequately satisfy Council requirements for external workshop and catering facilities.  The cost of catering for a full day for the first workshop and a five hour workshop the following week is approximately $128.00 per person. The total cost for the workshops would therefore be in the vicinity of $3,800.



In order to adhere to the project timeframe, a booking has been made with Joondalup Resort for Saturday 28 September and Sunday 6 October 1996.  It cannot be stressed enough that all Councillors and senior officers should use their best endeavours to attend the workshops.  These sessions will set the future direction for the City, focusing considerable resources on the achievement of goals collectively determined in the course of the workshops.

Councillors will recall that, over the last couple of years, a delegation from Philippine local government authorities has visited this City to obtain first�hand knowledge of  developing trends in local government.  These visits were one of several to metropolitan local authorities as part of intensive 4 � 6 week workshops on Local Government Revenue Raising and Management Procedures.  From all reports, both these courses were very successful.



A third workshop is now proposed, with delegates from the Philippines arriving on Sunday 22 September 1996 and departing on 2 November 1996.  The joint organisers, the Public Sector Research Unit, Curtin Consultancy Services and the Curtin Business School at Curtin  University of Technology, has again sought this City's involvement in the programme.  



The request is for Council to host both a group placement and an individual extended placement.  The group placement is for the entire group (say 15 officials) to visit for the day;  the individual placement is for approximately 4 of the group to visit for an extended placement of 4 � 5 days. The Girrawheen Senior Cricket Club advised Council on 29 May 1996 that due to financial problems, it had folded up on 31 March 1996. The Whitford City Soccer Club is being pursued for payment as part of its account was due for payment on 30 June 1996 and the balance was to be paid by 30 June 1997.



SMITH CORPORATION � $18,419.34



The City of Wanneroo pre�funded the cost of an electric sub�station to Jenolan Way Community Centre.  Council has an agreement with Smith Corporation where it will pay the cost of the pre�funded sub�station once it requires electricity in the area, or no later than 30 June 1996.  On 17 June 1996 Barry Honey 

of KPMG (Chartered Accountants) was appointed Administrator.  At a meeting of creditors held on 5 July 1996 creditors voted in favour of the company executing a deed of company arrangement.  

�Council will rank as an ordinary unsecured creditor.  It is the 

Administrator's opinion that unsecured creditors will receive in the vicinity of 20 cents in the dollar.  While Council had an agreement with Smith Corporation Pty Ltd in relation to this debt the agreement specifically omitted any security upon land owned by Smith Corp � "The City acknowledges that this Agreement does not entitle it to any security upon land owned by Smith Corporation or to lodge any caveat upon the title to any such land."



The Administrator advised on 11 July 1996 that an interim dividend is intended to be declared on 16 August 1996.  Council wrote to the Administrator on 1 August 1996 requesting his advice as to whether Council could rank as a preferred creditor, given the agreement that exists.



Verbal advice indicates that Council will rank as an ordinary unsecured creditor and written confirmation will be received approximately 10 September 1996 when the administrator returns from vacation.  An interim dividend of $3,244.66, being 15.02 cents in the $ on the original account of $21,664.00, was received on 20 August 1996.



WANNEROO FOOTBALL CLUB � $4,000.00



Once only lease fee for period 1 January 1994 to 31 March 1996 $20,000.00 (less paid $16,000.00).



Council at its March 1996 meeting resolved to accept this fee payment with $10,000.00 to be paid on 1 April 1996 and thereafter at the rate of $1,500.00 on the first day of each month for five months, with the final payment of $2,500.00 being due on 1 October 1996.



Club paid $10,000.00 on 2 April 1996, $1,500.00 on 6 May 1996, $1,500.00 on 13 June 1996,  $1,500.00 on 4 July 1996 and $1,500.00 on 20 August 1996 and is therefore up�to�date with its repayments.  Club has since paid $1,500,00 on 4 September 1996.

Councillors will be aware that the Local Government Act 1995 makes specific provisions relating to expenditure from the Municipal Fund not included in the annual budget:�

			(a)	is incurred in a financial year before the adoption of the annual budget by the local government;



			(b)	is authorized in advance by resolution*; or



			*Absolute majority required.



			(c)	is authorized in advance by the mayor or president in an emergency.



	     (2)	Where expenditure has been incurred by a local government =



			(a)	pursuant to subsection (1) (a), it is to be included in the annual budget for that financial year; and



			(b)	pursuant to subsection (1) (c), it is to be reported to the next ordinary meeting of the council."



While the Local Government (Financial Management) Regulations 1995 specifically requires comparatives with the original budget estimates, it has been adopted practice, for budgetary control purposes, to have "revised budget figures" which reflect the reallocations adopted each month.

�

In some instances the necessity to seek a reallocation of funds is to accommodate oversights during budget preparation or to include items which have eventuated since budget adoption.  Other requests represent a re�assessment of priorities.  In each instance, brief explanations have been provided by the respective Department Heads and these are duplicated within the schedule.



The net result of these reallocations and adjustments is a budget surplus of $29,000.00.

SUMMARY



Under the lease agreement to Aquis Pty Ltd over Lot 905 Dugdale Street, Warwick the lease term expired on 31 August 1996.  The lease agreement provides for an option to extend the lease for an additional term of five years commencing on 1 September 1996 and the lessee has taken up this option.



The Valuer General has suggested an annual rental of between $24,000 and $26,000 for the next two years of the lease and it is recommended that Council agrees to the increase in rental.



BACKGROUND



The Council building at Lot 905 (6) Dugdale Street, Warwick previously served as a pre�school centre and has been leased to Aquis Pty Ltd since September 1991 which operates a child daycare centre from it.  The lease is for an initial term of five years with an option for an additional five year term.  The rent is payable monthly in advance and is to be reviewed by valuation at the end of the first, third, fifth, seventh and ninth years.



RENT REVIEW



The fourth and fifth year's rental was valued at $22,500 per annum.  However, the lessee had made capital expenditure on the premises to the value of $25,000 and that expenditure was recognised and amortised over the fourth and fifth years of the lease.  After offsetting the capital expenditure against the rental an annual rental of $16,000 was charged.  The amortisation period has now finished and on commencement of the option term no further offset is applicable.



The Valuer General has suggested an annual rental of between $24,000 and $26,000 for the sixth and seventh years of the lease.  The rental reflects a rate of between $600 per child per annum to $650 per child per annum.  The recommended new rental is a commercially based one which gives due recognition to all pertinent factors and prevailing conditions and should therefore be adopted by Council.



The recommended rental does not consider a recent approval that was issued to increase the capacity of the centre from 40 places to 48 places.  That increase, should the development approval be acted on, will be included in the next rent review.



RECOMMENDATION:



THAT Council sets the rental for Lot 905 (6) Dugdale Street, Warwick at $24,000 per annum for the sixth and seventh years of the lease with Aquis Pty Ltd to be payable in advance effective from 1 September 1996.

Analytical Reference Laboratories have confirmed that aromatic hydrocarbons, with the most likely source being petrol, were detected in the chocolate bar (including wrapper).



Another six (6) bars with the same odour were seized by an Environmental Health Officer.





RECOMMENDATION



That Council in accordance with the provisions of the Health Act 1911 initiates legal proceedings against Mon Holdings Pty Ltd, being the Franchisee of Shell Girrawheen, PO Box 457, Jolimont  WA 6014, with respect to the above food complaint.

SUMMARY



Council is advised of a Notice under the Health Act 1911 issued to Berven Consultants Pty Ltd, trading as The Cheesecake Shop at the Heathridge Shopping Centre.    The Notice relates to the kitchen canopy and exhaust and the shop air conditioning system which require certification with Australian Standards 1668.2 and 3666.   Notification of these requirements were originally stated on the Building Licence fit out plans collected on 7 February, 1996 (B/L 96/0454).  The shop was occupied on 15 February 1996.



BACKGROUND



In June 1996 the district Environmental Health Officer became aware that the kitchen canopy and exhaust of this shop was not functioning correctly.   Subsequent anemometer tests proved the extraction rate to be insufficient and contact was made with the owner of the premises and the sheet metal company involved in the installation.



Although the sheet metal company submitted a specification sheet depicting the exhaust canopy complying with AS 1668, it was obvious that the actual construction in the shop was not made to specification.   Further enquiries indicated that the company was not prepared to issue a certification indicating compliance with the Australian Standard.



ASSESSMENT



Exhaust canopy airflow and design does not comply with AS 1668.2 and therefore airflow and canopy design does not allow for effective removal of exhaust air.   The Australian Standard allows some discretion for the City not to require exhaust and filters due to the low power rating of the cooking fixture.   However investigations by the area Environmental Health Officer indicated obvious residue on the underside of the hood and filters and as such full compliance is necessary.



Rectification of the exhaust canopy and certification of all mechanical services is required to ensure compliance with the standard and room air�exchange rates.

The onus to ensure that the design and construction of a food premises complies with the Health (Food Hygiene) Regulations 1993 rests with the proprietor of the premises.   The Notice was therefore served on the proprietor.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	endorses the Notice issued under the Health Act 1911 upon Berven Consultants Pty Ltd, trading as The Cheesecake Shop, Heathridge, 37 Bushey Road, Wembley Downs, requiring them to rectify the kitchen exhaust canopy and exhaust and to certify the  air conditioning according to the relevant Australian Standards.

SUMMARY



Council has received an application from Mr  Nicola Trajceski, 62 Burnham Way, Girrawheen to keep racing pigeons at the aforementioned property.  



BACKGROUND



Council's By�laws Relating to the Keeping of Pigeons state that:



(6)	The maximum number of pigeons must not exceed 20 on any land except that any person who in January each year produces to the local authority, satisfactory proof that he is a current member of a recognised incorporated racing pigeon body or a registered fancier may be permitted to keep up to 75 pigeons on any land zoned residential or any land zoned special rural or rural.



A petition signed by eight neighbours has been received by Council supporting Mr Trajceski's application, however, one immediate neighbour has refused to sign, being concerned about a potential mouse problem.  In this regard Council Policy E 4�01 states:



Approval shall not be given to any person seeking permission to keep pigeons unless the applicant can provide the written consent of each of his immediate neighbours.



COMMENT



A recent appeal to the Executive Director Public Health regarding the keeping of pigeons on a property at Yanchep was upheld on the grounds that written consent of neighbours is not required under the City By�laws.  Written consent, it was stated, was not a valid public health ground.  The Executive Director Public Health also advised that, should the appellant be granted approval, the risk to public health would be insignificant.  In light of this information, a resident's objection on the basis of a potential mouse problem is not considered sufficient health grounds.        



RECOMMENDATION



That Council endorses the application by Mr Nicola Trajceski, 62 Burnham Way, Girrawheen to keep 75 pigeons subject to the following:



1	Mr Trajceski provides proof that he is a registered fancier or member of a recognised incorporated pigeon racing club;  and

SUMMARY



The Wanneroo Districts Netball Association has requested variations to the conditions of agreement for the Kingsway Sports Complex imposed by Council at its June meeting.



The proposed variations relate to the upgrading requirements of food preparation areas in the pavilion and a variation of the fee of $6000 per annum on the basis of the discontinued regular use of the pavilion after 1997.



BACKGROUND



At its June meeting (CS87�06/96) Council resolved to authorise the use of the pavilion kitchen at Kingsway Sports Complex by the Wanneroo Netball Association subject to substantial upgrading being undertaken.  The Netball Association wishes to vary its plans for the construction of a new netball stadium and facilities such that the kitchen components will be constructed in time for the 1998 season.  This would negate the need for the Association to use the pavilion kitchen after the 1997 season.  In line with this proposal the Association has requested that it be permitted to continue operation of the pavilion kitchen as a temporary food premises for one day per week, 1 April � 31 August 1997 during the 1997 season.  This would require the rescission  of Clause 3 of Council's resolution of 26 June 1996.



Additionally, the Association has requested that it be permitted to operate a temporary food facility at the long weekend in June each year.



COMMENT



The Environmental Health Department has advised that it would be possible to permit the operation of a temporary food facility in the pavilion for the 1997 season, subject to the Health (Food Hygiene) Regulations 1992 and the National Code for Temporary Food Premises, without compromising food safety.  This would permit the Netball Association to continue fundraising in the short term without substantial expenditure on the pavilion.  The pavilion would only be used on one occasion per year for food preparation after the 1997 season.   The Environmental Health Department has also advised that the occasional use after 1997 should be the subject of separate applications for the operation of a Temporary Food Premises.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	BY AN ABSOLUTE MAJORITY rescinds  item 3 of its motion of 26 June 1996;  viz �



	3	authorises the use of the pavilion kitchen at Kingsway Sporting Complex by the Wanneroo Districts Netball Association for the purpose of fund raising for a period of up to three years, provided that the following conditions are met:

			

(a)	floor to be finished in a material that would render the floor smooth, impervious, durable and easily cleanable, ie commercial graded welded vinyl, tile or similar;



	(b)	walls lined with a material that would be smooth, durable, easily cleanable, light in colour and all voids filled and sealed to prevent harbourage of vermin, ie colourbond, brick wall finished with tiles or similar;



	(c)	as there is no ceiling with the pavilion, a flush jointed ceiling would be required over the food preparation area;

	(e)	undertakes further investigation of the plumbing requirement at the Kingsway Indoor Pavilion and advises the Wanneroo District Netball Association further work may be required.



2	endorses the issuing of an approval for a temporary food facility in accordance with the Health (Food Hygiene) Regulations 1993 and the requirements of the City Environmental Health Manager to operate at the pavilion for the duration of the 1997 season;



3	requires that any use of the pavilion as a temporary food facility after 1997 be the subject of separate application to the City Environmental Health Manager.

SUMMARY



Council is advised of a complaint regarding accumulated materials in the rear yard at  Lot 85 (87) Marine Terrace, Sorrento, owned by Mr G J Gray (Attachment 1 refers).



BACKGROUND



Following the initial complaint  29 April 1996, the district Environmental Health Officer was unsuccessful in seeking contact with the owner of the property to advise him of the complaint.  The house is unoccupied, and his address is unknown. 



A letter was sent to the owner on 25 June, 1996 and requested the front and rear yards be cleaned within thirty (30) days.



The owner of the property phoned in early July, but the numbers he has left are not answering.   The front yard has since been satisfactorily cleaned, however, the rear yard still requires attention.



ASSESSMENT



By�laws relating to the removal of refuse, rubbish or disused material pursuant to the Local Government Act 1995 states that:



	"If there is on any land within the district any refuse, rubbish or disused material, which in the opinion of the Council is likely to adversely affect the value of the adjoining property or the health, comfort or convenience of the inhabitants thereof the Council may then cause a notice under the hand of the Chief Executive Officer to be served on the owner of such land requiring him, within the time specified in such notice to remove such refuse or disused material from such land."



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	Serves a Notice on the owner of Lot 85 (87) Marine Terrace, Sorrento, Mr Geoffery James Gray, to remove all materials listed from the lot and dispose of them at an approved site within twenty one (21) days.



2	Authorises legal action against Mr Geoffery James Gray of 87 Marine Terrace, Sorrento in the event of failure to comply with Council's Notice.

SUMMARY



Council is advised of further investigation being conducted by Council officers into the Pinjar landfill site.



The City Environmental Health Manager is recommending the installation of three (3) monitoring bores and one bore with pump, to regularly monitor the groundwater condition around the site and utilise pumped groundwater to improve grass farming opportunities on the landfill site.



BACKGROUND



The Pinjar landfill site in Pinjar Road, Neerabup, was decommissioned in 1985.   At that time regular monitoring of decommissioned sites was not required.   Since that time limited monitoring of potential groundwater contamination has occurred  (Report No. F40303).   Preliminary investigations during 1991 indicated no elevated levels, however, sampling points were widely dispersed and the analyses were limited in type and number.



In June/July 1996 the Environmental Health Department again conducted an investigation into potential groundwater contamination around the site (Attachment 1).



This investigation indicated, but did not confirm, that a contaminated groundwater plume has moved off site in a south westerly direction.   Contaminate levels are indication of landfill leachate being at the lower end of typical ranges for such contaminants.



Since that time representatives from the Environmental Health Department, Town Planning Department and the Engineering Department have reviewed the report and discussed appropriate action.



COMMENT



It is considered that the City needs to actively monitor the potential groundwater contamination in the vicinity of the Pinjar Landfill Site.   It is proposed that monitoring bores be installed at three (3) locations along the south west perimeter of the site.   Additionally a fourth bore is proposed on the site to the south, which is currently utilised by the WA Buggy Association.



A bore is also proposed on the site to allow the extraction of part of the leachate plume and the use of this nutrient enriched water to reticulate grass on the site.   The Parks Department has been using the area as a grass nursery for two years and reticulation will improve the quantity and quality of the grass.



The estimated cost of the above project is in the order of $40,000.



Funds have been held in the Refuse Disposal Reserve for the rehabilitation of the Pinjar Tip Site.   The above project was not finalised in time for inclusion in the budget process and so a funding reallocation will be required.



After the monitoring bores have been installed there will be an ongoing cost for testing the groundwater of about $3,000 per year.   There is sufficient funds in account 40,000 (Transfer to Reserves) to allow $3,000 to be transferred to account 26804 (Water Quality Monitoring) to cover costs for this financial year.



RECOMMENDATIONS



That Council:



1	Approves the installation of four (4) groundwater monitoring bores, one production bore and reticulation equipment at the Pinjar Tip Site and authorises, BY ABSOLUTE MAJORITY, in accordance with the provisions of Section 6.8(1) of the Local Government Act, the reallocation of $40,000 from the Refuse Disposal Reserve to account number 26914 (Rehabilitation of Pinjar Tip).



2	Approves the routine monitoring of bores at, and adjacent to, the Pinjar Landfill Site and authorises, BY ABSOLUTE MAJORITY, in accordance with the provisions of Section 6.8(1) of the Local Government Act, the reallocation of $3,000 from account number 40,000 (Transfer to Reserves) to account 26804 (Water Quality Monitoring).

SUMMARY



At its meeting on 28 February 1996, Council agreed to revoke the lease of the Football Clubrooms at Kingsway Sporting Complex, currently held by the Wanneroo Football and Sporting Club, once a sports club has been formed and assumed management responsibilities (Item CS16�02/96 refers).



This report outlines details of the progress of the sports club and proposed management of this facility for the period 1 October 1996 until 30 September 1997.



BACKGROUND



Council officers have been involved in ongoing discussions regarding the formation of a sports club to manage the Football Clubrooms at Kingsway Sporting Complex.  Whilst progress has been made, including the formation of a steering committee, the sports club is still a long way from assuming management responsibility for this facility.



Council recently resolved to endorse a lease fee of $10,000 for this venue during the sports club's first year of operation (CS119�07/96 refers).  The steering committee was advised of this decision following the July Council meeting.



Accordingly, $10,000 has been included in the income account for this facility in the 1996�97 operational budget.



Correspondence has now been received from the Kingsway Sports Club Steering Committee and the Wanneroo Football and Sporting Club outlining a proposal for the management of this facility for the period 1 October 1996 until 30 September 1997.



The Wanneroo Football and Sporting Club proposes to continue to manage this facility for the 12 month period and will pay the agreed lease fee of $10,000.



Whilst the Club has agreed to pay the $10,000 lease fee for the period 1 October 1996 to 30 September 1997, it states that funds will not be available to pay all of this figure before 30 June 1997.  The Wanneroo Football and Sporting Club has proposed a payment plan as follows:

SUMMARY



At its meeting on 29 May 1996 Council endorsed in principle an employee exchange programme with the City of Calgary Parks and Recreation Department.  An application was submitted by Mr Mark Nelli, Assistant Manager � Aquamotion Wanneroo (CS74�05/96 refers).



Mr Nelli's application was successful and he has been accepted for the exchange programme.



BACKGROUND



The employment exchange programme with the City of Calgary Parks and Recreation Department is facilitated by the Ministry of Sport and Recreation.  The programme involves a reciprocal exchange of Local Government recreation professionals limited to a maximum of 364 days in duration.



Mr Nelli and a member of the City of Gosnells Recreation Department have been accepted for the scheme.



An application has been received from a potential replacement and Mr Douglas Pleysier has been interviewed by Council staff.



Mr Pleysier is suitably qualified for the employee exchange programme with fifteen years experience in  recreation facilities management. Mr Pleysier has also obtained a Bachelor of Administration (Organisational Behaviour) and a Leisure Facilities Operations Diploma. 



The exchange programme is expected to be initiated in November 1996 pending approval from Council.



The programme will require substantial personal commitment from the two candidates.  Both individuals are required to fund all travel and ancillary costs associated with the exchange.  They will also exchange residences and transport facilities for the duration of the programme.

Council will not incur any additional financial burden from its involvement in this programme.  Mr Nelli's salary payments and entitlements accruing will continue as  normal throughout the period of the exchange, as will his superannuation payments and workers compensation cover.  However, should Mr Nelli wish to undertake any accrued annual leave during the exchange period, this would need to be mutually agreeable and at the convenience of the City of Calgary.

At its meeting on 24 July 1996 Council requested a report in relation to the mobile skateboard ramp located at the Council Depot.



Cr O'Grady subsequently requested that the report address the following issues:



.	the mobile skateboard ramp be retained, modified, repaired and made ready for use;



.	transport problems inherent with the ramp be addressed;



.	approval for Junior Council to form a committee to co�ordinate refurbishment of the ramp in close liaison with appropriate Council officers.



BACKGROUND



Extensive research has been undertaken on the provision, management and insurance aspects associated with skateboard facilities within the City of Wanneroo.



In 1992 Council commissioned consultants to undertake a feasibility study into the need and viability of a skate park in the municipality.  The study investigated such issues as: the history of wheel sports; needs analysis; site options; target population; equipment components; staffing and management requirements; and financial outcomes.



The results of this study were presented to Council in July 1993 (Item G30710 refers).



In general terms, the consultant believed there was a need for a skate park in the City of Wanneroo and a site within Craigie Regional Open Space was the preferred location.



At the time, Council resolved to form a working party to examine the development of low cost skateboard amenities at various locations within the City.  Representatives of the skating fraternity were invited to join the working party in order that their veiwpoints could be considered.  Professional advice was also obtained from Council's insurers concerning the legal liabilities associated with the provision of this type of amenity.



Following a lengthy study, the working party recommended that Council:



1	accepts Craigie Open Space as the most appropriate location for a skateboard park development; and



2	refers the provision of funds for the construction and operation of a skate park project for consideration in the 1993/94 budget (Item H10622 refers).



At its meeting in June 1993, Council expressed some doubt about the financial viability of such a development and the project did not proceed.  Legal liability was also an issue of concern and  Council requested that a report be provided outlining the risk management assessment strategies associated with skateboarding facilities as presented to the working party by Council's insurers.  This report was tabled at the meeting of Technical Services Committee on 19 July 1993 (Attachment 1 refers).



In general terms, Council's insurers believe that adequate supervision would be required in all cases where there is a potential risk of injury to users, spectators or passersby.  This issue has been the predominant factor influencing local government authorities in this State when considering the provision of facilities for skateboard enthusiasts.



In 1994 Council received an opportunity to purchase a trailer which accommodated portable quarter pipe ramps and other accessories.  It was claimed the equipment was suitable for skateboards, rollerblades and BMX freestyle bikes.  Council was advised of this matter in a report (Item I40421 refers).



It was envisaged that the equipment could be made available at a variety of locations throughout the municipality during school vacation periods and other special events.  Unfortunately, the availability of staff to transport the trailer to programme venues and provide on�site supervision for extended periods of time has proved to be a major problem.  As a consequence, minimal use has been made of this equipment.



DETAIL



In the 1995/96 financial year, expenditure on the mobile skateboard ramp included its resurfacing and the provision of a custom made tarpaulin for the trailer.  Further work is needed to develop a loading system that would enable one person to load and unload the ramp.  This reduces the number of staff required and would result in a considerable operational cost saving.  This work has been priced by the Building Department at approximately $375.  



In its current form the ramp cannot be used as a half pipe unless it is sited on a very flat and smooth surface.  If the site surface is not of a high standard the ramps can be used independently as two quarter pipes; however, this is not considered as exciting by skateboarders as a half pipe and may reduce the popularity and usage of the ramp (Attachment 2 illustrates a half and quarter pipe).  To make the ramp useable as a half pipe on any surface, a flat centre section needs to be constructed.  The Building Department has estimated that this would cost approximately $3360.  Maintenance costs per annum would total approximately $500.



As Council's insurers will only provide cover for the mobile skateboard ramp if it is supervised and adequate safety precautions are enforced, the resulting operational cost for the ramp is substantial.



The provision of staff is the  major component in the use of the ramp accounting for approximately 25% of the set up cost and 80% of the total operating cost.



Originally, it was thought that the Facility Managers might have been able to provide transport and supervisory services; however, due to other commitments, this has not been possible.



Casual rates for a ramp supervisor have been equated to those paid to a pool attendant, ie $13.40 per hour.  Operating costs to employ a person/s for an 8 hour day for every weekend and school holiday would be approximately $17,420 per annum.



Although many participants have their own equipment it would be necessary for Council to provide some accessories to successfully facilitate this programme.  Items such as helmets, knee and elbow pads, wrist guards, a mobile telephone and a First Aid kit would be required.  The approximate set up cost would be around $860 with further operational expenditure of $630 in the first year.



Promotional funds would also be required.  It is considered that the sum of $1500 would need to be allocated for this purpose.



A vehicle would of course be required to tow the trailer to various locations within and beyond the City of Wanneroo.  Although it may be possible to access a utility from Council's fleet on weekends, it would be difficult to obtain unrestricted use during the normal working week.  It may, therefore, be necessary to purchase an additional vehicle for this purpose.  The Transport Manager advises that a new utility would cost $17,000.  Operational costs of $3,000 per annum would also be involved.



Establishment costs to initiate a satisfactory programme of this nature have been calculated at $23,445 and ongoing operational costs have been calculated at approximately $23,750 per annum (Attachment 3 refers).



It is envisaged that individual users of the ramp would not be charged as too many free alternatives exist, such as the streets, car parks, footpaths, etc.



Income, however, could be generated from making the ramp available for hire to groups for special functions or events.  The charge for this would be $150 per day or $200 if they are outside the City of Wanneroo.  For this fee the group would receive the use of the ramp for five to six hours with full supervision and insurance cover provided by the City of Wanneroo.  This price would cover the operational costs of the ramp for that day.



Sponsorship would be sought from various agencies to assist in the operational cost of the ramp.



CONCLUSION



There is sufficient evidence to suggest that a programme of this nature would be enthusiastically received by many young people in the community.  All too often we hear of teenagers congregating in and around shopping centre car parks with their skateboards, blades or skates.  Whilst safety is a critical factor which must be addressed, it seems that the question of service provision is also important.



Council's Youth Policy states, "..... the City of Wanneroo has a legitimate role in providing services, as do other spheres of government and the non�government sector.  It is important that services are provided by the appropriate organisations, ie those with sufficient resources, energies and commitment to do so."



The Policy document provides a flow chart which was adopted by Council as a decision making process to be considered rigorously before Council provides services.



This process is important because Council has recently received an approach from the Christian Outreach Centre (corner of Wanneroo Road and Whitfords Avenue, Kingsley) to purchase the two ramps for $400 or the ramps and trailer for $500.



The church has recently established a skate programme at its indoor centre and is looking to expand this operation.



As Council is aware, Mr John Plaxton also operates a programme of this nature at Craigie Leisure Centre.  In addition, the  West Coast Rollerskating Club uses the Ocean Ridge Community Centre as a base for its activities.



Clearly, the non�government sector is interested in this type of activity and has sufficient resources, energies and commitment to provide an attractive service.



As other operators are already offering this service in our community, Council needs to decide whether it should also adopt the role of a service provider.  It must be admitted that the present operators are all located in the southern sector of the municipality, and young people in the North Ward are obviously disadvantaged.



However, if the programme currently operating at Craigie Leisure Centre relocates to the Margaret Cockman Pavilion at Wanneroo Showground, it will be more accessible to those youngsters living in the northern suburbs.

Section 3.58 of the Local Government Act 1995 addresses the matter of disposal of property.  It requires that property be disposed by either public auction or public tender.  Local Government can, however, dispose of property other than by these processes if it gives statewide public notice which details the proposed disposition.



The Local Government (Functions and General) Regulations 1996, however, at Clause 30(3), does give council exemption from these procedures where the value of the goods for disposition is less than $20,000.



When these issues are balanced against the high capital and recurrent costs associated with a mobile programme, it makes sense for Council to offer the ramps and trailer for purchase by public tender.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council offers its skateboard ramps and trailer for purchase by public tender in accordance with the provisions of Section 3.58 of the Local Government Act 1995.

Youth Advisory Committee



Meeting held 26 August 1996



Item 5.1	Joint Family and Children's Services and City of Wanneroo Mapping Exercise



At an extraordinary meeting of the Youth Advisory Committee on 19 August 1996, it was suggested that Council be involved jointly in Family and Children's Services annual "mapping" exercise with officers from the City of Wanneroo, Family and Children's Services and other interested agencies, to discuss and prioritise funding for youth issues.



The Committee believed the "mapping" exercise would be useful to identify gaps where a service or funding is required and these could then be submitted to Council for consideration.



At the next general meeting of the Committee held on 26 August 1996, the Committee was advised that Family and Children's Services would be pleased to extend its annual "mapping" exercise to include the City of Wanneroo.  A representative of Family and Children's Services will facilitate the forum and the City of Wanneroo is requested to make the Function Room available for a date to be fixed in mid November.



It was recommended that Council allows its Function Room at Joondalup Administration Centre to be used for a joint "mapping" exercise with Family and Children's Services on a suitable date in November 1996.



Item 5.2    Newsletter



The Youth Services Co�ordinator requested clarification on what was required for the newsletter that was suggested at the Youth Advisory Committee planning meeting held on Monday, 19 August 1996.



Following discussion on the newsletter, it was believed that the newsletter should be a simple one page flyer aimed at educating people on youth issues and be  distributed internally to all Departments and also to all agencies on the Committee.



It was recommended that the Youth Advisory Committee seeks approval from Council to develop a newsletter to be distributed bi�monthly.



Item 5.6	Requesting Reports from Council Departments on issues which affect young people



Cr O'Grady referred to a recent item discussed at the Finance and Community Services Committee meeting held on 21 August 1996 in relation to rollerblading sessions conducted by John Plaxton at the Craigie Leisure Centre and requested that this item be referred back to the Youth Advisory Committee for consideration.



Discussion was held in relation to a possible venue for rollerblading and M Provost suggested the Wanneroo Pavilion at the corner of Wanneroo Road and Whitford Avenue.



It was agreed that the Youth Advisory Committee investigates the feasibility of the Christian Outreach Centre as a possible venue for rollerblading and transport to this facility also be investigated.



It was recommended that issues involving youth be referred to the Youth Advisory Committee.



Historical Sites Advisory Committee



Meeting held 28 August 1996.



Items  3.5 and 4.11  Perry's Paddock Security



The Committee had raised concerns about unauthorised use of Perry's Paddock.  It was advised that under current legislation, Council officers were unable to act on delegated authority from an external source.  Consequently, infringement notices for driving offences on Perry's Paddock could only be issued under the "Local Laws Relating to Reserves and Foreshores" which were applicable only to lands "vested in or under the care, control or management of the municipality of the district."



It was recommended that Council:



1	includes Perry's Paddock within its regular security patrol roster and reports any infringements to the Ministry for Planning for action;



2	seeks a formal legal opinion on its rights to protect its investments within Perry's Paddock; and



3	at its earliest convenience, seeks a status report from the Ministry for Planning on the vesting of Perry's Paddock land to Council.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council:



1	allows its function Room at Joondalup Administration Centre to be used for a joint "mapping" exercise with Family and Children's Services on a suitable date in November 1996;



2	grants approval for the Youth Advisory Committee to develop a newsletter to be distributed bi�monthly to all Council departments and agencies represented on the Youth Advisory Committee;



3	notes the request to refer issues that have implications for young people in the City of Wanneroo to the Youth Advisory Committee for consideration prior to adoption;



4 (a)	includes Perry's Paddock within its regular security patrol roster and reports any infringements to the Ministry for Planning for action;



  (b)	writes to the Ministry of Planning seeking authorisation for Council Officers to enforce the provisions of the Metropolitan Region Town Planning Scheme Act (Section 26) pertaining to land known as Perry's Paddock (Lots 1 and 303);



  (c)	at its earliest convenience, seeks a progress report from the Ministry for Planning as to the status of vesting Perry's Paddock land to Council.

On 5 June 1996 Council refused an application by Mrs M Hauck of 84 Pinnaroo Drive, Padbury to keep three dogs at their residence.  All applications to keep more than two dogs on residential properties are refused by Council (Council Resolution G50713).



Mrs Hauck has since lodged an appeal with the Minister for Local Government under Section 26(5) of the Dog Act against Council's decision.



The Minister for Local Government has upheld the appeal and directs Council to grant an exemption to Mrs Hauck under Section 26(5) of the Dog Act to keep three dogs at their premises subject to the specified conditions hereunder:



1.	the exemption only applies to the appellant and to the specific dogs in her care;



2.	if any of the dogs die or are no longer kept on the property, no replacement dog is to be obtained to exceed the maximum of two;



3.	that all reasonable steps are taken to control or minimise the barking of the dogs; and



4.	the exemption may be reviewed if valid complaints are received or the condition of the approval are breached.



The applicant has resided at the premises for six years.  The application relates to the following dogs:

a)	Sterilised German Shepherd cross;

b)	Terrier cross;

c)	Terrier cross;



RECOMMENDATION

1)	advises the applicant and adjoining neighbours of the Minister's decision and of the conditions specified;

SUMMARY



Correspondence was recently received from the daughter of an artist whose work is currently a part of the City of Wanneroo's art collection.  The letter was a request to Council, asking if she could purchase it.  The circumstances associated with this request are contained in the letter (Attachment 1 refers).  The original purchase price was $1200, however it has been determined that this particular work has a notional insurance value of $100.



BACKGROUND



In 1986, Council purchased a wool tapestry from local artist, Mrs Beryl Hall, at a Wanneroo Craft Exhibition.  The work is entitled "The Uplands Farm � Rural Grandeur".  The tapestry was listed at the exhibition as "not for sale".  In the end, however, the artist reluctantly sold the work to Council for $1200.  The piece was originally intended for her daughter.



Ms Harding is keen to purchase the tapestry as the work has strong sentimental value to her.  It would appear appropriate for Council to accede to this request.



In 1992, Council engaged Gregsons Art Division to provide a valuation of all acquisitions in its art collection.  The consultant concluded that, in the main, the collection contains works by hobbyists and of a quality which could be replaced at group amateur exhibitions at prices ranging between $50�175.  "The Uplands Farm � Rural Grandeur" was valued at $100.



An assessment by Council's Art Consultant, Ms Rie Heymans, places the current value of the art work at no more than this amount.  According to Ms Heymans, the work has been completed by an amateur and has no artistic merit.  Her conclusion is that the work is unsuitable for a public collection.



Consultation with Art Valuer, Mr Greg Manzies, of Glydes Gallery, confirmed this opinion.  He suggested, however, that to offer the art work to the daughter at less than 10% of its original purchase price would be an indignity to the artist.



Council may feel inclined to exercise some degree of compassion in determining a resale price for this work.  On the other hand, it could seek to recover the full purchase price of $1200.00.



RECOMMENDATION



That Council offers to sell "The Uplands Farm � Rural Grandeur" to Ms Harding for the original purchase price of $1200.00.

In accordance with Council policy it is necessary to re�appoint the following person as an Honorary Parking Inspector for the Newpark Shopping Centre for a 12 month period.



Nominated for the re�appointed Honorary Parking Inspector position is Ms Carole Anne VARDY, 7 Valance Way, Gwelup (DOB 2/8/57), occupation Property Manager.



Council draws its authority to appoint Honorary Parking Inspectors under Section 9.13 of the Local Government Act 1995.



Should Council resolve to re�authorise the applicant, her enforcement duties will only cover the parking enforcement as contained in the Local Government (Parking for Disabled Persons) Regulations 1988.



The Honorary Parking Inspector will be empowered to issue offending motorists with one type of infringement notice under the abovementioned Regulation.  These notices will be strictly monitored by the City's Municipal Law & Fire Services Department and any monies paid by way of fines must be directed to Council.  Payment of on the spot fines cannot be made to the issuing officer, or to the Newpark Shopping Centre Management or the Managing Agents.



The applicant is of good character and there appears to be no impediment to her honorary appointment.



The position, if approved under Section 9.13, will confer the authority for Honorary Inspectors to serve infringement notices or modified penalties under Section 9.13 (Local Government Act) of which parking, standing or leaving of a vehicle are an element.  However, the power to withdraw a modified penalty or infringement notice is not conferred on Honorary Parking Inspectors by Section 9.13.



The position is voluntary and the officer, if appointed, does not receive any form of salary, wage or other gratuity from Council.  The duties performed as Honorary Parking Inspector will be carried out during her paid duties by her employer.



The appointment, as in the case of Honorary Beach Inspectors, will be for a 12 month period and may be cancelled by resolution of Council.
