�ITEMS OF BUSINESS



BOOKINGS FOR MEETINGS IN JOONDALUP CIVIC CENTRE - [730-8-8-1, 702-3]



Mrs Luba Klein is to be responsible for bookings for  the meeting rooms within the Joondalup Civic Centre.



The Chief Executive Officer referred to the expense involved in provision of meeting rooms for officers within the Administration Building and asked whether senior officers would be permitted use of areas within the Civic Centre.   Councillors present believed this a suitable arrangement, provided that any costs incurred (for catering, cleaning etc) be met by the appropriate Business Unit.

Signage was discussed.  Director, Strategic Planning was requested to arrange for the following signs to be fixed as shown on the attached diagram:

SECURITY ACCESS - [730-8-8-1, 210-2-5]



Director, Strategic Planning advised that a short in the electrical wiring had caused problems with the security system to the Civic Centre, but this had now been fixed.  



OC25-07/97	COUNCILLORS’ BAR - [730-8-8-1]



The Committee raised concerns with the design of the Councillors’ bar and the following suggestions were made:



open design is not appropriate; bar counter should  be closed at one end either by the installation of a rail or by extending the counter;

bar  is too high

consideration be given to a  more traditional style bar with stools provided;

problems are being experience with glass storage beneath bar;

consideration needs to be given to securing the bar area either by lockable grills to the bar or security the room;



Cr Taylor queried whether a Visitors Book might be provided for Councillors to sign in their guests.



RESOLVED that it be recommended that the Director Strategic Planning liaise with the Architect to provide options for alterations to the Councillors’ bar.



OC26-07/97	COUNCILLORS’ DINING ROOM - [730-8-8-1, 702-1]



Concern was expressed at the current table layout.



Director Strategic Planning was requested to consider the use of round tables and was requested to submit proposed layout and measurements.



Discussion took place regarding use of the Councillors’ Dining Room and Bar Area and the formation of a Policy in this regard.  This policy to include appreciation lunches and dinners for Councillors and guests.



The Chief Executive Officer advised he would obtain information from  the Cities of Perth and Stirling to be circulated to all Councillors prior to the next meeting of the House Working Party.



MOVED Cr  Popham, SECONDED Cr Lynn that it be recommended that the House Working Party gives consideration to the formulation of a policy for the use of the Councillors’ Dining and Bar Areas at its next meeting, and invites all Councillors to attend.										CARRIED



OC27-07/97	CITIZENSHIP CEREMONY  FORMAT - [703-1]



Now that the new Civic Centre is officially opened and operational, future Citizenship Ceremonies should take place in the new Council Chamber.  Some Councillors have suggested they would like to see some changes to the Ceremony.



Suggested changes include playing a different version of the National Anthem (possibly the Wanneroo Choir’s version), recipients being positioned so they can face their guests and Councillors being more involved in the Ceremony.  It was however requested that there be no change to the giving of a gift of an indigenous plant.  Thus it is proposed to incorporate and trial some variations in the ceremony on 22 July 1997.



Discussion ensued in relation to the format for the Citizenship Ceremony, with proposed changes suggested to be trialed on 22 July 1997. Two taped versions of the National Anthem were played for  the Committee’s consideration.



Concern was raised at the use of the foyer for supper.  It was suggested this be trialed and  that furniture and art work be removed from the foyer area for use on 22 July 1997.

(a)	supports the proposal to trial revised formats for Citizenship Ceremonies until the optimum format for the location is developed with input from Councillors;



(b)	the version of the National Anthem “A Cappella” is played until Councillors have had the opportunity to review the other variations for themselves;

(c)	continues to give indigenous plants in Citizenship Ceremonies.	CARRIED



OC28 -07/97	CATERING - [703-5, 703-1-9]



The Committee’s views were sought on temporarily changing the current catering arrangements for the Councillors’ Dining Room.



The Committee was not in agreement with a change of caterer, prior to calling of tenders, as it was believed this would give another firm an unfair advantage.



The suggestion was raised on the feasibility of employing an in-house chef.



MOVED Cr  Lynn, SECONDED Cr Popham that it be recommended that Council:



1	authorises the calling of tenders for the provision of catering services;



2	investigates the feasibility of employing an in-house chef.	CARRIED

OC29-07/97	DINING ROOM/KITCHEN DOOR - [730-8-8-1]



Concern was expressed with the confusion which could occur due to a single door entry from and to the kitchen.



RESOLVED that it be recommended that the Director Strategic Planning be requested to investigate with the Architect a possible solution to the problem of a single door entry from and to the kitchen.



�OC30-07/97	WORK AREA - COUNCIL STEWARD - [210-2]



Discussion took place on the actual location where the Council Steward would do her paperwork.  The Marketing Manager explained that provision was made in the Marketing section of the Administration Building for the Council Steward as part of the Marketing team.



RESOLVED that it be recommended that the appropriateness of the Council Steward having a workstation in the Administration Building be investigated by the Marketing Manager and the Chief Executive Officer.



OC31-07/97	PURCHASING AUTHORITY - MAYOR’S SECRETARY - [010-0-1]



It was suggested that the purchasing authority of the Mayor’s Secretary be reviewed to allow limited orders to be purchased in accordance with approved Budget items.



RESOLVED that it be recommended that  the Director Resources Management review the purchasing authority of the Mayor’s Secretary and authorise an acceptable level of authority.



COFFEE MAKING FACILITIES - COUNCILLORS’ LOUNGE - [702-3]



The Council Steward to be requested to make available percolated coffee facilities in the Councillors’ Lounge during the day.



ACCESS TO CLEANING AIDS - [210-2-8]



In order to allow access to cleaning materials in the event of an emergency, the Committee requested that the Mayor’s Secretary and the Council Steward be provided with keys to access the storage area where cleaning materials are kept.



COUNCILLORS’ PIGEON HOLES - MAYOR’S FOYER - [702-3]



The Committee requested that pigeon holes for Councillors be provided in the Mayor’s foyer to allow the Mayor’s Secretary to distribute any incoming mail for individual Councillors.
