The Chief Executive Officer declared the meeting open at 1938   hrs.











ELECTION OF MAYOR





The Chief Executive Officer invited nominations for the position of Mayor.  He advised he had received a nomination in writing from Cr Mayor, nominating himself and a nomination from Cr Wight nominating Cr Cooper.  Cr Cooper accepted this nomination.





No other nominations were submitted.





A secret ballot was therefore conducted and the Chief Executive Officer and Manager, Corporate Services together with Crs Wight and Lynn as scrutineers left the Chamber at this point in order to count the votes.





On their return, the Chief Executive Officer declared Cr Cooper duly elected Mayor for the term of two years.





Cr Cooper  then made a Declaration of Office before Mr Trandos JP.





ADDRESS BY MAYOR





The Mayor, Cr Brian Cooper,  stated that whilst he had worn the Mayoral chain before, it gave him no less pleasure tonight than in the past and  considered it a great honour  to be selected by his fellow Councillors.





Cr Cooper was pleased to have the opportunity to represent the City of Wanneroo and  assured residents that he  would do so to the best of his ability, for whatever time was left for Wanneroo as a City.  To his fellow Councillors,  he said  all would be treated equally without  fear and favour and hoped Councillors would work as a team. 





Cr Cooper acknowledged the presence of two former mayors, Mr Arnold Dammers and Mr Bill Marwick and also the first Mayor of the City, Mr Nick Trandos JP, and welcomed new Councillors.





ELECTION OF DEPUTY MAYOR





The Mayor invited nominations for the position of  Deputy Mayor.





Cr Freame  nominated herself.





Cr Cooper nominated Cr Taylor. Cr Taylor accepted the nomination.





Cr Major nominated himself.





A secret ballot was therefore conducted and the Chief Executive Officer and Manager, Corporate Services, together with  Crs Ewen-Chappell and Lynn as scrutineers, left the Chamber at this point in order to count the votes.





On their return, the Chief Executive Officer advised that the result of the election was a tie, with each candidate receiving five votes.





The Chief Executive Officer stated that the Local Government Act 1995 allowed for the meeting to be adjourned, for up to a maximum of seven days, and suggested that the meeting adjourn to 10 minutes to allow Councillors to discuss the matter, prior to recasting votes.





MOVED Cr  Taylor, SECONDED Cr Ewen-Chappell that the meeting adjourn for 10 minutes, the time being 2001 hrs.	CARRIED





The meeting resumed at 2012 hrs.





The Chief Executive Officer advised that the counting of votes for the office of  Mayor, President, Deputy Mayor or Deputy President was covered under Schedule 2.3 of the Local Government Act 1995.  Clause 5 states “If when the votes cast under 4.5 are counted there is an equality of votes between two or more candidates who are the only candidates in, or remaining in, the count, the count is to be discontinued and the meeting is to adjourn for not more than seven days.





Any nomination for the office may be withdrawn or further nomination may be made before or when the meeting resumes





When the meeting resumes the Councillors are again to vote on the matter by secret ballot as if they were electors voting at an election”.





The Chief Executive Officer advised of the provisions of Schedule 4.1 which states:





“The results then, if two or more candidates receive the same number of votes, then the Returning Officer is to draw lots in the presence of any scrutineers who may be present to determine which candidate is elected.”





The Mayor asked whether any candidates wished to withdraw, or if any further nominations were proposed.  There being none, a further secret ballot was conducted and the Chief Executive Officer, Manager, Corporate Services and  Crs Ewen-Chappell and Lynn as scrutineers left the Chamber at this point in order to count the votes.





On their return, the Mayor declared Cr Taylor duly elected as  Deputy Mayor for the term of two years.





Cr Taylor  then made a Declaration of Office before Mr Trandos,  JP.





ADDRESS BY DEPUTY MAYOR





The Deputy Mayor, Cr  Arthur Taylor thanked those Councillors that had supported him tonight and also thanked Cr  Graeme Major and Cr Fleur Freame.





Cr Taylor felt there had been instability and division over the past years and believed Councillors should now work together.  He recognised the experience of senior Councillors and stated he would call upon these  Councillors for their advice and assistance.





Cr Taylor congratulated newly elected  and re-elected Councillors.














PUBLIC QUESTION TIME





Mr Ron Chamberlain, Connolly:





Q1	How many electors voted in the South-West and Central Wards at this election, and what are the actual numbers on the roles?





A1	Chief Executive Officer’s response:  Central Ward has a total of 36,225 electors, of which 2223 voted, which is 6.14%.  South West Ward has a total of 37,873 electors, of which 2598 voted, which is 6.86%.





Mrs A Hine, Dundebar Road, Wanneroo:





Q1	Mrs Hine questioned the voting system used on the elections,  as the method of ticking two votes for three candidates was questionable.  She asked is this getting rid of preferential voting as such?





A1	The Mayor stated he believed the system was confusing.





Q2	Could this matter be referred to the Minister to rectify the situation?





A2	The Mayor stated that he hoped  Council would resolve to write to the Minister on this matter.





Q3	Will there be a decision to have postal voting and can the public choose the Mayor?





A3	The Mayor  believed Councillors may have voted against postal voting because of the question of a possible split of the City and  stated he personally felt the Mayor should be elected by the people.

Crs Magyar, Healy, Wight and Major declared an interest in   Item SC43-05/97.





ESTABLISHMENT OF  COMMITTEES





It is open for Council to adopt any decision-making structure it so desires.  Over the past few years it has trialed several systems including two Council meetings per month without Standing Committees.  Generally the trials have indicated that the current structure with functional Standing Committees appears to be the most workable and therefore it is suggested that the current system is maintained, at least in the short term.  





The new legislation does not continue the notion of Standing, Occasional and Advisory committees, however those titles in many instances are suggested to give a clear indication of the role of the committee.  The word “advisory” has been retained to give a clear indication that such committee does not enjoy a delegated power.   Similarly the title “management” has been retained where it relates to the management of a property.





The Local Government Act 1995 contains some provision in respect to the appointment and operation of committees which are different to those which applied under the previous Act.





As with the previous act the Mayor is entitled to be appointed to any Committee of Council [Section 5.10(4)] however, he or she is not entitled to decide to chair any or all committee meetings.





Each committee is required to elect a presiding member from amongst themselves and that election is to be by a secret ballot as prescribed by Schedule 2.3.





Section 5.10(2) states that each Councillor has the right to be appointed to at least one committee comprising  Councillors or Councillors and staff.
