SC47-09/97	EAST WANNEROO CONSULTANCY - [780-21]





In May 1994, the Western Australian Planning Commission (WAPC - formerly State Planning Commission) wrote to the City setting out a proposal stating how it and the former Minister for Planning believed the planning of the East Wanneroo area should be progressed.  As a result, the Council engaged consultants to address the matters raised by the WAPC in relation to the eight (8) East Wanneroo cells which has been referred to as the East Wanneroo Consultancy. 


This consultancy has now been concluded and has produced a  district structure plan,  eight (8) local structure plans, a town planning scheme amendment, detailed costing reports and supporting business plans, land requirement plans and preliminary engineering drawings for internal and abutting (cell) arterial roads.





The Manager, Development Management Services gave an overview presentation of the East Wanneroo Consultancy.   The Mayor advised that the East Wanneroo Consultancy Report is of a very confidential nature and requested that Council strictly adheres to the principles of the Not for Publication report until such time as the WAPC confirms that it is acceptable.





General discussion ensued.

1	in accordance with the provisions of Section 7 of the Town Planning and Development Act, 1928 (as amended) prepares Amendment No 773 to Town Planning Scheme No 1 by:





	(a)	rezoning the land generally contained within Cell 1 bounded by Wanneroo Road, Pinjar Road and Clarkson Avenue, Wanneroo from Rural to Urban Development zone and Centre zone;


	(b)	rezoning the land generally contained within Cell 2 bounded by Wanneroo Road, Pinjar Road, Caporn Street, Special Rural Zone 3 and Dundebar Road, Sinagra from Rural to Urban Development zone and Centre zone;


	(c)	rezoning Lots 63 and 68 Anna Place, Wanneroo contained within Cell 3 from Rural to Residential Development R20;


	(d)	rezoning the land generally contained within Cell 4 bounded by Wanneroo Road, Elliot Road, Paltara Way, Special Rural Zone No 2, Lenore Road and Ocean Reef Road, Hocking and Pearsall from Rural to Urban Development zone and Centre zone;


	(e)	rezoning the land generally contained within Cell 5 bounded by Ocean Reef Road/Gnangara Road, Mirrabooka Avenue, Hepburn Avenue and the eastern extent of urbanisation as identified in the NWCSP (1992) Landsdale from various zones to Residential Development R20, Urban Development zone and Centre zone;

	(f)	rezoning the land generally contained within Cell 6 bounded by Hepburn Avenue, Wanneroo Road, Gnangara Road realignment, the southern boundary of the Landsdale Industrial area and Mirrabooka Avenue, Landsdale from Rural to Urban Development zone and Centre zone;


	(g)	rezoning the land generally contained within Cell 7 bounded by Wanneroo Road, the southern boundary of the Wangara Industrial area, Hartman Drive realignment and the Gnangara Road realignment from Rural to Mixed Business, Light Industrial and Local Authority Reserve for Parks and Recreation;


	(h)	rezoning the land generally contained within Cell 8 bounded by Hartman Drive realignment, Ocean Reef Road, Gnangara Road and the eastern extent of the industrial zone as identified in the NWCSP (1992) from Rural to General Industrial.

2	pursuant to Part 10 of Town Planning Scheme No 1, determines that the draft structure plans (and supporting documents) for Cells 1 - 8 East Wanneroo are satisfactory, and forwards a copy to the Western Australian Planning Commission seeking its support to advertise the structure plans (and supporting documents) for public comment for a period not exceeding 60 days;





3	advises the Minister for Planning and WAPC that as part of the East Wanneroo Consultancy a thorough assessment of the matter of borrowing to prefund infrastructure works (as previously proposed by the former Minister for Planning) has been thoroughly assessed and is now considered to be unacceptable and impractical.  Accordingly, Council withdraws any previous support it may have indicated in regard to such a proposal.





4	supports the new locality areas and names as previously investigated by the East Wanneroo Nomenclature Working Group, viz:





	(a)	that a locality named Madeley be created in respect of the area bounded by the new Skeit Road alignment, proposed Hepburn Avenue, proposed Mirrabooka Avenue and the southern boundary of the Landsdale Industrial area;





	(b)	that a locality named either Kingsway or Waldeck be created in respect of the area bounded by the new Skeit Road alignment, Gnangara Road realignment, Wanneroo Road and Hepburn Avenue;





	(c)	that a locality named Ashby be created in respect of the area bounded by Pinjar Road, Wanneroo Road and a proposed east-west extension of Conti Road;





	(d)	that a locality named Tapping be created in respect of the area bounded by Pinjar Road, Burns Beach/Neaves Road extension, Wanneroo Road and a proposed east-west extension of Conti Road;





	(e)	that a locality named Keane or Mariginiup be created in respect of the area bounded by Pinjar Road extension, Burns Beach/Neaves Road extension, and the existing Pinjar Road;





	(f)	that a locality named Carramar Park be created in respect of the area bounded by Pinjar Road extension, Flynn Drive, Wanneroo Road and Burns Beach/Neaves Road extension;





	(g)	that a locality named Cockman be created in respect to the area bounded by Pinjar Road extension, Flynn Drive, the existing Pinjar Road and Burns Beach/Neaves Road extension.





5	requests the Geographic Names Committee to approve and implement the locality names and boundaries referred to in 4. above.                         CARRIED
