APOLOGIES AND LEAVE OF ABSENCE





�PUBLIC QUESTION TIME



Mr V Harman: (Question raised at January Technical Services Committee)



Q	Re TS04-01/98 - Modifications to Grand Boulevard:  Has Council any reports of incidents at the intersection of Grand Boulevard and Boast avenue, as it is very difficult to cross this intersection or to make a right turn.  I would like Commissioners to ask for a report on peak time traffic with a view to a painted roundabout being placed within this intersection.



A	The Technical Services Directorate has received the relevant crash statistics from Main Roads WA and these will be reviewed as part of its investigation into the operation of  intersection and various traffic treatments  assessed.  However, Council has recently requested that Main Roads WA install traffic signals as this was LandCorp’s original intention . A report will be submitted following Main Roads WA’s response to Council’s request.



Mr Alan Bryant, Craigie:  (Questions raised at the Annual General Meeting of Electors)



Q1	How does a ratepayer obtain a new recycling bag?  Does the Council issue to every ratepayer or residence a recycling calendar each year? I did not receive one last year in my area.  I recently telephoned the Council’s recycling section  �and asked for a new bag to be delivered by the refuse truck and was informed that Council had a service to individually deliver new bags to ratepayers’ residences.  On the back of the calendar I received last week it advises that a  shopping bag be placed outside,  and a new bag will then be supplied.  I followed these instructions and received a new bag.



Q2	Does the Council have a separate delivery for bags or does the recycling truck do it?  I was informed that there was a separate delivery for the bags, which I think  would be a waste of money.



A1&2	A recycling calendar is issued each year to all properties on the fortnightly recycling service.  The system for issuing a new recycling bag is as detailed on the back of the recycling calendar and the bag is issued by the truck driver.



Q3	What progress has been made by the City  in planning a clean up of street verges in the older suburbs such as Craigie, Padbury, Beldon and  Heathridge?  



A3	Council has no specific proposal for a “clean up” of street verges in older suburbs.



Council’s Environmental Waste Unit provides the opportunity for residents to place unwanted bulk rubbish on the verge for collection during a specific timeframe.   Residents are encouraged to maintain their respective verge areas.



�Mr Mike Charuga:  (Questions raised at the Annual General Meeting of Electors)



Q1	Regarding the Koondoola regional bushland.  Council spent  money on the paths and  fencing there.  A bush fire burnt down some of the railings and posts over 6 weeks ago and they haven’t been replaced.  Why isn’t there a proper fire break there?  It is a regional bushland, with a lot of houses close by.  We really should have a fire break which is maintained.  I have some property in the Shire of Northam for which I have to maintain fire breaks, so I can’t see why we shouldn’t have decent fire breaks in a residential area.



A1	Council’s Parks Landscaping Services Unit maintains this area and arranges:



installation of access paths

installation of fire breaks

annual inspection by officers of the WA Fire Brigade to ensure that access is satisfactory and ground fuel loading is minimal.



A Deputy Chief Bush Fire Control Officer has inspected the firebreaks at the Koondoola regional bushland.  It was reported that after conducting a thorough inspection of the site no additional work is required.  A perimeter firebreak has recently been slashed and the property also has internal limestone tracks running through it which also acts as a firebreak.



Q2	Regarding the Rendell Way petition  presented to the Council, which has apparently  not been accepted.  We want to know why it wasn’t accepted and, if there were any objections, were those objections in writing?  Over 200 people signed this petition.  Parks Department wrote to us and sent another petition through which seems to be very obscure at the best.  We really want to know what’s happening there.  I was advised about a year ago that we were going to have bollards around Rendell Park to stop cars driving on it and to protect the young ones that play in the park.  Now it looks like this offer has been used as  a sweetener if we go along with accepting whatever else is going to go in the dry park.  We want to know what’s happened to those bollards.  They were on last year’s agenda.  We want to know when they’ll be put in.



A2	The wording of the petition was commented on in a report to Council’s Technical Services Committee on 17 December 1997.  A copy of this report and subsequent recommendation by the Joint Commissioners is attached for information.



Q3	Were  there any written complaints about the petition?



A3	There were no written complaints about the petition.



�Mr G Parker, Koondoola: (Question raised at the Annual General Meeting of Electors)



Q	Regarding Rendell Way Park.   I was definitely told that the bollards in question were already listed  in the 1997 budget.  I now have received a letter which says that the bollards will be listed for consideration in the 98/99 financial year.  I see that the BMX has been taken out now.  Regarding the  business of 100 metres from the roadway, it is not very clear which roadway they measure from.  Is it measured from Alexander Drive, Beach Road or is it measured from Rendell Way because there is no way you can measure 100 metres from Rendell Way.  The whole thing is only about 50 metres wide. With reference to the pipes to be restored, which pipes? Most of the people that I spoke to  apparently didn’t get this letter.  We can’t just keep on going round in circles like this because we’re not getting anywhere. How many letters have been sent out this time?  Most of the people I spoke to did not receive one.



A	It has been arranged that Commissioner Morgan will attend an on-site meeting on Thursday 5 February to discuss provision of equipment.  All parties have been advised.

SUMMARY



At its June 1997 meeting Council resolved to list $50,000 for consideration in the 1997/98 budget for joint initiatives with the Department of Transport (DoT) to undertake planning and design of sea walls, regular nearshore and foreshore land based surveys at Quinns Beach.  This funding was subsequently approved in the current budget to complement other actions proposed for Quinns Beach.  These resolutions were based on expert recommendations made in the Quinns Coastal Processes Study report undertaken by Tremarfon Pty Ltd which was presented in May 1997.  The initial response from Department of Transport regarding the design of sea walls indicated the need to now refine the approach to this issue to obtain an optimal outcome for the community.



BACKGROUND



The Quinns Beach foreshore is subject to erosion on an annual basis during the winter months with sand returning during the summer months as part of the accretion cycle.  However, during the winter in 1996 a combination of stormy seas, an intense low pressure system and a high tide resulted in the erosion of Frederick Stubbs Grove picnic area.  The City undertook emergency sand renourishment operations to defend the area against further erosion.  This incident focused the local community’s attention onto the annual Quinns Beach foreshore erosion problem which culminated in a large public meeting on site followed by a letter of concern from the Quinns Rocks Recreation Association.



The Department of Transport and the City of Wanneroo then identified the need for a specialist consultant to determine the Quinns Beach coastal processes before committing funding to remedial maintenance and capital infrastructure to address the problem.



�The following reports are attached to provide background on this matter:



	Attachment 1 - Report TS245-09/96 which outlines the details of the circumstances that lead to the commissioning of a Consultant to undertake a study of the Quinns coastal foreshore erosion processes.



	Attachment 2 - Report TS195-06/97 dealing with the Quinns Coastal Process Study Final Report.



After adoption of the recommendations of the Quinns Coastal Processes Study report and the subsequent allocation of $100,000 sand renourishment funding in the current budget, 6,000 cubic metres of suitable sand was placed on the foreshore opposite Pearce Street and 6,000 cubic metres of sand replenishment was also provided adjacent to Frederick Stubbs Reserve  following the 1997 winter erosion cycle.  A similar annual financial liability at the same locations exists over the next 4 years.



The introduction of the planning and design of sea walls phase of the strategy is focused on being a precautionary measure that will provide the opportunity for rapid implementation of sea wall structures should public infrastructure come under imminent threat after an extreme erosion event.  The optimistic outlook is, however, focused on not needing to implement sea wall construction because of the adverse side effect of the substantial loss of the beach amenity on the seaward side of the wall.



DETAILS



In December 1997 DoT provided the City with a Quinns Sea Wall Preliminary Investigation document which has provided four options for the City to consider before proceeding with the sea wall design and planning strategy.  A copy of this report has been placed in the Joint Commissioners reading room for reference purposes.



The preliminary report from DoT highlights the likely inadequacy of the concrete revetment mattress sea wall type originally visualised as a permanent solution to the Quinns Beach erosion problem.  In addition, preliminary estimates have indicated that the cost of construction of sea walls at Quinns Beach may be twice those indicated by the Quinns Coastal Processes Study.  These estimates are in the order of 1.2 to 1.5 million dollars.



The alternative options proposed by DoT to the existing  Council resolution to immediately proceed with the design and planning of sea walls are:



Option 1



Continue renourishment and monitoring with the surveys reviewed on an annual basis.



Option 2



Option 1, plus 



Initiate an environmental review that evaluates and defines the appropriate design conditions for the proposed sea wall (i.e.  Wave height, storm water levels etc.) including a comprehensive evaluation of sediment losses.

�

Option 3



Continue renourishment and monitoring as per Option 1, initiate an investigation as per Option 2 plus



Identify and evaluate viable methods of sea wall construction based on the design conditions recommended by the environmental review and determine the associated preliminary cost estimates.



Option 4



Option 3 plus



Initiate the detailed design and cost estimation for the preferred method of sea wall construction.



COMMENTS/FUNDING



An allocation of $50,000 is available in the current budget for joint initiatives with the Department of Transport  to undertake planning and design of sea walls, regular nearshore and foreshore land based surveys.



The preliminary report from DoT highlights the likely inadequacy of the concrete revetment mattress sea wall type originally visualised as a permanent solution to the Quinns beach erosion problem.  Undertaking a design at this stage is likely to be superseded and of no benefit after more monitoring information becomes available.  It therefore does not seem appropriate to proceed with the design of a sea wall in advance of collecting further monitoring data that would facilitate the provision of an optimal sea wall design.



It is consequently appropriate to select one of the four proposed options for adoption and to advise DoT to proceed with the implementation of that option immediately.



There are various advantages and disadvantages of each option that must be considered before drawing a conclusion on the most appropriate approach to be adopted.



OPTION�ADVANTAGES�DISADVANTAGES��1�Funds are not spent on the design of a sea wall that may not be required, or may become obsolete due to changes in technology, resources or site conditions.  A design conducted after several years of monitoring is more likely to identify the most appropriate method.





�Swift implementation of an existing design cannot be achieved if the construction of a sea wall is suddenly urgently required.  (However further renourishment can be undertaken as an interim measure should such a situation arise)��OPTION�ADVANTAGES�DISADVANTAGES��2



















�Valuable information will be obtained that will be useful for the renourishment programme and will significantly reduce the time and cost of a sea wall design at a later date.



�As above��3�If the design conditions include an assumption that renourishment will be used to maintain a defined minimum quantity of sediment seawards of the wall during normal conditions(i.e.  prior to a storm event), then the protection provided by this sediment may reduce the cost of the sea wall.  �Failure may occur if this assumption is made and the defined quantity of sand is not maintained.��4

�Achieves the original goal to provide a design and cost estimate of a suitable sea wall but is based on a variety of likely influential factors that may change between the time of the design and implementation that can be identified from the intervening data collection process.�An adequate annual supply of imported sand renourishment must be maintained throughout the intervening period.��

Option 4 appears to provide the best approach since it will allow the design of a sea wall to be undertaken in a more informed manner resulting in the most cost effective solution in the long term.



RECOMMENDATION



THAT the Joint Commissioners:



1	do not proceed with an immediate sea wall design for the Quinns Beach foreshore;



2	initiate the Department of Transport Option 4 proposal consisting of:



	(a)	a monitoring and survey programme;



	(b)	environmental review to define the design conditions;



	(c)	identification, evaluation and cost estimation of a viable method of sea wall construction;



	(d)	subsequent detailed final design and cost estimation of the preferred method of sea wall construction;



3	seek quantification of the total likely cost of this proposed approach from the Department of Transport;



4	commit the existing $50,000 funding allocation to this new sea wall evaluation and design strategy and to list for consideration in the 1998/99 Draft Budget, provision of any supplementary funding for this purpose.

SUMMARY



The introduction of the Telecommunications Act 1997 and the Telecommunications Code of Practice 1997 has changed the way in which Telstra liaises with Local Authorities with respect to its network activities.  Telstra no longer has the powers to access land under the care, control and management of Council, for the purpose of network activities without prior notification.



Telstra has approached Council indicating that it is desirous of entering into a “Telecommunications Code of Practice” Agreement to allow the notification process of Telstra’s activities to be streamlined.  Approval to enter into an agreement will allow Council to waive notification on certain types of “low impact” activities that Telstra undertakes.



BACKGROUND



Prior to the promulgation of the Telecommunications Act 1997 (the “Act”), Telstra had the power to enter land and undertake network activities without prior consultation with Council.  However with the introduction of the new Act and the Telecommunications Code of Practice 1997 (the “Code”), Telstra no longer has the power to enter land for the purpose of network activities without prior notification.



As the road reserve is vested under the care, control and management of Council, Telstra must give notification to Council in accordance with the new legislation, of activities it wishes to undertake within the road reserve.



�Telstra is exempt from prescribed State or Territory laws in circumstances where the activity has been determined as “low impact” in accordance with the Telecommunications (Low Impact Facilities) Determination 1997.  In this instance, State or Local planning approval is not required.



Telstra presently notifies Council of all its activities it undertakes within the verge from hauling telecommunication cables through existing conduits to the installation of public telephones.  The notification allows Council to comment on Telstras’ activities should it effect future plans for the area or forward planning designs.



DETAILS



The proposed agreement that Telstra wishes to enter into with Council, will enable the notification process to be streamlined.  This will mean that the notification of the “Low impact” installations are classed into one of the following categories:



Activities which require no notification.

Activities requiring some prior notification.

Activities requiring 10 business days notice.



The activities which require some prior notification or ten (10) business days notice, are considered to have an impact on either Council facilities such as footpaths or roads, or which are considered to have an affect on the amenity of the area.



The proposed agreement will cover activities for which Telstra is required to give notices under the Act and the Code but does not cover those activities which require State or Local Planning approval.



COMMENT/FUNDING



The agreement between Telstra and the Council will allow the notification process to be streamlined so that those activities which have relatively little impact do not need to be referred to Council.  Telstra will however continue to refer those activities which have an impact on facilities such as footpaths and roads or impact on the amenity of the area to Council for comment.  In view of the above the proposed agreement is supported.



RECOMMENDATION



THAT the Joint Commissioners, BY AN ABSOLUTE MAJORITY, delegate authority to the Chief Executive Officer to enter into an agreement with Telstra, on behalf of the City, for the purpose of streamlining the notification process for “low impact” activities associated with minor works to be undertaken by Telstra within the road reserve.

SUMMARY



At its 8 October 1997 meeting, Council resolved to seek a further report in February 1998 to reassess the performance of the product used as a finish on the timber floor of the Main Hall at the Whitford Senior Citizens Centre (Item TS291-10/97 refers).



BACKGROUND



The action taken to remove the existing floor finish (Taski P11 spirit-based wax) and replace with a water-based wax (Duraglo) was prompted by a spate of ‘slip and fall’ accidents among the elderly users of this facility during the early part of 1997.



This change resulted in a floor finish with considerably higher friction qualities than previous, providing an even and slip-resistant surface for the majority of users.



The increased safety aspect of the floor with the water-based wax was not appreciated by all user groups, and resulted in a 67 signature petition being raised by a dance group who claimed that the floor finish prevented the dance group turning and moving freely, causing twisting of the body, knees and ankles.



This petition was presented to Council, and pre-empted the October report into the reasons for the change of floor finish, and the expected results of that change.   



DETAILS



Duraglo water-based wax has been in continuous use at the Whitford Senior Citizens Complex main hall floor since September 1997, with no further incidents of ‘slip and fall’ accidents reported in that period.



Feedback from other users of this facility has been positive.



RECOMMENDATION



THAT the Joint Commissioners endorse the continued use of the water-based wax finish to the floor of the main hall in the Whitford Senior Citizens Centre.

SUMMARY



The Current Works report is valid for works during the period ending December 1997.



A	CONSTRUCTION SERVICES UNIT



1.	ROADWORKS



1.1	Marmion Avenue - Shenton Avenue to Burns Beach Road



This project consists of the new construction of the eastern Marmion Avenue carriageway between Shenton Avenue and Burns Beach Road.  This work has been programmed to coincide with the extension of the two pedestrian underpasses.



The stonepitched embankment is nearing completion.  The associated landscaping and pedestrian safety fence work is programmed to follow.  All other work is completed and Main Road WA has implemented the final road marking requirements.



1.2	Hepburn Avenue



	This project involves the construction of the second carriageway between Marmion Avenue and West Coast Drive.  Council administered construction work is constrained to the section between Marmion Avenue and Howland Road. Negotiations with developers are presently in progress and are likely to result in developers constructing the remaining section between Howland Road and West Coast Drive.



�Widening works at the Marmion Avenue/Hepburn Avenue intersection consisting of an asphalt thicklift surface and associated kerb and verge backfill work were undertaken in early January.  Temporary traffic control signage has been maintained and checked on a regular basis since construction of the new southern carriageway between Marmion Avenue and Howland Way was completed in late December 1997.



Developers have provided an undertaking to commence construction of the outstanding section between Howland Way and West Coast Drive on 9 February.  Due to concern over potential further delay in commencement of this work, the developer will be required to provide a temporary tie-in immediately at Howland Way to commission the constructed section of dual carriageway.



1.3	Shenton Avenue/Davidson Terrace Roundabout, Joondalup



Council approved the tender of Malavoca Pty Ltd at its October meeting for the construction of a roundabout at this intersection.



Construction of this roundabout by Malavoca Pty Limited commenced in late November 198.  Delays were encountered due to the need for unforeseen service relocation works during December 1997.  Construction work resumed in early January and has now progressed to the stage where the roundabout is kerbed and the new pavement has been completed to asphalt standard enabling the intersection to now function as a roundabout.  Work is proceeding on the extensive verge reinstatement works and paving/landscaping of the roundabout.



1.4	Perry Road/Ziatus Road



This project involves the upgrading of a 2,000 metre long section consisting of Perry Road south of Chitty Road and Ziatus Road between Perry Road and Pinjar Road.  It will consist of a 6 metre wide spray seal with 1.2 metre wide spray sealed granite shoulders, incorporate three realignments of bends and changes in the road profile to improve safety.



Arrangements have been made to close Ziatus Road between Spence Road and Pinjar road for a 28 day period from 2 February 1998 to allow major earthworks to proceed.  Preliminary construction work began on 20 January 1998 in preparation for the scraper operations after which full pavement reconstruction works will proceed.



1.5	Driver Road



This project involves the upgrading of a 450 metre long section north from Kingsway Road and will consist of an asphalt 9.8 metre wide asphalt pavement incorporating a 1.2 metre sealed shoulder on either side.  Reconstruction of the Kingsway intersection will also be incorporated into the work which will complete the initiative to upgrade the full length of Driver Road.



Due to a limited road reserve width precluding the possibility of providing safe side tracks during construction, Driver Road will be closed to all but local traffic from 2 February to 24 February 1998 for which arrangements, compliant with the Local Government Act, have been established.



Culvert construction work and Telstra cable relocations commenced on 27 January 1998 as part of the preliminary construction phase which will allow full width road reconstruction to commence and be completed within the restricted road closure timeframe.



2.	PEDESTRIAN AND CYCLE FACILITIES



The following concrete pathways were constructed by Council’s contractors during January 1998:



Woodvale

�Chichester Park�Construction of a 2.1m wide concrete pathway connecting Standish Way to Landor Gardens.��Beldon

�Ocean Reef Road�Construction of a 2.1m wide concrete pathway from Monument Drive to Gwendline Drive adjacent to high school.��Heathridge

3.	TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT PROJECTS



3.1	Joondalup Drive/Treetop Avenue Traffic Signals, Edgewater



This project is fully funded by Main Roads WA and consists of construction of road pavement widening to accommodate the left turn facility and intersection modification associated with the installation of traffic signals.  The Engineering Maintenance and Construction Services Unit has been authorised to undertake the road pavement works only.



All kerb ramps in the median strip and western carriageway of Joondalup Drive have been installed.  The construction of a dual use path connection on the western side of Joondalup Drive is currently under way.  The brick paving of the traffic island has been deferred subject to installation of traffic signal posts by Main Roads WA.



�3.2	Parking Embayment - Joondalup Primary School



This project consists of minor road widening to accommodate an off street parking embayment facility adjacent Joondalup Primary School in Blue Mountain Drive.



The construction works commenced early January and all works were completed prior to commencement of the school year.



4.	DRAINAGE WORKS



4.1	Waterford Drive/Angove Drive, Hillary



This project consists of the construction of a 450mm diameter mainline drainage line over a 200 metre length along the northern verge of Angove Street, between Water Drive and Cohn Place, with three associated sets of gully installations.  This work is required to minimise the potential flooding at this location.



Work resumed on the mainline construction in early January and has now been completed.  All associated verge regrassing and reinstatement works have also been carried out to complement the construction works.



4.2	Hepburn Avenue - Wanneroo Road to Cockman Road



Sump construction and mainline drainage provisions which are the principal components of this project will provide an environmentally acceptable  stormwater delivery and disposal system to this section of the Hepburn Avenue.



The sump component of this project was completed last year and a drainage construction crew was assigned the task of constructing the mainline 375mm diameter pipe within the median in mid January.  This works is 50% complete with 100 metres of mainline work outstanding.  Mainline Construction is proceeding, after which side entry gully installations, kerbing and backfill will be undertaken.



5.	CAR PARKS



5.1	Marcon Street Car Park, Two Rocks



This project consists of the construction of a 25 standard and 2 disabled bay car parking facility opposite Jordan Street with an access road off Marcon Street.



The clearing and earthworks phases commenced on 28 January with the project programmed for completion by the middle of February.

2.	Tennis Court Lighting Upgrade Programme - Contract No 045-97/98



This project comprises the upgrade of existing tennis courts lighting to the City’s Association Standard at Warwick Regional Open Space, Ocean Ridge Reserve and Timberlane Park Tennis Court Complexes.  The specification and design for the upgrading works were prepared by Electrical Technology Consultants (ETC).  The upgrading works are being undertaken by way of contract and supervised by ETC.



Nilsen Electric (WA) Pty Limited, the contractor for this project, started works at the Warwick Regional Open Space Tennis Court Complex on 12 January 1998.  All works have been completed at this complex and the whole project is running as per schedule.  The existing lighting at Timberlane Park Tennis Courts Complex, Woodvale will be removed during the first week of February.  Work will then commence on the Ocean Ridge Tennis Court Complex, Heathridge.  The project is scheduled to be completed by the last week of March 1998.



3.	Regional Road Junctions - Median and Verge Upgrading



Funds were approved in the budget for the upgrading of the median and verge areas of regional road junctions with hard standing treatments.

4.	Joondalup City Centre Street Lighting



The maintenance of the unique ornamental street lights installed in Joondalup City Centre is the responsibility of the City.  At present, the City is responsible for complete maintenance of 904 light poles and lamps.  The maintenance of these lights is by way of an annual contract consisting of periodical and on-demand repairs.



High Speed Electrics, the contractor commissioned for this maintenance contract, started the first comprehensive inspections of these lights during the first week of January 1998.  One damaged light pole has been replaced and two others will be replaced by mid February.  Approximately 90% of luminaires on about 400 of the small footpath poles have been cleaned and poles inspected.  About 15% of luminaires on the larger road poles have been cleaned.  Electrical faults causing blackouts in some streets have been rectified.  Replacement of damaged parts of luminaires and failed lamps will be undertaken after the receipt of spare parts (lamps from suppliers).



�C	TRAFFIC SERVICES UNIT



1.	Craigie Drive Traffic Study Group



Craigie Drive, Gradient Way and Haddington Street have been identified as requiring traffic treatment for speeding vehicles and for road safety around the school.

2.	Burns Beach Road/Connolly Drive



Following concerns on the crash history of this four way intersection a roundabout treatment is proposed in the 1997/98 financial year.



See separate report.



3.	Gnangara Road /Hartman Drive



This priority intersection is subject to long queues in the peak hours.



Investigation into alternative treatments is being undertaken.



4.	Primary School Road Safety Programme



A leaflet produced by Traffic Management, encouraging parent motorists to park safely has been well received by Schools.



	A further 2,000 leaflets have been printed and will be delivered to the seven schools which requested leaflets.



5.	Hepburn Heights, Padbury



	Residents have expressed concern over the traffic impact of Community Centres to be built in Fernwood Square, Padbury.



	Consultants CCD Australia have been engaged to undertake a traffic study of the subdivision known as Hepburn Heights.  The consultants will be assessing the impact of likely traffic generation from the community centres and the possibility of providing a second access to the subdivision.  A final report is expected in late January.



6.	Greenwood West Precinct



	At its May 1997 meeting Council resolved to undertake a traffic study of west Greenwood and to incorporate in that study, the feasibility of the closure of Bottlebrush Drive.

	Consultants CCD Australia is undertaking a traffic study.  A final report on a traffic management strategy for Greenwood, west of Allenswood Road, is expected in February.



7.	Woodvale Senior High School



	Woodvale Senior High School has requested parking embayments for Timberlane Drive.



	A cost estimate, along with the preliminary plan, has been submitted to the school for comment.  The final plan and cost estimate will be submitted to the Education Department with a request for funding.



8.	Hawker Avenue, Warwick



	The Hawker Park Primary School P & C Association has requested the closure of the station car park access from Hawker Avenue.  The P & C Association believes that the access creates traffic problems for the school.

	Two Community Liaison Group meetings have been held to show Main Roads WA’s designs and intentions for the Freeway.  The City’s designs for the Hodges Drive dual carriageway were presented at the last meeting.



�D	ENVIRONMENTAL WASTE MANAGEMENT SERVICES UNIT



The general services have operated well during January despite some periods of hot weather.  This has confirmed the benefit of the domestic refuse truck replacement policy.



The 1998 recycling calendars have proved to be a problem due to the contractor’s poor control over the distribution process.  Many areas received the wrong calendar.  These areas are currently being documented from customer calls and field observations of recycling being placed out on the wrong week.  These areas are being delivered a replacement calendar with an explanatory letter.  Alternative delivery systems are being investigated for the replacement calendars to be delivered in May to inform residents about the collection of plastics.



Despite the distribution problems with the calendars, the collection crews feel that the recycling participation rate increased during January.

SUMMARY



To improve the poor road safety record at the intersection of Burns Beach Road and Connolly Drive, Kinross it is proposed to install a dual lane roundabout at this intersection.  Five tenders were received for the construction of the roundabout and it is recommended to accepted the tender from  Roadpave Australia Pty Limited.



BACKGROUND



Over the past three years there have been 25 crashes recorded by Main Roads WA at the intersection of Burns Beach Road and Connolly Drive.  Of these crashes, two resulted in one or more people being admitted to hospital and 10 resulted in one or more people receiving medical treatment at the scene.  In 1995 there were two crashes, in 1996 eight crashes and in the first 11 months of 1997, 15 crashes were recorded.



In June 1997 Connell Wagner was commissioned to design a roundabout at the intersection to improve the road safety.



DETAILS



Connell Wagner produced two alternative preliminary designs.  The first was developed for the ultimate road configuration of dual carriageways for Connolly Drive and Burns Beach Road, as shown on Attachment 1.  The second was for an interim single lane roundabout constructed with the kerb alignment for the ultimate outer diameter.   



�Consultation was undertaken with Main Roads WA over the roundabout layout.  Main Roads WA advised that Burns Beach Road is a heavy haulage route and a roundabout design would be required to accommodate low loader truck movements.  This would mean that a single lane roundabout would require a large apron in the centre island for the lowloader to overrun.  In view of the extent of pavement construction required to facilitate this movement Main Roads WA preferred option was to construct the dual lane roundabout option.



In its Traffic Report, Connell Wagner concluded that when the cost benefit of constructing a single lane roundabout with reinforced pavement was compared with a dual lane roundabout and the interference to traffic during the future roundabout upgrade was considered, then the benefit of staging the inner roundabout annulus construction would be marginal.  Based on recent dual lane roundabout construction within the City a total of $400,000 was considered to be a realistic cost estimate for the work.



It was agreed to progress the dual lane roundabout design and seek tenders for its construction.  



At the close of tenders at 11.00am on Monday 24 November 1997 five tenders had been received.  The list of tenders is as follows:

COMMENT/FUNDING



Due to the increasing number and severity of crashes at the intersection of Burns Beach Road and Connolly Drive, Council allocated $200,000 in Account Number 33010 of the 1997/98 Budget for the construction of a roundabout at this location.  The crash history of this intersection also met the criteria for Federal Road Safety Black Spot Funding.  An application for a further $200,000 was made by Main Roads WA on behalf of Council and this has been approved.  Therefore, total funds of $400,000 is available.



The lowest sum received on opening of tenders was from Roadpave Australia for a tender sum of $547,866.00.  The Roadpave Australia contract evaluation sum which excludes provisional items and a contingency of $40,000 was $498,366 which was $14,786.08 lower than the contract evaluation sum from the second lowest submission from Densford Pty Limited.



Roadpave Australia’s provisional sum did not allow for street lighting, which is carried out by Western Power, or landscaping of the island.  Council’s Parks Landscaping Services will undertake the landscaping work for an estimated cost of $12,000.  A works quote of $32,076.82 from Western Power has been received for the street lighting.  These amounts give a construction cost of the project of $591,942.82.  In addition, the Consultant’s Design and Supervision fees for the project is estimated to be $8,000.  Therefore, the total amount of funding required is $600,000.  This gives a shortfall in funding of $200,000.



Main Roads WA has advised that other than the approved funding of $200,000, there are no additional funding sources available.  As this is a Black Spot project, to request extra funds a revised application would be required and while likely to meet the cost benefit criteria, it would have to be considered in the future round of submissions.  There would be a considerable delay of about 12 months before the project can proceed.  The alternative option of a single lane roundabout, while being less costly, would also result in delay as it has to be re-tendered.  Based on the previous evaluation, the option of a single lane roundabout is not the preferred strategy.



This intersection has a poor road safety record and there is a community expectation that immediate improvements will be made.  Therefore, it is intended that savings made on other projects within the City are used for this priority project.



The shortfall amount of $200,000 is therefore required to be funded by Council.  It is proposed to reallocate the following road and traffic treatment fundings to this project.

SUMMARY



A roundabout is proposed at the Winton Road and Cord Street junction.  To improve sightlines for motorists in Cord Street, it is desirable to acquire a small portion of the adjacent north east corner lot.



BACKGROUND



Council previously requested a traffic feasibility report (Item TS143-05/97 refers) on a roundabout at the Cord Street and Winton Road junction.  As part of the 1997/98 Budget deliberations, funds of $100,000 was allocated for the construction of a roundabout at this junction.



DETAILS



The Cord Street/Winton Road intersection is currently an unsignalised T-junction.  Cord Street terminates at the intersection with Winton Road which runs north-south.



Land use surrounding the intersection includes a Service Station and various showrooms.  The lot on the north east corner has not been developed.



�A detailed design of the roundabout and on site evaluation indicates that due to the existing site constraints and the required geometry, motorists will be set back from the previous “GIVE WAY” holding position in Cord Street.  Therefore, motorists in Cord Street approaching the roundabout have less sight distance to their right along Winton Road which also curves away from the junction.  While the designed sight distance satisfies the absolute minimum standard, it is considered that due to the significant traffic volumes and type of vehicles (trucks and buses) a better line of sight would enhance traffic safety.



COMMENT/FUNDING



The existing Cord and Winton Road reserves have been fully utilised to incorporate a “tight” roundabout layout.  The minor acquisition of land of approximately 11 square metres from the corner of Lot 35 would provide better vision along the northern section of Winton Road for motorists approaching the roundabout in Cord Street.  The roundabout layout and proposed land acquisition is shown on Attachment 1.



Funds of $100,000 have been allocated in Account Number 33011 for the construction project works.  The project design and construction estimate is programmed to be finalised in April 1998.



A valuation of land has not been undertaken but is estimated to be less than $5,000.  Should negotiations on the acquiring of the land from the owner of Lot 35 be mutually agreed to, the funding of this land acquisition can be considered in the 1998/99 Budget or through utilising any surplus funds that are generated on completion of the project works.



A further report on this matter will be submitted in due course.



RECOMMENDATION



THAT the Joint Commissioners authorise negotiations with the owner of Lot 35 Winton Road for the acquisition of approximately 11 square metres from the corner of Lot 35 for the Winton Road and Cord Street roundabout project.

SUMMARY



A 21-signature petition has been received from residents of Galleon Road, Beldon requesting traffic calming treatment for this street.  Due to the low traffic volumes and no recorded crash in the past three years, the request for installing traffic treatments is not supported at this stage.



BACKGROUND



The petitioners have requested traffic restrictors and or dividers to calm the traffic on Galleon Road.  This has been requested to reduce the incidences of speeding vehicles and isolated driver behaviour problems (tyre squealing) to improve safety in the street.



Galleon Road has a 7.4 m wide carriageway and links between Dolphin Way and Ensign Way, Beldon.  It is designed to carry mainly low speed local traffic only and is typical of many local streets throughout the municipality.  A plan showing the road layout and the surrounding road network is shown on Attachment 1.



DETAILS



The existing traffic volumes on Galleon Road are between 370 vehicles per day (vpd) north of Ensign Way and 120 vpd east of Dolphin Way.  The 85th percentile speed of vehicles recorded along Galleon Road is between 31-48 km/h.  There have been no recorded vehicle crashes in the last three years on Galleon Road.  This data suggests that Galleon Road is functioning normally as a local road.



�COMMENT/FUNDING



Given the low traffic volume and high percentage of local road users, any minor traffic treatment or even centre line delineation on Galleon Road would have a low priority in comparison with other roads within the municipality.  On this basis, no traffic treatments are recommended for Galleon Road at this stage.



However, given the residents’ concerns in relation to driver behaviour on Galleon Road, the City will forward a request to the Police Service for increased surveillance within the Beldon area.



RECOMMENDATION



THAT the Joint Commissioners:



1	do not support the residents’ request for traffic calming treatments on Galleon Road, Beldon;



2	forward a request to the Police Service to increase surveillance in the Beldon area to deter the incidences of antisocial driver behaviour;



3	advise the petitioners accordingly.

SUMMARY



The Education Department’s policy of locating new pre-primary units on existing school grounds is exacerbating the parking problems at these schools.  A solution offered by the Education Department for Davallia Primary School is for the City to jointly fund a car park on the school’s land in order to provide car parking.  The approval to this funding arrangement is sought.



BACKGROUND



In November 1996 Council considered a further report on parking at Davallia Primary School (Item TS307-11/96 refers).  It was resolved to seek a deputation to the Minister for Education regarding the parking problem at Davallia Primary School and ongoing problems being experienced with parking at schools and notify the Local Member of Parliament and the Minister for Family and Children’s Services that Council is seeking a deputation to the Minister for Education and request support for this deputation.



In April 1997, the Minister for Education declined the deputation stating:



	“I visited Davallia Primary School at the end of 1996 and fully appreciate the traffic problems around the school.  At my request, Mrs Sue Johnson from the Department’s Facilities Operations Branch, will meet with representatives from the school community and local residents shortly after Easter to discuss the embayment proposals for Juniper Way.  The Department is keen to reduce the traffic problems at Davallia Primary School and following the approval by all interested parties of the embayment proposal will allocate funds on a shared cost basis with the City of Wanneroo to have the work undertaken at the earliest possible time.



�In June 1997, the Education Department wrote to Council confirming that funds would be set aside in the 1997/98 Traffic Management Programme to undertake the construction of a car park off Trenton Way on a 50:50 joint share arrangement with the City of Wanneroo.  As part of the City’s 1997/98 Budget deliberations, funds of $30,000 was allocated in Account Number 39311 for the construction of a car parking facility at the Davallia Primary School.



DETAILS



A meeting was held on 11 September 1997 with the Mayor, Ward Councillors, Local Politicians and School representatives regarding proposals for car parking at Davallia Primary School.



It was agreed at this meeting that the City would undertake a detailed feature survey and prepare car park plans with access from Trenton Way.  The objectives were to minimise the impact on the existing trees, playground facility and encroachment on the Trenton Way verge.  Subsequently, a layout for a right angle car park was concurred to by the School.



Accordingly, the detailed design of the car park on the school ground has been finalised, as shown on Attachment 1.  The car park provides for 21 car bays and removes the right angle parking on the Trenton Way verge.  This permits the extension of the dual use path to link to the internal school footpath network.



Formal approval for this car park design, together with an estimate, for the construction work will be forwarded to the Education Department this month.



COMMENT/FUNDING



The Education Department is considered responsible for the provision of on site school parking facilities.  However, the City has previously contributed to “shared use” car parks with schools on recreation reserves.  The proposed car park at Davallia Primary School will be on the school ground and for its use.



Council has previously not funded car parks on school grounds due to the precedent that it can set.  The City does contribute on a 50:50 joint share arrangement with the Education Department for traffic improvements on the public road system at schools.



The Local Government Act 1995 at Section 3.1 permits a local government to “provide for the good government of persons in its district”.  This car park construction can be considered as part of the scope of the general function of Local Government.



The car park construction will resolve traffic concerns on Trenton Way and improve pedestrian safety due to the provision of the dual use path extension.



On this basis, it is considered that Council’s contribution to the car park construction can be justified as it improves the traffic and pedestrian situation on the public road system for all users.



�The Education Department will be responsible for the control of the car park and its maintenance.  However, should the car park cease to be made available for school parking, an agreement should be sought from the Education Department for reimbursement of the City’s contribution.  The reimbursement can be based on the depreciated value of the car park equivalent to the City’s contribution excluding the value of the land.



In view of the Minister’s determination in this matter to resolve the parking situation at Davallia Primary School, Council’s approval to contribute to the construction of a car park on the school is sought.



Once formal approvals have been finalised, administrative arrangements can be undertaken with the Education Department on constructing the works.  The tentative programme for this work would be the first term school holidays.



RECOMMENDATION



THAT the Joint Commissioners approve a contribution from Council on a 50:50 joint cost share arrangement with the Education Department to a maximum of $30,000, for the construction of a car park on the Davallia Primary School with access from Trenton Way,  subject to an agreement from the Education Department to reimburse Council if the car park is not used for school parent parking.

SUMMARY



The City has received a 113 signature petition from the Hawker Park Primary School Community expressing concern at the speed and volume of traffic using Hawker Avenue.  The petitioners have specifically requested the City and Westrail to address this concern by implementing the closure of the Warwick Rail Station car park access on Hawker Avenue.



Assessment of this request indicates that this treatment would have a significant impact on traffic flows and is therefore not supported.  A traffic management strategy is proposed for Hawker Avenue.



BACKGROUND



The Warwick Rail Station car park, formerly the Warwick Bus Terminus has two existing vehicular access at Beach Road and Hawker Avenue.  The Rail Station commenced operation in 1993, with essentially the same car park capacity as the previous bus terminus.



Monitoring of traffic speed and volume along Hawker Avenue has been carried out on a regular basis since 1992.  West of Dorchester Avenue recorded traffic volumes have been 2740 vehicles per day (Dec 92), 2650 vpd (Sept 93), 2600 vpd (Jun 94) and 2820 vpd (Oct 96).  This data indicates that there has been no significant change in traffic volume along Hawker Avenue due to the opening of the Warwick Train Station.



Notwithstanding this, the speed of vehicles, particularly adjacent to Hawker Primary School has previously been identified as a concern.  To address this concern, in June 1997 the City, in conjunction with the School Principal, developed a comprehensive on street parking strategy for Hawker Primary School.  The strategy is shown on Attachment 1.

�

In addition to this strategy, in August 1997, Main Roads WA introduced a 40km/h speed zone adjacent to Hawker Park Primary School.  The effectiveness of the school zone on reducing overall vehicle speeds along Hawker Avenue during school times is yet to be determined but will be monitored during the first term of 1998.



DETAILS



Approximately 700-800 vpd travel along Hawker Avenue to and from Dorchester Avenue to use the station car park access.  A locality plan showing the Warwick Rail Station access points and Hawker Avenue is shown on Attachment 2.  During the morning (0700-0800) and afternoon (1700-1800) peak periods, approximately 280 vehicles per hour and 165 vph respectively are generated by the station.  During the morning school peak (0800-0900), the number of vehicles travelling to and from the station is approximately 140 vph, while during the afternoon school peak (1500-1600) approximately 60 vph have an origin or destination related to the rail station.



Based on the above data, closure of the northern access would transfer approximately 600-700 vpd during peak times to the southern, Beach Road access.  It is likely that this would create longer delays, queuing and would increase travel times for both commuter and non commuter traffic on Beach Road.  Traffic volumes on Hawker Avenue would decrease by approximately 600-700 vpd, however it is likely that approximately 100-200 vpd would continue to use Hawker Avenue as a pick up or drop off point.  During school peak times, the closure of the northern access would have a minimal impact.



A copy of the petition was also forwarded to Westrail for comment in December 1997.  Westrail have subsequently advised that it is not in favour of a closure of the Hawker Avenue access as it would significantly increase vehicular congestion at Beach Road.



COMMENT



The traffic data for Hawker Avenue suggests that while past recorded vehicle speeds are a concern, there is no evidence to suggest that a closure of the Rail car park access would significantly reduce overall vehicle speeds along Hawker Avenue, particularly as the majority of rail station traffic occurs outside of school times.  Any reduction in traffic flow on Hawker Avenue would be offset by the increased congestion at the Beach Road access.  On this basis, the closure of the Hawker Avenue access to vehicular traffic is not supported.



However, implementation of the parking strategy for Hawker Primary School is likely to have an impact on vehicle speeds on Hawker Avenue in the vicinity of the school.  In accordance with other traffic treatment projects at schools, the City has sought a 50% funding contribution from the Education Department for the construction of this strategy.  The project is estimated to cost $16,000.  This strategy is aimed at both providing on street parking for parent motorist and improving pedestrian and motorist safety by reducing through vehicle speeds in the vicinity of the school.  The Education Department has advised the City (Sept 97) that they are unable to give a firm commitment to co-funding this project until early 1998.  Subject to funding the project will be listed for funding consideration in Council’s 1998/99 Traffic Management budget.  In the interim, the impact of the 40km/h speed zone will be monitored.

RECOMMENDATION



THAT the Joint Commissioners:



1	do not support the closure of the northern Warwick Rail Station car park access off Hawker Avenue;



2	list consideration of the On Street Parking Scheme for Hawker Park Primary School, Warwick as a high priority in the 1998/99 Traffic Management Draft Budget;

SUMMARY



At its February 1997 meeting, Council sought an additional report regarding public parking at the Warwick Transport Licensing Centre (Warwick Police Centre).  Consideration of this report was deferred at the October 1997 meeting of Council pending further investigation into on site parking options at the Centre.  This report recommends a review of the street parking in July 1999.



BACKGROUND



At its February 1997 meeting Council considered a report on parking prohibitions adjacent to the Warwick Transport Licensing Centre on Eddington Road.  Council resolved to approve the recommended parking prohibitions but also sought a further report in relation to the following:



(a)	parking provision obligations of the Centre under the provisions of the Town planning Scheme;



(b)	liaison with the Centre for provision of further on site parking;



At its October 1997 meeting, Council resolved to defer consideration of this report pending further investigation into parking options for the Centre (Item TS287-10/97 refers).



DETAILS



The Senior Examiner at the Centre gave his agreement to the recommended prohibitions and erection of the signs in April 1997.  The signs where subsequently installed later that month.  A plan showing the existing parking control signs is shown on Attachment 1.



�With regard to item (a), Council’s Development Approvals Services advises that under the Town Planning Scheme the Centre is required to provide 1 car bay per 30 square metres of Gross Floor Area.  This equates to approximately 47 bays in total of which the centre currently has 53 bays excluding staff and service vehicle parking at the rear on the complex.  On this basis the requirements have been met.



Given that the parking obligations have been met, and in regard to item (b) the Minister for Police was asked to advise Council of any plans to provide further on site parking or an alternative strategy to alleviate parking problems at the centre.



The Police Minister advised in July that the principal source of parking problems related to the number of persons conducting business at the Licensing and Services centre at the complex.  He also advised that in response to previous concerns an additional 14 bays were added by the Police Service and that no further on site parking was planned.  He did however refer the matter to the Minister for Transport for further comment.



The Minister for Transport advised in August 1997 that a review process is in progress which includes the development of a number of strategies specifically intended to alleviate the need for clients to visit Licensing Centres.  Some of the initiatives to be introduced, including allowing authorised motor vehicle dealers to perform most normal licensing functions and an expansion of the Australia Post agency facilities, are expected to reduce client loads on licensing centres.  The Minister advises that some of the congestion at Warwick can be attributed to the vehicle examination facilities at the site.  The current review of operations at Warwick will include an assessment of the establishment of a network of Authorised inspection Stations.  This is expected to significantly reduce vehicular congestion and should be in place within twelve to eighteen months.



The Minister advised that these operational enhancements will significantly reduce client loads at all licensing centres, especially at busy centres such as Warwick and that as implementation proceeds, the car parking situation will be monitored closely.



After consideration of the report at the October 1997 meeting of Council was deferred, an inspection of the Police Centre parking arrangements was carried out by the City’s Development Approval Services.



Development Approval Services reported that there is little opportunity for increasing the number of on site car parking bays without deleting landscaping.  It is considered that any changes to the existing car park layout would have little impact on the existing situation.  A maximum of 12 additional bays could be created with the removal of 3 large trees.  A plan, prepared by Technical Services, of the existing car park and the area that could be used to construct an additional 12 bays is shown on Attachment 2.



As the development is existing, any request for additional parking would have to be negotiated with the Police Service as property owner.  If any additional development within the Centre was proposed, a Form 1 application would be required under the Metropolitan Region Scheme (MRS).

�

COMMENTS



Given that the proposed operational changes are likely to reduce the future demand for parking at the Warwick Transport Licensing Centre it would be premature to request the Police Service to consider increasing the capacity of the existing car park at this time.



On this basis, it is considered appropriate that the parking situation be reviewed in eighteen months time.



RECOMMENDATION



THAT the Joint Commissioners review the impact of on street parking at the Warwick Transport Licensing 	Centre in July 1999.

SUMMARY



A copy of a 24 signature petition to the Camberwarra Primary School P&C Association has been received from the residents of Currajong Crescent.  The petitioners express concern at the traffic problems generated by the school and suggest the provision of an on-site parking facility.  This matter needs to be further addressed with the Education Department.



BACKGROUND



Parking at the Camberwarra Primary School has been a concern for some time.  In January 1995, the City constructed an additional six on street parent parking embayments in Currajong Crescent (Item I10903 refers).  This increased the number of on street parent parking embayments provided and maintained by the City in Currajong Crescent to 25 bays.



In October 1995, Council considered another report regarding traffic concerns in Currajong Crescent after a 10 signature petition from residents of that street was presented to Council in July 1995 (Item C347-07/95 refers).  After considering the report (Item TS312-10/95 refers) Council resolved not to support the installation of a “NO STANDING CARRIAGEWAY OR VERGE” prohibition on the northern side of Currajong Crescent as requested by the petitioners.  However given the residents concerns with maintaining access to their properties during peak periods, Council resolved to authorise the pavement marking of “NO STANDING” areas 3 metres either side of driveways in Currajong Crescent subject to the agreement of the affected residents.  In addition as it was likely that the lack parent parking at Camberwarra Primary School would remain a concern, Council also resolved to initiate discussion with the Education Department on the provision of a parent car park on the south west corner of the school.  The existing parking bans and on street parking in Currajong Crescent are shown on Attachment 1.  The location of the possible parent car park on the school property is shown on Attachment 2.

�

In April 1996 (Item No B50-04/96 refers) Council was advised that the Education Department was not in favour of allowing parent parking on school sites and that the future use of the portion of land on the south west corner of the school was being investigated for an alternative use.



In May 1997, the Education Department received, under delegated authority, the City’s approval to have this area of land excised from its property to enable it to be sold as a separate lot.



In November 1997, the City was forwarded a copy of a petition from the residents of Currajong Crescent which they had presented to the Camberwarra Primary School P&C Association.   The petitioners were requesting the P & C Association to consider the use of the land off Argus Close as a parent car park.



The petitioners were subsequently advised that the construction of a parent car park at this location could no longer be considered as an option, however the City would continue to support the efforts of the school and local community to lessen the impact of school generated traffic on the surrounding road network.



In the meantime the petition was also presented to the 26 November meeting of the Joint Commissioners (Item C373-11/97 refers).



COMMENT



The provision of an on site parking facility requires the Education Department’s approval;.  Due to the subsequent sale of the area which was identified by the petitioners as a possible parent car park, an alternative location for a car park would have to be investigated further by the Education Department.



The City will continue to support the efforts of the school and local community to lessen the impact of school generated traffic on the surrounding road network but the provision of on site parent parking remains the responsibility of the Education Department.



RECOMMENDATION



THAT the Joint Commissioners request the Education Department to consider the provision of an on site parking facility to address the residents concerns in relation to the traffic problems generated by Camberwarra Primary School.

SUMMARY



Following a request by Council at its November 1996 meeting, a survey of traffic flow and parking patterns in St Marks Drive has been completed.  The results of the survey are now presented and it is considered that the overall parking situation needs to be further addressed by the St Marks’ Anglican Community School.



BACKGROUND



At its November 1996 meeting, Council considered a report on traffic flow in St Marks Drive, Hillarys (Item TS308-11/96 refers).  After considering this report, Council resolved to advise St Marks’ Anglican Community School to discourage the use of the parking embayments in St Marks Drive by student motorists for all day parking.  A review of the parking patterns was to be carried out during the first term of 1997, however as reported to Council in April 1997 (Item B37-04/97 refers) the majority of students do not obtain driving licences until later in the year, hence the survey of parking patterns was delayed until term 3.



DETAILS



There are 31 existing parking embayments on the south side of St Marks Drive.  A copy of the existing parking restrictions and road layout in St Marks Drive is shown on Attachment 1.



A survey of parking patterns in St Marks Drive was carried out over a three week period towards the end of term 3 and the first week of term 4.  During the course of the survey, 31 vehicles were recorded as long term parking users on four or more occasions.  The maximum number of long term users on one particular day was 43 vehicles, some of which were parked in unmarked bays or across a designated (future) accessway.

�

The majority of vehicles were observed to be displaying ‘P’ plates which indicates that the drivers were likely to be students of St Marks’ School.  The use of these bays for all day parking makes them unavailable for use by parent motorists during peak times and exacerbates the traffic and parking problems currently being experienced in St Marks Drive.



Given the negative impact these vehicles have on traffic and parking in St Marks Drive, a draft proposal featuring a limited parking ban was sent to the school for comment.  Essentially the draft proposal recommends the introduction of a limited parking ban on the south side of St Marks Drive to prevent all day parking and allow parent motorists to utilise the embayments for short term set down and pick up of students during peak times.  The draft also proposed some amendments to the existing parking bans an the school side of St Marks Drive to improve traffic flow adjacent to the school site.  A copy of the draft proposal is shown on Attachment 2.



In response the school has advised that while it acknowledges the present traffic situation in St Marks Drive is unsatisfactory between 3.00 and 4.00pm most school days it does not believe that the overall situation would be significantly improved by prohibiting all day parking.  On this basis the proposal is not supported.  The School maintains that it will not allow student motorists to park within the School and that if a parking ban was introduced that this would simply transfer the problem to other areas along St Marks Drive or the surrounding road network.  The School has requested that further consideration be given to allowing an additional one way access to the school site from Whitfords Avenue.



COMMENT



The introduction of a parking ban would make 31 parking bays available during peak times for use by parent motorists and reduce congestion and improve traffic flow on St Marks Drive.  However given the School’s opposition to the introduction of a parking ban and the likelihood that it may transfer the parking elsewhere on the road network additional parking restrictions in St Marks Drive should not be introduced.



The provision of an access to the School site from Whitfords Avenue cannot be supported on the basis that it is a high level District Distributor Road.  The function of this road as a major traffic carrier with designated intersection control and spacings make the provision of individual access to adjacent land users inappropriate.  This access restriction has been consistently planned and implemented throughout the City on this level of road classification.



RECOMMENDATION



THAT the Joint Commissioners:



1	recommend that the St Marks School reviews its current student parking and parent set down and parking policies to address the ongoing traffic flow concerns in St Marks Drive;



�2	do not allow a school access road from Whitfords Avenue;



3	advise the school accordingly.

SUMMARY



Negotiations have progressed with Westpoint Corporation, acting on behalf of the owners Silkchime Pty Ltd, for the purchase of a portion of land within the Warwick Commercial Park for the purpose of constructing a stormwater drainage sump and a mutually agreeable price for a lot has been reached.



The design for the construction of a stormwater drainage sump within the Warwick Commercial Park as an alternative to the original proposal to pipe the stormwater from Dugdale Street to Churton Reserve has also progressed.  GB Hill and Partners was commissioned to undertake the design of the required stormwater drainage improvements.



Following the completion of the necessary design and documentation tenders were called for this construction.  Four tenders were submitted and the Consultant has recommended that the contract be awarded to the lowest priced tender submitted by Wesville Contractors.



It is now recommended that the City purchase the lot within the Warwick Commercial Park and that construction of a stormwater drainage sump and associated works proceeds with the awarding of the tender to Wesville Contractors.



BACKGROUND



The development of the Warwick Commercial Park on the lot bounded by Ellersdale Avenue, Dugdale Street and the Warwick Shopping Centre has necessitated the priority implementation of significant stormwater drainage improvement works.  Prior to the Commercial Park development stormwater from the adjacent residential area drained into the previously vacant lot via stormwater outfalls located at the low points in Ellersdale Avenue and Dugdale Street.



�At its February 1997 meeting Council authorised the Director Technical Services to arrange for consultants to undertake the design and documentation of stormwater drainage improvements required to pipe stormwater from the catchment adjacent to the Warwick Commercial Park to Churton Reserve as shown on Attachment 1.  This was the only feasible option available at the time.



After receiving tenders for the construction of the proposed improvement works it was recommended to the June 1997 Technical Services Committee meeting that a contract be awarded.  However, it was further reported to Council’s June 1997 meeting that an invitation to purchase a portion of land within the Commercial Park for the purpose of constructing a drainage sump had been received from Westpoint Corporation on behalf of the owners Silkchime Pty Ltd.  Council was also advised that a petition strongly opposing the discharge to Churton Reserve had been submitted by the residents in Churton Crescent.  It was, therefore, recommended that the awarding of the tender be deferred until the July 1997 Council meeting.



The option of constructing a drainage sump within the Commercial Park appeared feasible and it was, therefore, recommended to the July 1997 Council meeting that Tender 172 - 96/97 - Upgrade of Warwick Stormwater Drainage System not be accepted and that the Director Technical Services enter further negotiations with Westpoint Corporation for the acquisition of a drainage sump site within the Warwick Commercial Park (Item C258-07/97 refers).



Negotiations for the purchase of a portion of land progressed with Westpoint Corporation and a mutually agreeable purchase price of $350,000 for a 1,115m2 lot was reached.  The price included two easements for pipe access to the site from both Dugdale Street and Ellersdale Avenue.  Australian Property Consultants were engaged by the City to provide an independent valuation of the proposed sump site and their recommendations provided the basis for the agreed price negotiated.



At its September 1997 Meeting (Item TS281-09/97 refers) Council authorised the Director Technical Services to proceed with the option of constructing a stormwater drainage sump within the Warwick Commercial Park.  The cost for this option was estimated to be about the same as the original option to pipe the stormwater to Churton Reserve.



DETAILS



Following Council’s approval to proceed with the option of piping stormwater from the Dugdale Street/Ellersdale Avenue catchment into the Warwick Commercial Park, G B Hill Consulting Engineers was commissioned to design and document this option.



Sump Site



The 1,115m2 lot available within the Commercial Park is not sufficiently large enough to construct a standard steep slope excavated stormwater drainage sump of the required capacity.  It will be necessary to construct a retaining wall around the perimeter of the sump to obtain the necessary volume.  The Consultant recommended that the retaining wall be constructed of limestone to provide the most cost effective solution for the required height of wall.



The lot made available for the drainage sump is to be created by the subdivision of an existing lot.  To avoid the need to construct a retaining wall would require the purchase of the remainder of this lot, the cost for which would be prohibitive and not considered feasible.



Sump Access



Two options were considered to provide pipe access to the drainage sump from the adjacent streets.  The preferred option was to provide access via two easements as shown on Attachment 2.  This option would avoid the need for the City to be involved in any overall ongoing maintenance liability within the commercial park.



The Ministry for Planning advise that easements would not be acceptable and that a street frontage in the form of a battleaxe leg would be required.  They have, however, verbally advised that the easements would be acceptable if the proposed lot was created as a drainage reserve ceded in the Crown and vested with the City rather than as a freehold lot.  Formal approval is expected shortly.



Construction



The tender for the construction of the sump within the commercial park together with its associated pipework was advertised on 14 January 1998 and closed on 28 January 1998.  Four tenders were submitted.

	

Wesville Contractors	$ 231,668

Wormall Contracting Pty Ltd	$ 239,500

G & O Drainage Pty Ltd	$ 268,800

Direct Drainage (WA) Pty Ltd	$ 298,900



GB Hill and Partners has undertaken the evaluation of the tenders and have recommended to Council that the contract be awarded to Wesville Contractors.  All of the above prices include a $40,000 contingency.  GB Hill and Partners has indicated that Wesville Contractors have completed many contracts under their supervision and have a proven track record.



The documented time for completion of the contract was six weeks.  Wesville Contractors has requested that the contract duration be extended to eight weeks.  On the assumption that the liquidated damages represents the cost incurred by the City in the event of a time over-run the estimated cost of the two additional weeks is $1,000.  Thus, the tender submitted by Wesville Contractors is still considered the most competitive.  The tender is valid until 28 April 1998.



FUNDING



The total cost to implement this option is summarised below



Land purchase	$ 350,000

Construction (tender price)	$ 231,668

Sump perimeter fencing (estimated)	$ 25,000

Design, documentation and contract supervision fees	$ 13,360

TOTAL	$620,028



Funding of $350,000 is available for the purchase of the land from Account No 32685 - Land Acquisition for Regional Stormwater Drainage.



The remaining $270,028 can be funded from Account No 34178 - Warwick Stormwater Drainage Upgrade which has available funds of $328,580.



COMMENT



The City is presently awaiting formal approval from the Ministry for Planning to allow the subdivision within the Warwick Commercial Park to create a stormwater drainage reserve.  It is recommended, therefore, that in the interests of expediting matters, the Joint Commissioners grant approval to proceed with the land purchase and the awarding of the tender subject to approval from the Ministry for Planning.



It was indicated in the September 1997 report to Council that Westpoint requested that a proposed Chinese restaurant be allowed to be constructed up to the boundaries of the proposed sump and the Church property at the corner of Dugdale Street and Ellersdale Avenue.  Concurrence is presently being sought from the Church, however, this would not appear to be an issue that cannot be resolved prior to the land purchase.

SUMMARY



Previous reports to Council regarding consideration of installation of park lighting within Tom Walker Park (Items TS254-08/97 and TS289-10/97 refer) were deferred pending additional information being submitted and assessed.



Information requested from Standards Australia relates to Public Open Space sports use only.



No further information is available regarding passive park floodlighting requirements.



BACKGROUND



Report No TS289-10/97 recommendation was moved Cr O’Grady, seconded Cr Ewen-Chappell that Council:-



	“requests a report on the development of a policy document with specific criteria for

	provision of general floodlighting in Public Open Space areas.”



DETAILS



Development of a policy document has been discussed with various organisations to determine what information is available.  Specific details would be required regarding the Public Open Space area being assessed.



To proceed further with developing this document the allocation of funds and appointment of a consultant to identify specific criteria for provision of lighting to passive areas of Public Open Space would be required.



Council currently maintains 1858.67ha of Public Open Space and although areas of lighting may exist on and around an area, general lighting of all passive areas has been a low priority.



It is therefore recommended that the Joint Commissioners advise the presenters of the petitions requesting the installation of park lighting at Plumdale Park in Woodvale and Tom Walker Park in Sorrento that the installation of such park lighting within these parks is unwarranted at this stage.



Parks Landscaping Services will list for Budget consideration the provision of funds for appointment of a consultant to prepare a report on the requirement for floodlights in passive park areas, the standard required and to identify justification criteria.

SUMMARY



Parks Landscaping Services submitted a report to Council in February 1997 (Report No TS51-02/97) regarding the Enterprise Bargaining Agreement proposal.  This Agreement subsequently lapsed as the MEU withdrew its support.  Negotiations have now produced a document which has been presented to the Parks Landscaping Services employees, encompassing various significant changes to the original Agreement as follows:-



1.	Service Pay is terminated.



2.	Flexibility of hours and the option to work the rostered days off at ordinary time pay 	rate.



3.	Special private works hourly rate.  Works performed which are outside the standard 	Council functions are to be undertaken at an hourly classification rate of time plus a 	quarter.



4.	Productivity Payment developed to encompass various items.



These benefits, and others, within the Agreement offer both employees and Council a “win-win” situation.  This Agreement has been developed by the Parks Landscaping Services Employee/Management Consultative Committee and will be presented for acceptance by a majority of the employees within the Business Unit.



Adoption by the Joint Commissioners is recommended.  The Agreement will then be submitted to the Industrial Commission for certification.



�BACKGROUND



The Parks Landscaping Services unit commenced enterprise bargaining discussions on 20 December 1995.  At that time the Consultative Committee consisted of 5 employees and 3 staff.



During the initial discussions an assessment of work practices and procedures was made.  This involved extensive employee/supervisor discussions.  Various departmental meetings occurred with Union representatives on site to assist with the development of a suitable agreement.

February - May 1997 -



Consultative Committee meetings involving consultant progressed to formulate a document.  Union representative, Andrew Johnson, was involved on behalf of MEU employees.



16 April 1997 -



Employee meeting and vote taken to accept the Agreement.



The document was referred to the MEU for submission to the Industrial Relations Commission for certification.



22 May 1997 -



Facsimile from MEU advising Council of a “Notice of Intention to Bargain via the Workplace Relations Act”.  This notice was to apply for a period of six weeks.



A joint meeting of employees was held with MEU and Council representatives.



28 May 1997 -



EBA report was presented to Council and adopted following additional information from consultant, Ann Lake.



This was subsequently rejected by the MEU due to various concerns.

1	Management involved with vote.



2.	Non-union employees present.



19 June 1997 -



Negotiations recommenced with different Consultative Committee representatives -



4 Parks Landscaping Services employees

3 Parks Landscaping Services staff

1 Union official

1 Council Consultant



Two meetings occurred and Engineering representatives were invited to combine under the new directorate of Technical Services.



Negotiations broke down due to:-



1	.Separation of union and non-union consultative representatives;



2.	Clause 45 versus Certified Agreement.



Meetings were programmed for each Tuesday at 7.30am.  Council officers attended for the entire six week period, however the Consultative Committee did not meet due to lack of union representation.



5 September 1997 -



Parks Landscaping Services Consultative Committee met to discuss options.  Union member representatives advised they would not be attending without union officials.



8 September 1997 -



Dennis Cluning and Dennis Blair met with Mike Fitzgerald from WAMA to discuss options regarding future agreements with employees.



16 September 1997 -



Steve Moir from Workplace Relations Commission met with Technical Services officers to review options regarding workplace agreements for non-union members.



17 September 1997 -



Dennis Blair and Dennis Cluning addressed Technical Services employees prior to the approved Union members’ meeting at 4.00pm.  All non-union employees left the meeting at 4.00pm and the Union meeting continued.



Ron McNally advised by the union that another meeting was to be held on 26 September 1997.  This meeting involved Union employees of Parks Landscaping Services, Engineering and Waste Management.



26 September 1997 -



Union meeting at Works Depot was attended by Parks Landscaping Services and Engineering unit employees.  The employees resolved to withdraw their labour and expressed their dissatisfaction with Line Managers.



The MEU requested all negotiations be conducted with the Chief Executive Officer.  Council’s response was to advise that Line Managers were responsible for their area of control and must be involved in any negotiations.



During the period 26 September 1997 to 29 October 1997 various discussions ensued between Council representatives and Union officials.



30 October 1997 -



Management prepared an “up-front position paper” for distribution to all employees.

8 November 1997 -



Nomination call for employee representatives to form the Parks Landscaping Services Consultative Committee.



12 November 1997 -



Council appointed auditor representative, John White of Deloitte Touche Tohmatsu, opened the nomination box and a ballot was required to list names for the election ballot paper (refer Attachment A.  Voting would be undertaken on Friday, 14 November 1997, supervised by Deloitte Touche Tohmatsu.



The duly elected Parks Landscaping Services Consultative Committee met on 25 November 1997 and proceeded to formulate the proposed Agreement.



The validity of the committee was challenged by the MEU in the Industrial Relations Commission on Tuesday, 23 December 1997.  Commissioner Bryant recommended a compromise proposal which was rejected by the MEU.



The Consultative Committee continued to progress negotiations and management met with all available Parks Landscaping Services employees during the period 29-31 December 1997 to explain the proposals and gather feedback from the employees.



The committee finalised the document on 9 January 1998 and forwarded a copy to the MEU for comment.  Upon receipt of these comments minor changes were implemented and the document lodged with the MEU with a covering letter regarding the options available should certification by the Union be rejected.  A response was received on 12 January 1998 advising the MEU would not recognise the committee or the Agreement.



At the committee meeting dated 13 January 1998 it was resolved to proceed with the proposed Agreement via a Division 2 Certified Agreement or Collective State Workplace Agreement.



Documents were to be prepared and presented to all employees for perusal over a 14 day specified period.  The documents were issued to employees on Friday, 16 January 1998.



The MEU approached management on Tuesday, 20 January 1998 and requested a meeting of all parties to enable union supported negotiation to develop.



Employees, at a meeting on Thursday, 29 January 1998 resolved to rescind their motions regarding Clause 45 and a single employee agreement.  The document was reworded to include the MEU as a participant in the Agreement.  Documents were reissued to employees for perusal over the specified 14 day period.



�DETAILS



The Agreement



Objectives



The objective of this Agreement is to act as a catalyst for ongoing change in a process of continuous improvement consistent with Council’s corporate direction by:



1.	Developing improved structures, skilled people, better management and improved work practices thereby improving the cost efficiency of the provision of its services.  The Agreement recognises the professional work methods and standards exhibited by the Parks Landscaping Services’ employees and acknowledges their past productivity has contributed to the appreciation that “living is great in Wanneroo”.



2.	Employees shall abide by the service standards that form part of this Agreement and support the development and introduction of a quality assurance programme.  The Agreement sets out not only to develop better structures and better work methods, but also to compensate employees in a more realistic manner that the Award conditions provide for.



Term of Agreement

Following registration by the Industrial Relations Commission, all employees covered by this Agreement will receive $60.00 per week Productivity Payment, which is inclusive of Service Pay and pay out of the Days in Lieu namely the 2 January and Easter Tuesday.

This payment will terminate the concept of Service Pay.   

Annualised Salary Items

a)	Industrial Allowance

b)	Leave Loading

c)	Bank Charges

An additional payment of $20 per week will apply from 1 December 1998.

Safety net payments as awarded by the National Wage Case shall not apply in the first year.  In the second year, where the National Wage Case benefit prescribed is greater than the Agreement payment for that period specified by the Commission, the City will provide an additional payment equivalent to the difference between the National Wage Case benefit and the Agreement payment for that specified period.



�Award Level and Enterprise Bargaining Payment



Annualised salary to include:-



Industrial Allowance

Leave Loading - 17.5%

Service Pay - Terminated

2 Days in Lieu - 2 January and Easter Tuesday

Bank Changes - $1.15 fortnightly



Spread of Hours



This clause offers Council the option of employees working their allotted RDO’s and receiving the normal rate payment.  Options are provided for employees to accrue credits to be taken within a specified time period.  All credits accrued must be paid out within the financial year in which they are accrued.



Annual Leave



Standard 4 weeks annually applies.  A minimum of 10 days per year, per employee, must be taken.  Option to provide for receival of payment for a maximum of 10 days annual leave within the year specified.



Best Practice Work Continuity



Ability to re-roster the allocated RDO’s by mutual agreement.



Training



In accordance with current hours allocated.



Productivity Gains Through Reduction of Sick Leave



This proposal offers an incentive for employees to retain their sick leave entitlements and receive a percentage payment on resignation, retirement or redundancy.  A specific formula has been developed by other organisations and adopted by the Parks Landscaping Services committee.  This is viewed as a practical method for management to achieve a reduction in the established culture of sick leave being taken as an additional day’s leave per month.



Bereavement Leave



An additional day has been provided for within this proposal.



Family Support Leave



Employees may utilise up to 38 hours per year of their accrued sick leave entitlement to care for a family member.  This has been included in most Awards and would flow on to the MEU in time.



�Customer Service



Clause inserted to encourage employees to recognise the customer and progress towards improved service and also to determine a training policy.



Performance Appraisal



As per the Local Government requirement, Council has commenced planning for appraisals of its workforce.  This clause requires Parks Landscaping Services employees to participate in face to face performance reviews and exceeds the current conditions as stated in the Act.



Establishment of Benchmarking Groups



To facilitate long term productivity improvements, benchmarking is being developed.  This will develop over time as employees come to accept the performance indicators.



Dispute Settlement



This is essential as it documents the precise steps to be taken by employees and management should a dispute occur.



Enterprise Model



Special Private Works - Parks Landscaping Services undertakes private works for government agencies and community groups.  A specific hourly rate of time-and-a-quarter has been identified to reflect the competitive nature of the works performed.  This proposal is seen as a positive step for employees and Council to progress towards competitive tendering of private works projects.  This is viewed as stage 1 of the process towards “profit sharing” between employees and management.



Consultation



Specific process for employees and management to review the EBA process and proposals during the life of the Agreement.



Notification of Pending Changes



Offers the employees the opportunity to be involved and aware of competitive tendering proposals.



Security of Tenure in a Competitive Environment



Non voluntary redundancy package proposal.  Similar to, or equal to, other government packages.



Salary Sacrifice



Employees under this Agreement may sacrifice a proportion of wages to an agreed contributory superannuation fund.



Occupational Safety Items



Lists the requirements of employees regarding working conditions, presentation and clothing.  Specific requirement regarding the wearing of Council issued clothing on a daily basis.



Schedule



The schedule lists the proposed pay rates and gives a comparison with existing Award rate.  Additional information to be provided via overhead projection showing projected salary rates with proposal and continuation of existing rates.



Specific Schedule Assessment



Service Pay



The current Service Pay rates, ie. 3-7 years $15.60, 7 years and over $26.00, were reduced from $80 in conjunction with a review of Award levels in 1992.

Payment is indexed annually.  Service Pay is an over Award payment and Council has the option of withdrawing payment at any time.

Replacement with a Productivity Payment annualised into the standard hourly rate is viewed as a method of eliminating this payment, thus reducing Council’s long term commitment.  Employees are then all equal and works performed and productivity are the measures of achievement.

Current payment for “service time” is viewed as an outdated method as it fails to recognise productivity and performance.



2 Days in Lieu



These days are “cashed in” to form a component of the Productivity Payment.  These two days are not considered public holidays and are rarely taken on time due to work commitments.



National Wage Case Increases



Safety net increases have been handed down annually since 1992.  The amounts range between $10-$20 annually.  The amount proposed, $20 payment from 1 December 1998, is the only additional payment to apply during the life of the Agreement.



RECOMMENDATION



THAT the Joint Commissioners:



1	adopt the Enterprise Bargaining Agreement as developed by the Parks Landscaping Services Consultative Committee for the Parks Landscaping Services Business Unit employees;



2	authorise the Enterprise Bargaining Agreement to be referred to the Industrial Relations Commission for certification.
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
