Voting:





Each elector present at the meeting is entitled to one vote on each matter to be decided,  but does not have to vote.


All decisions are to be made by a simple majority vote.


Voting is to be conducted so that no voter’s vote is secret.





Definition of Elector:





The Local Government Act 1995 states that an elector may be one of the following:





a resident owner or occupier enrolled to vote at State elections;


an owner of rateable property (eg an absentee land owner or an owner of business premises, vacant land or other non-residential property);


an occupier of rateable property (eg a tenant of business premises or other non-residential property)








Any decision made at the Special Meeting of Electors will be submitted to the next Ordinary Meeting of the Joint Commissioners.

THE FORMER GREENWOOD PRIMARY SCHOOL SITE





- RESPONSE TO QUESTIONS RAISED -





Q1	The failure of Report CJ213-10/98 to support the wishes of the overwhelming majority of the residents of Greenwood not to cancel any of the recreation reserves adjoining the former Greenwood Primary School site.





A1.	Due recognition was given in Report CJ213-10/98 to the views of all of the people who made submissions on the matter by either personal letters or petitions.  The recommendation of the report is believed to have presented a balanced compromise in the circumstances from a professional planning view.





Q2	The failure of Report CJ213-10/98 to allocate the 10% public open space contribution from the former primary school site in accordance with the resolution of the Special Electors Meeting of Monday 14 September 1998.





A2.	Report CJ213-10/98 recommended that a 10% public open space provision be made in a location that was considered the most functional and at the same time maximised the conservation of vegetation in the area. 





Q3	The failure of Report CJ213-10/98 to adequately address the written objections and petitions of objection to the proposed cancellation of portions of Reserve 31016 and Amendment 833 to Town Planning Scheme No 1 (former Greenwood Primary School site).





A3.	The comments made in respect to Q1 are considered appropriate to this question.





Q4	The failure of Report CJ213-10/98 to adequately address the resolutions of the Special Electors’ Meeting of Monday 14 September 1998.





A4.	The resolutions  of the Special Electors Meeting held on 14 September 1998 were given due consideration in the course of preparation of Report CJ213-10/98 and answered on a professional basis on information available at that time.





Q5	The failure of Report CJ213-10/98 to adequately address resolution CJ125-09/98 of the Joint Commissioners on 22 September 1998.





A5.	Each of the nine points in Resolution CJ125-09/98 were addressed in  Report CJ213-10/98.





Q6	The apparent failure of Report CJ213-10/98 to make a recommendation to the Commissioners that complies with the legal requirements for the disposal of recreation reserves created under Section 20A of the Town Planning and Development Act.





A6.	The disposition of Crown Reserves is effected by the Minister for Land under Section 51 of the Land Administration Act 1997 and the recommendations in Report CJ213-10/98 recognised the Minister’s authority in the matter.





Q7	The apparent failure of Report CJ213-10/98 to comply with Section 5.33(2) of the Local Government Act 1995.





A7	The decision of the Joint Commissioners of the City of Joondalup at their meeting held on 27 October 1998 was not to support the cancellation of Reserves 31016 and 30958 which adjoin the boundary of the former Greenwood Primary School.





	As a result of this decision, the requirements of Section 5.33(2) of the Local Government Act 1995 have been complied with.





Q8	Other matters that may be raised from the floor of the meeting relating to the proposed cancellation of a portion of Reserve 31016, adjoining the Greenwood Primary School.
